afterwards called to the degree of Utter Barrister in England, by the
Honorable Society of Lincoln’s Inn ; that he was subsequently admitted by
the Honorable the Law "Society of Upper Canada, as a Barnister of Upper
Canada, and hath prayed that an Act may be passed to authorize the Court
