A meeting of the Canadian
Association of Security Directors
held here this summer discussed
the possibility of giving UNB
security guards peace officer
status.

Peace officer status includes
the powers of arrest and, more
importantly, the right to carry
firearms.

THE BRUNSWICKAN feels
that any move giving security
guards the right to carry firearms
is totally unnecessary on this
campus.

Issuing firearms to security

officers whose main duties are
enforcing parking regulations is a

needless expense and an
unnecessary danger.

In theory, persons who carry
weapons during the course of
their duties are, and must be,
prepared to use such weapons.
We know of no cases where the
use of firearms would have been
needed on this campus.

Obviously; giving the officers
peace officer status will not mean
each will be immediately armed.
However, we feel that even giving
the force the right to carry
weapons, even if such a
perogative was never exercised,
would set a dangerous precedent.
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
