perties or concerts, Rev. Ho N Martls,
however, bonorel the memory of Ireland’s
great Apostle by & sermon on the Irlsh
Chares, delivered at an evenlog eervice
in Chatham, Oat., ou the 15th ult, We
have only the Chatham Banner's report of
Me. Martlo’s utterances on the occaslon,
and must bs excused {f we merely touch
on the sallent points of the discoursa,

The preacher said, after rzmarking on
the uncortalnty of the salnt’s birth-place,
that “ ia thoss early days there were con
stant feuds between Ireland and Scotland,
and io one of these Patrlck was taken
prisoner aud served as a awlne-herd slave
for eeveral years, recsiving etrong rellg-
fous impresslons durlug the enforced solitude
of hie life,”

Wa beg leave to diffar from Me, Martin
in this hurrled reiatlon of important
events, Toere were no feuds between
the S:otch and Irlsh ; in those early days
they were as one people, helplog each
other sgalnst bath B:tons and Romans
When the latter, who had taken possession
of both Eoglacd and Saotlaud, had retlced,
baving been called home to reelst
the Invaelovs of the Girths and Van.
dals, Iceh Caleftaln Niall the Great
fnvaded Englend, avd pursued ble
cimquests loto  the north - western
crests of Frauce (or Armonica Gaul),
whence he brought back to Ireland rich
booty and many prisoners, who were
sold as elaves, Among the latter were
Buceath, afterwards called Patrick, snd
his two aisters, Lupita and Tigrida, The
religious impreseions of St, Patrick came
not from ‘‘Lis enforced solitude,” but
from the Carietian teachings and ex-
ample of bis father, who was a deacon of
the Courch, and of his mother, the
saintly Conchesea, niece of St Martin,
It is very true that in * his enforced soli-
tude ” he never wavered in his faith or
allowed the fervor of his piety to grow
cool, for he telis us in his Confessions
that

“1 wee always carefal to lead my flocks
to pasture, and prayed froquently durlng
the day. I slways became strengthened
In the tellef, love and fear of God aud
prayed at least a bundred times a day and
ss often during the uight Wkile 1
tarried {o the mountsins avd In the wocds
1 was roused to pray both in the snow,
frost and reln ; netther did I feel eny pain
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feom 1c or laceitude, as I think mv soul
wans fired with thespleit of God.,” (Usher,
¢ 17., p. 130)

Rev, H. N. Hunter contiunes:

¢ Hoviog escaped from Ireland, he
geemed in n viston to bear a call from
Ireland acling for his eplritual ald
Thither, secordingly, be repuirei—not sent
by Pope, coiciave or Church—lsndleg in
Wicklow, aud travelling to Ballymena, to
convert bis former meater, who, belleviog
him o be a magiclan bonad for reveage,
burnt bis houre and destroyed himself.”

Rev, Mr. Martin ought to furnlsh bis
hearers with some proofs of the assertion
that St, Patrick came to lreland without
belng “eent by Pope, conclave or Church.”
Al blstory, both eacred and profans, is
directly oppo el to the flippant spse dixit
of Resv., Mr. Martin, Uiher, McG:oghe.
gan, the Roman mariyrology, and every
reliable Listorima from St. Patrick’s time
t, our nineteenth century, relate even
t e detells of our pation ralnt’s educatlon,
o0 ‘dlnetion at Rome aund consecration by
Po re Oelestine,

McGeoghegan says (page 145, History

 Celestine himself then consecrated
and appointed bim Archbishop of Ireland
and sent bim, invested him with all Apos
tolicsl sutbority, to preach the gorpel
to tha inhabitants of the Island.”

