taries of the north and south branches .of the
Saskatohewan River, A parrow belt of timber
clothed the banks of these streams, which are
casily forded Hay and grass are found in abun-
dance ; large herds of buffalo roam over the rich
and fertile prairies ; in fact, nothing is wanting
in these regions to attract the settler. The
Rocky Mountains are generally considered to
‘orm an almost impassable obstacle to the travel
icr, but wo believe passes can easily be found
which may be adapled through the medium of a
litle engineering skill, to the purpose either of
a railroad or a good Roman waggon road. Oune
party of men that we know of informed us they
weie only twelve days crossing from the eastern
side of the chain to Fort Colviile.

convoked to revise the communal law, and a
synod would, he said, be the means of ccming to
an understanding on the ecclesastical question.
But how will this synod be convcked ?  Will it
have for bases the old division of the represen.
tation of the religious communities, or that es.
tablished by the patent in question ? This the
difficulty. A large meeting will take place to
day at Pesth to hear the report of the two barons,
and to come to a decision. The Government
bas proposed to compose the tynod of delegates
of the Seniorats, who have not been at ail af
fected by the new patent. Such a composition
would not be without precedent in the history ot
Hungary. By this mmddle course hopes are en-
tertained that the national traditions may be
reconciled with the provisions of the patent of
the 1st of Sep'ember.”
