ARABIIN PRISON.

How the Egyptian Leader Spends
his time in Confinement.

A Cairo correspondent sends the fol-
lowing: “What is to be done with
Arabi?" is the question in every one's
mouth. Whether he is to be hanged or
set free is the basis upon which many
betting books are made up—even bet-
ting that he will be hanged, two to one
that he will be set frce. Whatever is
done should be done at once. Curious-
ly enough it was the Egyptian Ministers
who first suggested that Arabi should
have the benefit of an English barrister
for his defence. . When it became known,
however, that Mr. Wilfrid Blunt had
sent out a barrister and a solicitor for
that purpose, the Egyptian Ministers
changed their minds and took the ground
that “in view of the present disturbed
state of public feeling it was imperative
that Arabi's fate should be decided with-
out delay, and objections which would
be involvéd by the presenceof English
barristers, and which would be incom-
prehensible to the great body of the
peopla,” 4
