BURYING THE OLD FLAG.

Mr. Glenn- hands us the following 
very interesting sketch, now historic, 
which is worthy of special recall in 
view of the serious events now tak­
ing place in South African Empire : —

During the first week of August of 
1881, immediately after Mr. Glad­
stone’s ignoble treaty and our unfor­
tunate defeat at Majuba, the follow­
ing ceremony took place at Pretoria.

It was not an act of throwing off 
allegiance, nor was it an outbreak of 
indignation it was simply an act that 
none but, Englishmen could have par- 
ticipated in with credit to themselves 
and honor to the insignia of their 
country’s greatness. By arrangement, 
the English residents in the Trans- 
vaal capital and their friends met in 
the Market Square of Pretoria for the 
purpose of solemnly interring the flag 
of their country, which had just been 
hauled down from the buildings. The 
pro ession was most orderly and rever- 
ential. It formed up and, starting 
from the European Hotel at 3 p. m., 
wended its way to the burial site, 
close to the Government House.

In front of the procession was & 
vehicle draped in black drawn by t wo 
horses clotbed in sable. Inside the 
carriage was a raised platform, on 
which a coffin rested containing the 
flag, which was placed in position in 
the deepest silence, all heads uncover- 
ed. Then, marching two abreast, the 
procession proceeded to the place of. 
sepulchre. There were 250 white peo- 
pie and 250 Kaffirs with their chiefs 
in the sad retinue. Arrived at the 
grave, which had been duly prepared, 
the coffin was lowered into its place- 
nut, we rejoice to think, its last rest­
ing place—and the grave being closed 
up, the ceremony was concluded with 
every manifestation of decorum, re­
gard and solemnity, the spectators 
numbering over 600.•

This instance would be largely de­
prived of its present significance were 
I to pass it over without giving the 
following inscription, from the lid of 
that coffin. It ran as follows-

In Loving Memory
Of the British Flag in the Transvaal, 

Who Departed This Life
On the 2nd of August, 1881, 

In Her Fifth Year.
“In other dunes none knew thee but 

to love thee." /
"Resurgam."

Yes, gentlemen, it "shall rise again” 
for we have it from Mr. Chamberlain, 
in bis place ml the house. ‘So far as 
in us lies there will be no second Ma- 
juba. Never again with our consent, 
if we have the, power, shall the Basra 
be able to erect in the heart of South 
Africa a citadel to endanger the su­
premacy of Great Britain. Never 
again shall they be able to treat an 
Englishman as if he belonged to the 

inferior race or his dark brother as if 
he belonged to an inferior creation.”

Do not the words find an echo in ev­
ery patriotic breast, and will they not 
pulsate to the remotest corner of our
