MURDERER CONFESSES HIS GUILT.

Hantsport, N. 8., Nov. 2.—Ob Sat
day evening in this town the penalty 
of death wae visited upon Percy Uor- 
kum, a 15-year-old youth, for the 
simple offence of throwing a turnip at 
the fence near the residence of True­
man Trefy, who admits having taken 
deliberate aim at the boy and with a 
muzzle-loading gun filled to Its fullest 
-capacity, shot the boy dead. After the 
shooting Trefy made a statement that 
he had loaded the gun himself and 
had awaited the appearance of three 
boys who had previously passed the 
house, one of whom had thrown a tur­
nip which had struck the window sill. 
These boys were Percy Oorkum, Har­
wood Z wicker and Harry Kelly. Trefy 
did not have to wait long for the boys. 
When he noticed them returning he 
crouched behind hie fence and almost

THE AYLESWORTH BANQUET.

The Canadian Commissioner on 
Alaska Tribunal Says That

Alveretone Sijdedj [With 
Canada at First

But Changed His Mlnd.and Favored 
the Americans.

Toronto, Nov. 2—A banquet tender­
ed to A. B. Aylesworth, K. C., one of 
the Alaska commissioners, by the 
Canadian Club at the King Edward to­
night, was a splendid tribute to his 
sturdy Canadianism.

Mr. Aylesworth’s speech, which last­
ed over an hour, was a very careful re­
view of tb6 decision arrived at by the 
tribunal along lines laid down by him­
self and Sir Jouis Jatte in dissenting 
judgment, rbut be evidently spoke 
throughout under Considerable 
strain t.

The whole address was apparen 
calculated to soothe some of the feel- 
ingapf resentment which has arisen.

He repeated, however, that the 
three British commissioners had first 
agreed with the Canadian contention 
with regard to the four islands in 
Portland Canal was unanswerable and 
that the Canadian commissioners did 
not know until Saturday before the 
decision was given that their colleague 
had changed his mind. In giving two 
of those islands to the United States 
the commissioners divided property in 
dispute instead of acting judicially.

In this connection he neld Vancou­
ver’s narrative meant that Ml four 
islands should belong to either one of 
the parties. He paid a high tribute to 
the ability of Sir Louis Jette and to the
loyalty of the people of Canada,

In dosing Mr. Aylesworth saia ne 
had heard during the past few weeks 
from more than one quarter that noth­
ing of controversial character should 
appear in their pronouncement and 
that after the tribunal had spoken 
officially nothing more should follow. 
He could only answer by saying that 
from first to last he felt be had a duty 
to the people of Canada first. "We in 
Canada have been fighting the battles 
of Great Britain in the northwestern 
part of the British empire for years and 
if that feeling could have been more 
appreciated in all parte of the empire 
the meeting of the Canadian Club to 
night might have been of a d fferent

The Pretences Pat Forward by China for

London, Nov. 3—lu à despatch from 
Pekin, the correspondent there of the 
Times, says he doubts the reports of a 
large Chinese army in the vicinity of 
Mukden, because the principal griev­
ance of the Tartar general has been 
that Russia restricted him to 7000 
troops for the entire province.

Nobody in Pekin believes, the cor­
respondent continues, that China will 
make any further resistance than a 
verbal protest.

Trefy then repaired to tbe 
magistrate and surrendered himself, 
The magistrate told Trefy to go home, 
hut later a warrant was sworn out and 
Trefy was arrested.
