THE TREATY OF PEACE.

PRESIDENT MCKINLEY'S MESSAGE AND THE 
LETTER OK THE SECRETARY OF STATE.

Washington, Jan. 6.—The following 
the president's message and the letter 

of the secretary of state transmitting to 
the senate the treaty ol peace concluded 
at Paris between the United States aud 
Spain:—
To the Senate of the United States :

I transmit herewith, with a view to its 
ratification, a treaty of peace between the 
United States and Spain, signed at the 
city of Paris on Dec. 10, 1898, together 
with the protocols aid papers accompany­
ing the report of the secretary of state.

(Sigoed) Wm. McKinley. 
Executive Mansion, Washington, Jan. 

4, 1899.
To the President :

The undersigned, secretary of State, has 
the honor to lay before the president, 
with a view to bit submission to the 
senate if deemed proper, a treaty of peace 
concluded at Pans on December 10, 1898 
between the United States and Spain.

Accompanying the treaty are the proto­
cols of the couference of the peace com­
mission at Paris, together with copies of 
statements made before the United States 
commissioners, and other papers indicated 
in the enclosed list.

Accompanying the treaty, the lull text 
of which has already been published, is a 
great mass of correspondence, making a 
printed volume of 676 pages. This in­
cludes, among other things, all of the 
credentials of the American commission­
ers to Paris and the protocols, which are 
he records of the proceedings of the com­

missioners that led us to the final treaty 
of peace, embodying necessarily all of the 
propositions end counter propositions of 
the past printed in both languages, Eng­
lish and Spanish. From an inspection 
of these it appears that the press reports 
from Paris during the proceedings of the 
commission, set these out with a remark­
able degree of accuracy, considering the 
secrecy which was supposed to cover the 
proceedings.

There was also included all the corres­
pondence that passed between the French 
embassy here and the department of state 
which led us up to the signatures of the 
protocol, but the interesting feature, 
namely, the effort of the Spanish minister 
of foreign affairs to withdraw the sover­
eignty of the Philippines from the 
question, has a'revdy been pub lished un­
officially.

Included in this correspondence is a 
letter from Mr. Thiebault, the French 
charde, protesting against the continuance

of the insurgents iu the Philippines, 
which he assumed were with the know- 
ledge and consent of the American com­
manders, and suggesting that the Spanish 
troops captured at Manila, be allowed to 
fight the Filipinos. To this Mr. Moore, 
acting secretary, replied ou September 6, 
that upon investigation he had found that 
most of the statements were groundless.

There was a sort of a suggestion from 
•he French charge to the effect that the 
families of the Spanish officers who were 
captured at Guam were suffering.

There is included all of the correspond­
ence that passed between the depart­
ment of state and the U. S. consuls at 
Manila, Hong Kong and Singapore, rela­
tive to the Philippines. Consul Wil­
liams at Manila, before the actual out. 
break of war, reported a series of most 
horrible outrages by the Spaniards upon 
the Filipinos, lie declared that 6 per 
cent of the latter were loyal to Spain. 
He complained of being surrounded by 
spies evciywhere, saying that even hie 
consular office was not safe from them.

Consul Wildman, at Hong Kong, on 
Nov. 3 telegraphed that General 
Agoncilo waa coming to Washington. 
He said : ‘ He has the power to make 
treaties with foreign governments, and 
has proposed an offensive and defensive 
alliance with the United States.’

Agoncillo asked for arms to aid the 
rebellion. Acting Secretary Grid 1er, 
December 16 replied, telling Wildman 
to advise Agoncillo thst the United 
States would not negotiate a treaty and 
it waa impossible to forward arms : 1 Yon 
should not enoourage any tendency on 
the part of Agoncillo to communicate 
with the department.

Along letter ot the date of July 18, 
from Consul Wildman, defended Agon- 
cillo as a man who had been systemati­
cally blackened ; said he, • According to 
hie own statement lie has been ap­
proached Ly Spain and Germany, and 
has tempting offers from the Catholic 
church.'

