On the ceoasion of the investiture
of the new Archbishop of Edinburgh
with the paliiaum, Bishop Chisholm,
Aberdeen, ascended the pulpit and
preached a discourse from the words
(Isaisa LI, 1): “Look nato me, all
you that follow that whioh is right;
and you that seek the Lord, look at
the rock whenoe you are hewn.”
The keynote of their song of jubi-
lee that day, he said, was'the inti-
mate sense of their obedience,
submission and loyalty to the See
df Peter, represented in this couatry
in the person of their newly=ap-
pointed Archbishcp. On all sides
at the present time they saw doubt
and _gnoertainty,  misbelief in'

a soarcely concealed denial of the
personality of God Himself. Only
in those churches which were in
communion with tne See of St.
Peter were there to be seen unity,
unanimity, peace and pontent. Io-
tellect had its right, no doubt, but
it bad also its duties. The duty of
intellect was to confine itself within
its own limits, to acknowledge that
G»d, who created it, had the right
to carb it as well. Man could no
more think as he pleased than he
could act as he pleased. Man's will
was curbed by the Ten Command-
ments; and He curbed the intellect
of man by the revelation of His di-
vine truth to men.
