Another Tercenfenary.

———

The Micmac Messenger now being
published in the interests of the In-
dians ia these provinces, has the ‘fol=
lowing annoc ncement this week :

“ The 24th of June, 1910 will recall
the most memorable event in the:his
tory of the Micmacs, as three hundred
years ago the first member of the tribe
received baptism at Port Royal, ‘now
Annapolis Royal, N S.
head was Grand Chief Meémberton—
in Micmac ‘Maopélio” or General
Leader. ~ This Sacrament was admin
istered by the Rev, Jesse Fleche, 2
French priest of the diocese' of Ling-
res;* 21 Indians were baptizad oo the
24th of Juoe, 1610, but during “the
same year the number of converts re-

Trib was Christian. ' And, to use
the words of the Dean of thiz'Canadi=
an Hierarchy, Bishopt Gameroa, ‘their
loyalty to the Catbolic Church:has
ever.continued to be simply beroic.”

It is known that the Micmacs be-
long to the large Algonguin family,
which occypied balf of North Amer-
ica, East of the Mississippi (Mesgig
Sipo. Grand River), which numbered
more than go,000 Indians. But“this
interesting Tribe was small about 4,-
ooo souls, which is their populatica to
the present day. All other tribes
are decaying and gradually dyiog
away, The Micmac Tribe only is as
flourishing as ever. They are scatter-
ed in more than 50 reservers all over
Eastern Oanada, to wit., in the Gaspe
Peninsula, New Bruoswick, Prince
Edward Island, Nova Scotia, Cape
Breton, and even in Newloundland.

But the chief settlement is that of
Resligouche, in the Province of Que-
bee, which comprises 139 families—
about 510 souls. Asthe Indians own
no land in Aonapolis now, where the
momentous event of their first Bap~
tism occurred, it was thought that
Restigoyche “would be a most fitting
place to commemorate it by the erec
tion of a suitable monument.

Moreover at Restigouche are sta-
ioned now the Capuchin Fathers,
who were sent to Port Royal by Riche
lieu in 1632, to evangel'ze the Indi-
ans to minister to the white sett'ers
and chieflyto-opea at the King's exe
pense, the first Oollege or Seminary
(as it was called) of New France.
They were to,:ggeive free of charge 3
white cbildren #ad as mar y Iodj igs as
would present themselyes, [t was so
prosperous that in 1643 we find 12
fathers stationed at Port Royal for
the work of the Qollege and missions
among the Indians, Unfortunately
wars brought that great undertaking
te anend in 1654. But the Micmacs
have always kept 2 vivid and quite
picturesque souyenir of both this mig-
sion and the previous ope given by the
Secular Priests and the Jesuit Fatbers,
This later they graphically called (he
‘Teaching of the Black Robes,’ and
the other tbe ‘Teaching of the Bare-
footed.” This expression (pecular to
the Micmacs) was an eonigma for
those of our day until the Capuchin
Fatbers-came. back among them in
1894.

Anotber attractive fea'ure of Resti=
gouche is the sanctuary of our ‘Grand
Mother’ Saint Ann, where she has
been honoured and yisj-ed by pious
pilgrams for neatly 250 years; those
Indians who called her poetically ‘the
Queen of all the Micmacs,’ will be
glad tosee in the monument to be
erected there a new glorification cf
the Grand Mother of Christ 'Sesos
egomirjel,’ and a new pledge of her
powerful protection,

The detailed programme of the sol
emn celebration to be bheld iu June
24th, 1910, will be published in due
time. But a list of subscriptious for
the monument is now opened. And
the magoifjcence thereof will depead
oo the generosity of our friends,

The analyses
included 225 samples’ fifteen from
each inspection district. Of the whole
180, or 8o per cent, were pronounced
genuine, that is no foreign substance
had been used to add to their bulk or
weight ; four were classified as doubt

ful and 41 or 18,22 per ceat.,, were
condemned asadulterated. It is not-
ed that the most general and worst
adulteration was in the province of
Quebec and the Toronto district, In
the Quebec-districts 23 out of 45 sam

ples were adulterated, 10 of the 23 be-
ing found in the district of St. Hyac-
inthe, a record only equalled in Toroa-
to, where 11 out of 16 weré adulterat.
ed. Usually the adulterant was alum
occasionally- starch being used.  The
ariicle sold in the other districts was,
with here aad there an exception,
found to bé whatit was represented (o
be by the labels. In 1905 only 72 per
cent, of the cream of tarter sold was
found to be genuine. There bas in
the four years been an appearent ad
vance of 8 per ceat. There is ‘room
fors further improvement judgiog by
what the "bulletin shows.—Montreal
Gazette.
