The details of what is alleged to be 
« most cokl-btopded attempt to mur­
der a fellow homesteader at Provid­
ence, about 26 miles north of Vegre- 
ville, were brought out in the prelim­
inary hearing of Victor Berthet before 
Inspector Worsley at the R.N.W.M.P.

The accused Berthet is a French­
man who came from the old- country 
about a year ago- and took up a home­
stead in the Paddle Lake district. He- 
is a man about 38 years of age, 5 feet 
10 inches in height, with a full face,' 
black moustache and a head of grey; 
hair closely dipped and bushy.

Herminijelde Joly appeared in court 
yesterday with bullet wound marks on 
the back oi his neck and shoulder, i 
where it was evident that a shot had 
struck him. He is a man about 5 feet 
8 inches with sharp features and black 
moustache.

He still shows the effects of his 
rough experience of several weeks ago.: 
and liis attenuated appearance shows 
that the loss .of blood from his 
Wounds, his exposure and lack of food 
gave him a narrow escape from death.

The case for the crown was con­
ducted by W. A. D. Lees, of Fort Sas­
katchewan, while E. E. Delevault, as­
sisted by C. A. Grant, appeared for 
the prisoner. Alter hearing the evi­
dence of joly and Dr. Chailebois, of 
St. Paul de Metis, Berchet was com­
mitted ior trial.

The evidence taken was as follows ;
The Evidence ef Joly.

Herminijelde Joly, being sworn, said 
“On the 16th of July I lived on my 
homestead at Providence, Alta. On 
that day I cooked my food and Mr. 
Berthet came to my house about Iff 
n.m. He lives about a mile from me.
I was going out to plow and I took 
him to my house, and then I said, 
"Take a walk and come back and have 
grub.’ I took my gun and said I 
could shoot ducks if I saw them. The 
accused had a double barrelled gun, 
No. 16. We went about a mile and 
found a big lake. Mr. Berthet said 
there were a tew ducks in it. We 

" fiÜitry and Shoot, and.l took t]

feet ftom Berthet ,«nd as I jpas kneel­
ing in the grass and was getting ready 
to shoot, I was dhot in the. back and 
neck and bock of the head. Mr. Ber­
thet shot me as we were alone. I got 
up and said: ‘You made a mistake 
apd have shot me.’ He said nothing.
1 fell down, and got up again, and I 
said: "Help me home end get water 
and wash me.’ He said : ‘Come into 
the bush here.' He said he would go 
home and get blankets and i said: 
No.’ I said : ‘I think I am going to 

die; I want to write home.’ I walked 
some distance and we found some 
water. I fell on the ground near the 
water. 1“ told him to wash me. He 
did so. Then he shot me again when 
I was on Hie ground. The second shot 
struck me bn the ear and head. I 
said : ‘You want to kill me.' He said : 
’No.’ He put his hand in my pocket. 
There was $50.75 in my pocket. This 
was taken from-me. I felt his hand 
in both my pockets., I don’t know 
how long I stayed there. I woke up 
and saw no one. I got home myself.
I came to Lessard's place about three 
miles away, and they took me down 
the river to Brosseau and Dr. Cliarle- 
bois come from St. Paul Be Metis, and 
took me to the hospital. I could see 
at the shack that someone had taken 
a book out of the trunk and left it on- 
the bed. When I got back from the 
hospital I found my watch gone. The 
gun produced is the one he had that 
day. It is a 16-bore gun. The prison­
er sai t it was a sixteen bore gun.

On cross-examination Joly, said he 
fin* met Berthet in Vegreville in May 
last. He next met him at South Bend 
three or tour days after. Their honie- 
steads were about n mile apart. The 
tirât time prisoner came to witness' 
homestead was the time he wa#. shot.

An adjournment was then inade till 
six o’clock t hear the evittonce of the 
physh ian, who was to aeBvc by the 
C.N.B. train.

The Physician's Evidence.
Dr. J. Charlesbois, physician, said 

he wa i called nn Saturday night, June 
20th, to attt-nd Joly. He found him 
pretty weak with several shot in the 
shoulder, some in the ear and some 
on the buck of the utyk. He was burn­
ed on the.check and on the ear. Judg­
ing from the shot wounds on the neck 
the/sliot must haye come from the 
ba*k mid llie lift. From the wounds 
in'the back, there must have been 
two discharges of the gun. Hey did 
not eee anv marks of burning on the. 
hack of the neck, but tliere were, 
marks pi burning on the side of the 
ear. He extracted a number of shot* 
from the wounds, which he gave to 
Constable Hayter of the R.N.W.M.P. 
He brought Joly tb the hospital at 
Edmonton, where lie xvas given, treat­
ment.

On cross-examination he stated ,the 
weak condition in which lie found 
Joly was caused entirely by his 
wounds. Judging from his conversa­
tion, thought that Joly was perfectly 
sane .but at one time he was deliri­
ous. This w.as likely ctiflsed by weak­
ness and loss of blood. The bum on 
his cheek was caused by powder.

The Empress had a large number oi 
distinguished passengers on board, 
among them being the Earl of Ran- 
furly, the new governor-general if 
Australia, who will represent tha, 
country at the Tercentenary.

Mayor Ashdown, of Winnipeg, made 
a plea for having the railway com­
mission or a section of it sit in Win­
nipeg and objeetêd to being obliged 
to go to Ottawa to make arguments 
before the board as that was an ar­
rangement favorable to the railways.

Other resolutions adopted xxere for 
a uniform system of municipal ac­
counting and for the regulation of bill 
posting.
