FURTHER FRENCH PROGRESS.

PARIS, Oct. 27.

French troops made further pro-
gress last nmight in the Verdun region,
advancing west and south of the
fortress. of . Vaux, according to an
official announcement, and one hun-
dred Germans were made prisoners.
German artillery, the statement adds,
is violently bombarding Chenois wood
and fort Donaumont, which were
captured by- the’ French in  their
surprise a.t.t:lck Tuesday night. In the
region of the Somme last night the
French artillery destroyed a_ German
munition depot near Ablaincourt.

UNDERSTANDING REACHED.

ATHENS, Oct. 27.

WASHINGTON, Oct. 27.

The sinking of the British steamer
Hantsfall by a submarine and the
burning of the Norwegian steamer
Severa is added_ to the list of maritime
disasters in the war zone by to-day’s
Lloyds report forwarded to the State
Department from London.

Llyods Shipping Agency amnounces
that the steamer Roanmore has been
sunk. The Roanmore was 10,320 tons
gross register, built in Glasgow in
1900, for the Johnson line, for Guif
and South Atlantic cotton carrying,
having a capacity for 24,000 bales of
cotton. She was last reported having
cleared from Batilmore for Liverpool
on Oct. 13.

HEAVY RAIN,

LONDON, Oct. 27 (Official.).

Heavy rain continued during the
day. Hostile artillery and trench mor-
tars were active between LaBassee
and Hulluch and the neighborhood of
Beaumont and Hemel. We bombard-
e¢d the enemy’s trenches south of Ar-
mentieres. Yesterday enemy aerc-
planes showed unusual activity. Aeri-
al engagements took place between a
large number of machines of both
sides. It is reported five machines
fell, two of them ours. On another
eccasion one of our pilots encounter-
ing a formation of ten hostile ma-
chines, attacked them singel-handed,
and dispersed them far behind their
own lines.

AEROPLANES ARRIVE AT ROUMA-
NIA.

LONDON, Oect. 27.

"One hundred and twenty-eight
French aeroplanes have arrived at
Roumania for reconnaisance work,
says a despatch from Bucharest to the
Wireless Press. Four English aero-
planes arrived at the Roumanian cap-
ilal yesterday from Imbros Island,
Gercian Archipelago, flying from the
Island of Imbros across the center of
Bulgaria to Bucharest in a straight
line. The English machines travelled
a distance of 300 miles.

A SWEDISH PROTEST.

BERLIN, Oct. 27.

The Swedish Government has in-
structed its Minister at Petrograd to
protest immediately against the Rus-
sian intention to place mines in Swed-
ish territorial waters, says the Over-
seas News Agency. The Minister was
instructed to announce that the Swed-
ish Government in due time will bring
forward all claims for damages caused
by such mines. This step resulted
from 2. order recently issued by the
Ruscian ~ Government for placing
mines in particular sections of the
Gulf of Bothnia.

NOTHING TO WORRY OVER.

ST. LOUIS, Oct. 27.

“There is not now and need not ever
be trouble between Japan and the
States worth' going to war over,”
Judge Albert H. Cary, Chairman of
the Board of Directors of the United
States Steel Corporation, declared to-
day at the semi-annual meeting. Judge
Cary, who has just returned from a
tour of the Orient, said: “Whenever
either Government decided to provide
additional warships, some one or other
country has been prompt in charging
that this meant preparations for war
between the two nations. I told Jap-
anese that the American people did
not want, and would stubbernly op-
pose war with Japan except in self-
defence. The controlling men of Ja-
pan, judging from statements made to
me, are also anxious for a continued
peace with the States. They realize
that the geographical location of the
iwo countries should make them prac-
tically allies, tl{ough acting independ-
ently.” ;

STRIKE IN PARIS.
PARIS, Oct. 27.

A strike of street car employees
which began in the suburbs of Paris
yesterday, is reported to be spreading
in the Central District. Up to the
present fthe strike has not resulted in
the stoppage of the service, but there
is. considerable diminution in the
number of cars running. The strike
is said to be due to the high prices ot
fcod and insufficient wages paid em-
ployees,’ especially women who receive
five francs daily.
