The crowds everywhere re- Soldlerc, sailors, civilians, even

men, were called on to clasp hands 
and keep the surging crowds back, 
but at the Victory Arch, and above 
that to Thirtieth Street, at the Public 
Library and for two or three blocks 
in the Seventies, the joy-crazed throng 
flowed over into New York’s Way of 
Triumph, so that at places the for­
mation was reduced to a column of 
squads, and just below Thirtieth 
Street to jingle file, sd little room 
was left tor the marching men.

There were deaths from, heart dis­
ease, caused hy the excitement, and 
falls from lofty perches. Women 
fainted in the crush, but did not fall, 
gte^tightly wedged throng holding up 
thèïr bodies. Gowns and coats were 
torn, hats of men and women alike 
trampled beyond recognition, and 
children hurt

Never In the history of the city has 
there been euch a crowd, and never 
in the history of the city has a crowd 
got so far beyond the control of the 
police. Dismounted policemen thrust 
and Jabbed without avail. Mounted 
men tried to use their well-trained 
horses; even automobiles were used 
to force back the crowd.

At least two persons lost their lives

and hundreds were injured, many of 
them seriously. One police captain 
died of heart failure as a result of 
the crush. Another death was that of 
Cornelius Saperstein, an bighteen-year 
old youth, who fell through a skylight 
while watching the parade from a 
roof of No. 435 Fifth Avenue, and was 
instantly killed.

The ‘Twopenny
Detective.”

Great difficulty has often been ex­
perienced by detectives, lawyers, 
clerks, and others In obtaining an un­
doubted specimen of a person’s (signa­
ture. In one case recourse had to he 
made to a marriage register; in an­
other the only signature procurable 
was on the fly-lëaf of a book which 
the suspect had presented to a rela­
tive, and only two or three years ago 
a testimonial to a eea captain was 
brought Into court, because among 
signatures to it was one for *whlch 
the police had long hunted In vain.

One of the most common resources 
tor overcoming this difficulty is em­
ploying the “twopenny detective’’—

that is, sending a registered letter to 
the person whose signature Is want­
ed. This Is frequently successful. 
Thinking the postal packet contains 
money or valuables, the addresse un­
suspectingly signs the receipt, only to 
discover that inside the envelope 
there is nothing but a “faked" let­
ter.

This trap once caught an anonym­
ous letter-writer—a woman—who, on 
being interrogated shortly before, had 
declared that she could not write, and 
whose friends believed her to be illit­
erate. It wae, in fact, mainly .instru­
mental In getting her six months’ Im­
prisonment. It should be carefully 
noted that the receipt for a register­
ed letter is not given etip to anybody, 
but can be obtained only in certain 
cases to further the ends of justice,

thrilling the House with stories of the 
woes Ireland had endured in bygone 
days did as much as his brilliant 
speeches to win sympathy for the 
Green Isle.

The Right Hon. Henry Fawcett, 
who gave us the parcel post and many 
other notable innovations whilst he 
was postmaster General, was quite 
.Mind from soon after coming of age, 
yet he learned to skate, to hunt, to 
fish Just as if he had the use of his 
eyes! He was elected to Parlia­
ment, rose rapidly till he became a 
Minister, and used much to delight 
the Honee (ever ready for a Joke!) 
by saying, Arhen he had to reply to 
some persistent M.P.: “I see the 
honorable member Is In his place as 
usual»" etc.
