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The llsilion Reform Demon­
stration.

Wednesday the 8th was a great 
day among the Reformers of lialton. 
The arrangements for the pic-mo, 
which^came oil on that day, had been 
imprggreas for some time. It was a 
sort of £a àholiday throughout the 
county, and the weather being very 
favorable, there was a splendid turn 
out—about 3,000 persons being on 
the ground, half of whom were 
ladies. Martin’s Grove near Milton 
was the scene of the festivities. The 
trees formed a most refreshing shade, 
and the efleet of the sylvan scene 
was greatly heightened by the many 
mottoes whic-i were fastened to their 
trunks.

The chair was occupied' by Mr. 
John White, late member for the 
county, and among the public men 
present were Hon. O. Mowat, Hon 
A. McKellar, Messrs. J. Ryxnal, M.P., 
R. Smith, M.P., D. B. Chisholm, M P., 
W. Barber, M.P.P., K. Chisholyi, 
M.P.P., Dr. Robertson, Mayor of 
Milton, W. D. Lyon, Warden of the 
Côunty, «fcc., «fcc. An excellent band 
was in attendance. Among the 
curiosities on the ground wasMr. 
McKellar’s celebrated “ canoej couch 
damask,” which has furnished a text 
so often to the distinguished quar­
tette who form the Opposition in the 
Legislature of Ontario. It was a 
somewhat faded piece of furniture, 
and did not bear on its face any 
evidence of the extremely luxurious* 
tastes attributed to the Minister of 
Agriculture.

After the chairman had opened
...the, proceedings by a speech. Mr.

Barber, M.P.P. for the County, ad­
dressed the assemblage, and con­
trasted the present day, when it was 
easy to be a Reformer, with the time 
when it was dangerous for such to 
meet together. He referred in 
terms of praise to the more impor­
tant acts which the present Local 
Government had carried, to its libe­
rality in aid.iig railway enterprise, 
and to the encourament' it gave to 
all schemes for bringing immigrants 
to the country. He was followed by 
Mr. D. B. Chisholm, M.P. for the 
County. He said he wished to meet 
all his constituents on a common 
platform, and show them that tie 
desired to treat all alike and do all 
m his i>ower for the County which 
he .represented. He heartily en­
dorsed Mr. Barber’s encomiums on 
the Premier of Ontario, who was not 
only an able lawyer and a wise and 
upright judge, but was emphatically 
a good man. Referring to the recent 
session of the Dominion Parliament, 
he denied the truth of tho statement 
that but little had been done during 
that session. They had had to dis­
pose of the case of Riel,and did it, he 
thought, satisfactorily to the whole 
country, tie expressed strong ap­
proval of the Election Bill which had 
been passed, and briefly referred to 
the Canadian Pacific Railway mea­
sure. He was anxious to do what he 
could for them all—Reformers or 
Tories. He claimed to be an inde­
pendent member.. He had promised 
to give Mr. Mackenzie's Government 
a fair and generous support, and he 
would continue to give them a fair 
and generous support 90 long as they 
had his confidence. He might sacri­
fice his constituency , but lie would 
never sacrifice Ins consistency. He 
urged them to drop political asperi­
ties and party bickerings, to join in 
support of any good Government to 
secure the reforms which had al­
ready been obtained, and to bring 
about those still necessary.

Hon. Mr. Mowat then spoke at 
erne length on the progress of the 

country, and the various measures 
which had been passed by the Gov. 
ernmeni. He was followed by Mr. 
Crerai and Mr. McKellar, the latter 
whom rejoiced at meeting Mr. Chis­
holm on the same platform. He re­
joiced at the circumstances, for there 
was a book whichsaid that there was 
greater rejoicing oyer one—he should 
not say what—than over ninety'and 
nine other persons.. He therefore 
rejoiced to find Mr. Chisholm there 
with them, but he was afraid his con­
version was not yet complete. He 
hoped it would be complete before 
they met again, and that they would j 
hear no. more about these “ indepen- j 
dent members.”