Nor did 5!, Patrick go unaccompanied
or alone to enter upon so arduous &
work. Twenty priests and as meny dea:
cons were ordained who were to accom-
pany St. Patrick in his mission and oflici.
ste under his direclione—ret sub ipso
Domino manistrarent,

I Jocelyn's life of the eaint we read :
¢ He hastened towards Ireland, to
getber with twenty men eminent for
their wisdom and sanctity, nppoin}er_l by
the Pontiff to resist him in bis mission,
He turned, bhowever, on his journey, to
St Germacus of Auxerre, bis guardian
aud iostructor ; from bim he received
chalices, eacerdotal vestments, a great
quantity of books and other things neces-
sary for the ministry of the Church.”
(Co. 26)

How ali these facts and details 2gree
with Rev, Martin’s random assertion, that
St. Patrlck *repsired to Ireland without
any commiesion from Pupe, couclave, or
Church,” we leave our resders to imagice.
It bas ncver been known in the history of
the Cathollc Church that a priest or
Blshop utdertook to preach the gospel o
a strapge land without a epeclsl commis
slon from the centre of authority and
jurisdiction reelding in Rome. Holy
Scripture, that Mr, Martin pretends to
understard snd explain to others, states
positively tkat it capnot be done, *“ How
can they preach,” it ssye, ** unless they be
sent 7 It was thus Pope Gregory the
Great sent Augustine with hla forty
mor ks to convert the Arglo Saxons.

The Protestant idea of preaching is
either to get “a call” or to start out
with some new doctrine upon one’s own
reeponeibility. Nothiog, however, could
be more anti.ecriptural, We are told
in the sacred book that Titus end
Timotby were ordaimed and senf, that
Paul and Barnzbas were likewise snt,
and that all the Apostles were ordained
and sent by Him Who said: * As the
Father sni Me I send you ; go and teach
a!l nations, ete.”

Alihough Si, Patrlck understood from
a vidon with which he was favored that
he was dlvinely called to preach the
gospel {n [reland, he did mot presuwme on
hte lighta or hls own private anthority to
nadertaks & work of such lmportance.
He fizst placed bimeelf in the bands and
under the Instructions of a great Catholle
bishop, St. Germanus of Auxerre, by
whoete advice, aud with whose recommend.
ation he procseded to Rome, where he
recelved ordination and the name he bore
afterwards, that of a Roman nobleman,
There was never in hlstory a clearer case
of one belog duly sent asd commlssioned
to presch with authority than that of St
Patrick, why, actordlog to the Rev,

bas produced po ssints ; but the teachings
of St. Patzick begst them by the bundred,

of Rome. It is certain also that St, Pat.
rick obszerved the feasts and fast days as
marked in the Roman calendar, and that
he went up into & mouniain at the ap-
proach of Lent, and there, it is eaid,
prayed and abstained from all food dur.
ing the entire season of prayer and fast.
ing as observed by Catholics to-day,

Iu no country on earth were the rules
of continency, of long fastlog, of seclu
slon from muudane enjoyments, and of
prolonged viglls and deep studles, 20 stead-
fastly and o rlgoronsiy lald down and
enforced as ia the monasterles and among
the people of Icoland, How these prac.

adopted this distinctive name? Has it
not affirmed the right of individual
judgment as against the voice of the
Caurch, by the adoption of novel doc.
trineg, and of a novel Church govern.
ment, contrary to the decisions of
the univerzal Church ! Notwithstanding
the desire of many who recoguizs
with the Mail's correspondent the incon.
gruity of the name Protestant ss applied
to a Church which professes to be the
Church of Christ, the Anglican Church is
certainly as really * Protestant’” and
negative as are any of those donomina.

It caunot be eald that the iitle Roman
Catholle has any analogy wih the name
Avglo-Catholic in this respect ; for no oze
clalms thst even in Catholic times the
Cataolle Caurch of Eiglind bad any
primacy or pre-emineuca over the, whole
Chureh, sach as the Ryman Caarch always
had.

It s, tharefore, c'ear that the Anglicsn
Church is reslly Protesiant, not Citholie,
It is fair to add heve that a later corres.

It was understood that there was to be
a debate on the question, ** Is Oatholi-
ciem a menace to our Rapublican Insti.
tutions?” Great interest was mani-
fested in the debate and about one hup.
dred and fi{ty membars of the Club and
guests were present, After the supper,
Rev. Mr. Hornebrooke epoke kindly of
Catholics, and said that considering the
tempest in a teapot to waich the people
of Boston had been obliged to listen to
at times, *if he were compelled to choose
between Dr. Fulion and Lio XIII, he
would ba with Leo XIII. every time,”
He raised objection, however, to the
Catholic Church on several grounds :
1:t, Taat maay of the priests have
been educated abroad. 2ad. That the
policy ot the Catholic Church in estab.
lishing separate systems of common
echool instruction is viewed by many
with alarm, Thirdly, That the Caurch
advocates the union of Courch and State,
and refuses liberty of speech and of, the
press,