April 28 Consul Pratt telegraphed from 
Singapore : ‘AguinalUo gone ; niy in 
stance ; Hong Kong ; arrange with Dewey 
co-operation insurgents, Manila.’

J une 20 Secretary Day telegraphed, 
among other thing, * Avoid any nego­
tiations with Philippine insurgents.’

Pratt replied that he had no intentions 
of negotiating. He said : * Lett that to 
Dewey, who desires Aguioaldo to 
come.

108 YEARS OF AGE.

Death of Michael Carroll of Buc- 
touchb.

A Bnctouche correspondent writes : 
This place regrets the death of one of its 
oldest and most respected residents, Mr. 
Michael Carroll, who passed quietly 
away at his home here, Thursday, Dec. 
22nd, at the ripe age of 108 years. Mr. 
Carroll was a native of Armagh County, 
Ireland, and came out to St. John, N. B. 
in 1820, whence he afterwards came to 
Buctouche and purchased a term, where 
he resided until hie death. He retained 
both his physical strength and mental 
faculties wonderfully until the last. 
Deceased leaves one son and three 
daughters to mourn iheir sad loss.

1 had begun to feel like a veteran at 
moose hunting long before it fell to 
my lot to Shoot one. Like all, or marly 
all, hunte'S it had been the dream of my 
life to slay one of these majestic denizens 
cf the northern forest, and I hunted per­
sistently for several seasons in the uiooee 
sections of Maine, had spent many eol.i 
and tedious nights on lake and river, and 
tramped over many bogs and snow-clad 
ridges, but never had I seen a bull moose 
with a good set of antlers until this fall.

Iu order to test some of the stories we 
had heard about moose iu New Brunswick 
and incidentally to see what the couuliy 
was like, my friend, Mr. Blickeuedesfer 
and myself planned a trip of three to six 
weeks into the country 1 through which 
flows the Southwest Miramichi.

Iu our party we had a local guide and 
cook, and Louis Bernard, a well kuuwn 
Indian guide and Moose caller from 
Maine. Our N.-w Bruuswick guide. 
(William Griffin) is

and knew every iueb ot thegrouud where 
we hunted, heving beeu a lumber cruiser 
in that section.

We left the Queen Hotel at Fredericton 
on Sept. 6 aud preceded via I he Canada 
Eastern Railway to Cross Creek, and I,hen 
by waggon to the village of Stanley, 
where landlord Turnbull made us com­
fortable for the night. The next day we 
loaded a stout waggon with our provisions 
ana our canoe and etarted iuto the woods. 

The wind blew the first night in camp, 
1 turned iu about 10 o’clock with iu- 

sa-uctioua to my guide to awaken me at 
2 o clock aud be prepared to go calling.
I awoke at 6 o’clock to Hod that Billy had 
overslept. Il was nearly daylight. Wo 
hurried to the lake aud were soon pad- 
dling noiselessly down towards the ouilet. 
We had nut gone more than a quarter of 
a mile when Bill caught a glimpse of a 
large bull, which had stood so screened 
from our view behind a small fii iree 
that we could not see Inm except by fork­
ing backward after we had passed the 
point where he stood. Bill declares that 
this moose was souud asleep when he first 
saw him. Bill reached forward and 
touched me with the paddle, and in so 
doing he started the moose aud hi was 
out ol eight belore I could look back. 
We went on down to the outlet (about a 
mile and a half) aud then back to the 
north side of the lake. We were aDout 
half a mile from the outlet when I hsard 
a faint splash in the water, and looking 
backward taw a magnificent bull moose 
coming into the water on the opposite 
si'le of the lake. Bill ewuug the ciiuoe 
around so that we faced him. It was

NEW BRUNSWICK MOOSE.