The chief business in camp yesterday 
forenoon was making np the rolls pre­
paratory to the payment of the men by 
Paymaster Leys. In the afternoon the 
Brigade was ont for drill, and had a 
good afternoon’s work in going through 
a number of evolutions, which were per­
formed in good style.

Instantly K’lled by Lightning.
A YOU NO LAD AND TWO. HORSES KILLED 

NEAR CARLISLE.
From the Hamilton Times.)

On Tuesday afternoon about six 
o'clock, a very sad affair took place on 
Mr. Joseph Beatty’s farm, lot 7, con. 10, 
East Flamboro’, near Carlisle* whereby 
a young lad was instantly killed.* His 
name was James Douse, the eldest son 
of Mr. James Douse,-moulder, living on 
Barton street, near Locke, in town. The 
boy, who was aged 12, but a fine, tall 
and intelligent lad, was employed during 
the Winter past oil Mr. J os. O’Donnell’s 
place, and we believe was up to the 
time of' his death ; but had yesterday 
gone over to Mr. Beatty’s stables—just 
opposite—where lie was at work about 
the horses. The first fall of rain and 
violence of the tempest had gone by, when 
he and a lad named Kearns took several 
of the horses to turn them ont to pasture. 
Douse was leading two, and had just 
stepped with them from the door, when 
the place was instantly lighted up with 
the lurid glare of a scorching hot flash 
of zig-zag lightning which gave the earth 
a blow making it shake and stagger 
again, while the atmosphere as suddenly 
became heavy and dark with. stifling 
smoke, sulphurous gases and a burning 
and fearfully offensive smell. The bolt 
is described as one of terrific fury, and 
the crashing, smashing roar of heaven’s 
artillery that followed it, ren 1 the 
scene a terrible one. Mr. 1 and 
several others were in the ban ar the 
stables, and at once rushed to v spot, 
where, as soon as the air clearc away, 
were found lyitig stone dead, tuo poor 
lad Douse and the horses. It was seen 
at a glance that he was beyond all assist­
ance, and search was make for Kearns, 
who was found lying stunned a short/ 

1 distance off. He was brought to, but 
suffered violently from the shock he re­
ceived. Douse’s corpse was removed to 
shelter at once. The clothing of the boy 
had been ripped to shreds and blown all 
round the place where he fell. The 
corpse presented every appearance of the 
fury of the thunderbolt, which seems to 
have struck him on the left shoulder and 
breast, (scorching the chin and neck in 
passing), and then to have seared and 
scathed the surface of the body in all 
directions. The skin was frightfully dis­
figured and cut in spots, seams and scars, 
and covered with lyown stained burns. 
The legs and portions of tho limbs were 
spattered all over with spots about the 
size of ten cent pieces, yellowish in color, 
and as if made tiy drops of liquid fire, 
the heat of which must have been of the 
utmost intensity. The corpse,, saving 
the face, was rigid, distorted and swol­
len, rendering a pitiful object the poor 
lad the merciless bolt had spent its force 
upon. The face was natural and of most 
peaceful expression, the features not in­
dicating the slightest pain, alarm or 
other feeling.

Fancy the Eastons, with seven 
professional players in their team, ahd 
with thousands of dollars in pools in­
vested to play two games in succession l 
So nothing remained but to stay over 
and play to-day. VV ell, the Association 
with an eye to business, called the game 
for 2 p.m. to-day, and advertised an 
amateur Championship match (outside 
of tournament) between the Nassaus 
and Chelseas for 10 a.m. That put our 
President on his ear, as that meant Tor 
us to lose Cobourg muJfcch ; Kingston be­
ing already lost. Sleeman went for Fow­
ler and the rest of those fellows lively 
and told them we should start without 
playing the match, and if they would not 
pay us second money, which we had 
won, we would go without that. That 
settled it, and wo got the time of games 
reversed. Pools sold mostly at $10 to $4 
on Eastons against the field, and last 
night on the  ̂deciding game, pools sold at 
$5 to $3 in favor of Eeistons. Yes, sir,