Mr. Blanchard, the President of the
Ciub, then introduced Father Bodfish,
as a genuine American, ‘ born on Cape
Cod, of American parents and ancestors,
and well qualified to speak, both as a
Courchman and au American citizen,”

Father Bodfish was received with en
thusiastic applause, He informed those
present that he too had been educated
in an atmosphere of prejudice against
the Catholic Caurch. His parents, rel-
atives, and friends, who were all Protes-
tants, had dinned their prejudices into
his eara from his childhood, but he be.
came a Oatholic with his eyes open.
Yet he claimed to be behind none in his
devotion to America and her institutions,
His ancestors had fought for American
Iodependencs, aud In the war of 1812
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daring the wae of tha rebelllon. He
should, therafore, be conaldered as being &
Jover of bls Amerlcan home.

He had at firat soms doubt about the
propriety of bis speaking before that
sudicnce on the subject which they had
propozed to him, as bis doiog so might
be interpreted as an admission thal the
Catholic Cburch needed to ba vindicated
agninst the charge of her being a menace
to American institutions ; but when he
considered that the Club does not eon-
gigt of the men who fill the Music Hzll
on Sanday with denunciations of Catholi.
cism, he set sside his reluctsnce und
accepted the invitation,

In regsrd to the school question, he
pointed out that the schools are sup-
ported by a common tsx, and the only
objection made by Catholics against
them is that they ignore religion. Ia
the Catholic settlements of tae Wast
tais is not the case, and there is no
school diffisulty, The same occurs in
msany other States, and in some parts of
Naw York. The Courch is in favor of
education, snd the fact that Catholics,
even where they are compalled to pay
for the support of schools which ignore
r:ligion, support a second eet of schoois
whaerein they may give their children a
religious education, proves that they are

Rev. Dr. Langtry appeals coutidcntly
to the history of the Church to prove
that ordination at the hande of a Biskop
has always been held by the Chuich as
necessary to consiitute a clergyman
with authority to exercise ecclesiastical
functione ; and as far &s the Catholic
Church is concerned he iz undoubiediy
correct in this, Hs is not so successful,
however, in proviog thst the Church of
Eogland hes copeistently maintained
the neceesity of Episcopal ordination,
The canonua of the Church ingist upon it,
but D: Burns has shown conclusively
that even the Aunglican Episcopate did
not, in the beginning, msintain its abso-
lute necessity,

Oranmer wss undoubtedly of the
opinion tbat Episcopal ordination is not
eszential to the Church ministry ; and
the early Anglican B'shops were of the
same opinion, Bishop Jewel said :

“The Church is not among men by
rexson of any eccleesiastical or secular
authority or dignity, because many
princes and chiefest Bishops have for-
saken the faith,” Tae reply of Wit-
taker, the Ragius Professor of Divinity
at Cambridge, i3 also quoted by Dr.
Burps, Cardinal Bellarmine saffirmed
that to be apostolical ¢ which is esteemed
a8 such in those Churches wherein there
is an unbroken apostolical succostion of
Bishop from the Apostles.”?

Whittaker answered :

‘' Toough we should concede tha suc-
ceseion ot that Caurch to bave been un-
broken and entire, yet that succession
would be a matter ot no weight, because
wa regard not the external succession of
places and persons, but the internal one
of faith and doctrine,”

It is clear that if the Church of England
were eure of the poesession of Apostolical
saccesslon, her Blshops and prominent
divines would not estimate it so lightly ;
but Archbishop Whately sete forth more
clesrly yet the theory on which she is
compelied to take her etand, He says:

“The Church of Eagland rests the
claime of minfsters ot on eome supposed
sacramextal virtue transmitted from hand
to band ia usbroken eucceselon feom the
Apostles in a chain of which, if apy one
link be even doubtful, a distreestug uu-
certaloty s thrown on all Caristian ordia-
ances and Church privileges forever, but
on the fact of thees minfsters belng the
r?gulnly appolnted «flisers of & reyuine
Caristisn community ”