THl MEMORABLE HUNT OF TWO DISTIN 
GUI8HSD AMERICAN HUNTERS'

Durtig the early pan of September 
last two gentlemen arrived here on the 
Boston train and registered at the Queen 
Hotel as N. C. Downs and J. Blickene- 
derfer, of Stanford, Conn. It was soon 
learned that the first named gentleman 
was a Judge in the City Court, and that 
the latter was the invenfor of .he type 
writer of that name. After getting din­
ner, they made known their business 
here—they were sfler moose. They said 
they had heard much about New Bruns­
wick as a big game country, and thought 
that they Would try their luck at moo-e.

Now a moose hunt on the Miramichi 
cannot usually be at ranged for in an hour 
or two. Good guides cannot be found a' 
every country hamlet ; large quantities of 
provisions have to be transported to the 
woods, and all the hundred and one de­
tails for spending two or three weeks in 
the depths of the forest have to be pro. 
Tided tor. But Hou. Mr. Downs and his 
friend evidently thought that guides aud 
provisions and traneportiou facilities and 
et cetera were stacked up any where in 
New Brunswick, aud just wailing for I bi- 
sportsmen to come along. However, Mr 
J. A. Edwards took them in hand, and 
soon had the experienced and invaluable 
assistance of Mr. W. Chestnut, iu arrang­
ing for a hunting trip for the distinguish 
ed visitors. The afternoon following 
their arrival here they left on the Canada 
Eastern train for the Miramichi hunting 
grounds. They were back in Fredericton 
in a few days

EACH HAVING SHOT A MOOSE 
and Mr. Blickensderfer having also 
black bear pelt.

Judge Downs bas written a racy de­
scription of his trip and experiences to 

" ‘ a leading sporta

He was fully three hundred yards awsy 
auri there was no covet under which we 
could approach him, so we waited m the 
hope that he would come nearer. But 
fiually we started back reward the shore. 
While waiting I hud adjusted the sight on 
the tang for three hundred yards. As 
soon us he had turned so as to give mu a 
fair shut at hit shoulder I fired. He 
paused a moment aud seemed about to 
fall, but he did not, and ao I firei two 
more shots. At the second shot he wheel- 
ed sharply and at the third shot he fell. 
He did not get on his teet again, but 
floundered out into water deep euough lo 
float him. He was dead wnen we resch- 
ed the spot, and the surface of the lake 
for yards around was red with blood, 
W ith great difficulty we towed him to 
the shore. 1 looked at my watch and 
found that we had been gone from 
camp only about an hour.

We saw six moose that day, one being 
i cow of gigantic proportion. Bill aud 
Louis estimated her weight at 1,400 
pounds, and agreed that she was much 
larger than auy moose tiny had ever be­
fore seen. This was on Friday. On 
Sunday Mr. Blickeusderf-r killed a year­
ling bear aud on Monday he killed h 
moose, a fine specim-n with eighteen 
points and a spread of 63 inches.

We only saw three deer track.- i i ut 
one small deer. The total nnuilrei of 
moose seen was eleven—four bull-, two 
cilvee and five cows Tne bull mv 
friend sn«t had some cf the velvet .till 
clinging to his antlers. One dry, when 
no one happened tu be on hand, a good 
sized mouse passing near our camp ->p 
ped on a bar ol soup and (1 turned ft o it 
so as to leave the best possible imprint ol 
the hoof.

We received fiooi Mr. Edward-, of the 
Queen Hotel, and from William T. 
Chestnut, who has a Imge bald ware anl 
sporting go-ids store at FredeilCton, much 
attention of the kind that a sportsman in 
strange country knows bow to appreciate. 
Wc also found ihe Cusioni" officials aud 
the officers of the Clown Laud offices, 
where we obtained our licences, very 
Considerate and obliging.

We did not have the pleasure of meet- 
tag the well-known spoilsman aud writer, 
Frank Rieteen, as he was away on both 
days we were in Fredericton, Not did 
we see the famous Braithwaite (locally 
called Barhite), whose fame us a guide 
aud moose caller his far outrun the bur- 
ders of the piovtuce, but we were well 
satisfied with our trip, and will long en­
tertain the pleasant recollection of us in- 
cidents aud the many favors we received 
at the hands of the good people of Fred­
ericton and Stanley.
