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Accused Minister Denies Giving
$8,000 to Frank Sullivan as a
{ Bribe to Mr. Gamey.

TELLS OF GAMEY'S VISITS.

Witness Reviews the Conversations Rela-
tive to Patromage and the Withdrawal
of the Manitoulin Protest—Was Not
Burprised When Goveroment Clerk
Frank Sulllvan Warned Him That
Gamey Was Net to Be Relled Upon te
Suppert the

Gevernment — Blake’s
Cross-Examination.

Toronto, May 5.—At the opening
of the forth week of the Royal Com-
mission yesterday morning  Mr,
Johnston asked that John Galbraith
and John Hillier be called. They are
witnesscs who have several times
been absent when wanted, and as
they were again absent yesterday
morning the Chancellor directed that
warrants be issued to compel their
attendance.

A Minister Testifles.

The first, witness of the morning

was Rov. John Francis Guigon, Min-
ister of the Mennonite Direthren at
Long Bay, Manitoulin. Tle said that
after The Globe interview appeared
en January 29th, he saw Gamey at
h's home, and he said he would only
support Government in such mea-
sures as were for the good of the
constituency; that he was as good a
Conservative as ever, and that Globe
:inurvlew looked stronger in print
ithan he intended. To Mr. Ritchie he
isaid Gamey had denounced Govern-
ment policy very vigorously, and
‘that he made the strange remark af-
" ter Conservative nrecting at Gore Bay
that ‘“There will be something move
later on.”’

To Shake the Dry Benes.

Mr. Johnston put in a letter writ-
ten by Mr. Gamey, dated Feb. 16, to
the editor of The Manitoulin Exposi-
tor, after the publication of The
Globe interview, telling himm  that
he had not gone over to the Liberals
as completely as possible, that nei-
ther party properly represented the

Mr. W. J. Boland, barrister, testi-
fied to his many business transac-
tions with Mr. Stratton, which call-
ed them into close relationship. He
had a business interview with WMr.
Stratton on the 10th Sept. begin-
ning a little after 11 that morning,
and that he had not lost sight of
Mr. Stratton until after 1 o’clock.

To Mr. Ritchie he said the $3,000
cheque paid by the Ontario Bank on
Sept. 9 was on a bond transaction
of the Riviere Du Loup Pulp Co. of
which Mr, Stratton was president
and he a director, and that it was
paid to the Dominion Permanent
Loan Co.

Where Did the Meney Come Frem.

‘‘Can you enlighten us on the ques-
tion that is going round? Where did
the money come from?’’ suggested
Mr. Ritchie.

“I know nothing whatever about
it,”” said Mr. Boland. e added
that he knew nothing about a cam-
paign fund being got together before
the election.

MR. STRATTON'S EVIDENCE.

Though Last Election Was Close He D4
Not Regard It as a Crisis.

Hon. J. R. Stratton, sworn, testi-
fied, that, though the last election
was closcly contested, he did not re-
gard it as a crisis. In the previous
election the members were 46 Liber-
als, 45 Conservatives, 2 not heard
from, and 1 election not held. But
the Government was sustained. Fur-
ther, for three months after the last
election the Premier and Attorney-
Ceneral were in England, and other,
Ministers were away at intervals.
The matter of protests was left in
his hands. Some protests were with-
drawn, but he had nothing whatever
to do with the Manitoulin protest.
After the third meeting between the
parties, early in June, he determined
to have nothing more to do with the
protests, and left the matter in the
hands of Mr, Grant, acting for the
Liberal Association. The first he
knew of the Manitoulin protest was
from the papers, the end of June or
beginning of July. e knew noth-
ing about the Manitoulin protest un-
til he saw that it was transforred to
Toronto, which meant it was setgl-
ed. This was in October. During
all this time he had no consultation
with Mr. Grant about it. He never
employed Jones or the Sullivans, or
anyone else, to approach (Gamey. le
never employed those or any others
to approach Gamey in any manner.

His Knowlaedge of Mr. Gamey.

ITe had heard rumors that Mr. Ga-
mey was going te support the Gov-
ernment prior to the 9th Sept., when
the member for Manitoulin came to
sec him. That was absolutely all
the knowledge he had of Gamey then.
Ile did not know on or prior to that
date that Gamey was coming to see
kim. Of all the patronage referred
to, not one appointment recommend-
ed by Mr. Gamey was made by him,
and only two were made otherwise.
He said he met Capt. Sullivan once
at a hotel table in the "Soeo.” It
was casual, and he had not met him
He met Frank Sullivan in the

since.
same casual way. He kncew nothing
about I'rank Sullivan’s rclations

about the North Shore. The first he
heard  of Gamey was when Frank
Sullivan introduced him on Tuesday,
Sept. 9, a few minutes after 10 o'-
clock.

The Gamey Interview.

Neither was ever there before. Sul-
livan came first and said Gamey
wanted 1o see him. Sullivan then in-
troduced Gamey, They spoke a few
winutes in a general way about Man.

itoulin, the crops, the railway, the
condition of the people, etc. Gamey
said tha policy of the Government
was approved by the people, with
the exception that the administra-
tion of some of the officials was bad.
Gamey spoke about the Flesher ap-
pointment as J. P., and was referred
by him to the Attorney-General,
Gamey also said he would best serve
his constituents by supporting the
Government, and that his contest
was conducted so as to enable him
to do so. In reply to a question,
Gamey sald he had carefully consid-
ered the question, was sure the
people would back him. Gamey com-
plained of the administration of the
mining law, but approved of the
law as a whole. Gamey was in the
office perhaps half an hour,

Gamey asked about the protest,
and he replied the Government had
nothing to do with that, and re-
ferred Mr. Gamey to Aylesworth and
Mr. Grant, who had charge of the
protests. Mr. Gamey asked about
patronage, and he replied that if
Gamey supported the Government he
would get the same consideration as
any other Government supporter. Af-
terwards he spoke to Mr, Aylesworth
about the protest, and Mr. Ayles-
worth suggested it would be a good
idea to get Gamey to write a letter
of his intentions to support the Gov-
ernment.

Mr. Stratton then explained his
connection with the Sapphire Corun-
dum Company, about which he had
the interview with Mr. DBoland on
September 10th, and why he resign-

ed as director. Mr. Boland came
into his oflice shortly aiter 11
o'clock.

Letter Not His Own Idea.

While Mr. Boland was there Mr.
Avlesworth’s letter was dictated, as
! ed by Mr. Aylesworth, and
the substance was the pith of what
Gamoey said the day before. Up to
that time he had no knowledge of
the Manitoulin protest or the evi-
dence about it. The letter was not
his own idea, and was not addressed
to anyone. Mr. Boland was in the
oflice from ‘about 11 until 12.25,
when he (Stratton) drove to Os-
coode  TTall to see My, Ayvlesworth,
and when the court was over at 1
o'clock gave him the letter.

On September 10th Gamey was not
in Lis office or room. Neither was
Sullivan. The rext day he saw the
report of the Conservative caucas,
and that Gamey was present sup-
porting Mr. Whitney. He did not

e

worth’s office until Dctober 23. He
knew hefore breakfast that Gamey
was at this caucus, and was surpris-"
ed.

Ho did not rely on Gamey’'s sup-
port then or at any time. ‘'I never
had any confidence in Am,”* said
Mr. Stratton, emphatically. On the
morning of September 11th, he dis-
cussed the Nova Scotia Bastern
Railway with Mr. Boland. About
$6,000,000 was involved in the pro-
ject. Nearly all his colleagues, in
fact all, in the railway are Conserva-
tives. They left the office about 10
c'clock, and walked down to the
Trusts Company office. Nelther Ga~
mey nor Sullivan was in his office
together or alone prior to the 9th
September and neither was in his of-
fice on September 11th, never twice
consecutively in September, never
twico at all in September. Gamey
never saw him again until October
23rd. ‘' 'here was nothing to see him
abont. He then gave all the details
of his movements up to hali-past 2,
when he closed his office.

DENIES PAYING MONEY.

Question is Put Straight and Denled in
the Same Way.

Q.—Now, just let me put the mat-
ter perfectly straight, Mr. Stratton,
did you upon the 9th, 10th or 11th
of September pay Mr. Gamey any
money for him? A.—I did not.

Q.—Did you pay any other person
money for him?A.—I did not,

Q.—Did you give Frank Sullivan
$3,000 to divide between him and
Gamey? A.—No, nor three cents.

Q.—Did you send a man with a
package or parcel to the smoking
room with instructions as to what
should be done? A.—I did not.

Witness, continuing, said acither
Frank Sullivan nor D. A. Jones had
any authority to act for him in this
or any matter, and if they wrote let-
ters with regard to Gamey he knew
nothing about it until the matter
came up in the House. Gamey's
statement that he would get some
“consideration’’ was not true. The
only way consideration was used was
in the sensec of the consideration a
Government supporter ordinarily re-
ceived. There was no reference to a
parcel or to the smoking-roomn. There
was no arrangement made with Mr,
Gamey that he was to sign a letter
to support the Government.

Stratton’s Personal Resources.

He sald Mr. Gamey's statement
that he was to get some appoint-
ments to please his friends was a
pure invention. He emphatically de-
nied Gamey's statement that he
(Gamey) saw the Aylesworth letter
first in his (Stratton’s) office. The
statement with regard to a parcel to
the smoking-room Mr. Stratton char-
acterized as ‘“‘a manufactured state-
ment, absolutely false.”’ Gamey was
never in his office except on the
9th, and came then at his own in-
stance. ITe never mado any appoint-
ment to meet Gamey.

‘““As to where the money came
from!’’ said Mr. Johnston. “I sup-
pose that it would be casy for you
to obtain $3,000?"

“Yes, or $30,000!" said Afr,
Stratton.

“Of your own money?"”’

““Of my own money.""

From that time up to tho meeting
of the House he never saw  Frank
Sullivan nor got a letter from him.
There were no such relations of inti-
macy as Sullivan described in his
letters.

The court then adjourned for lunch-
son.

Wanted the Letter Back.
In the afternoon Mr. Stratton said
that Mr. Gamey came of his own ac-
~ord to see him on the morning of
October 23rd or 24th, and that was
the first occasion after September 9.

Camecy sald he wanted to get the
letter ho signed in Mr. Aylesworth's
office on September 10; that he had
been persuaded to attend the Con-
servative caucus on September 10, !

to get back that letter, which was '
addressed to the Premier, and to
have it sent later, because it would
be awkward to have it then in the
hands of the P’remier.

The next time he saw
Gamey was after the bye-clection on
January 18. He did not send for
Gamey and did not know he was
coming. Mr. Stratton then told
what was discussed which was sub-
stantially what Dr. Chamberlain had
said.

A Peculiar Supperter.

Gamey at this interview urged the
appointment of his brother and was
again referred to the Commissioner
of Crown Lands. Gamey said he was
a supporter of the Government, and
Mr. Stratton replied that he took a
peculiar way of showing it in that
he had assisted the Conservatives in
Mr. Gamey after some
conversation about his position, said
he thought the best way to put him-
self right before the public was by a
newspaper interview. At Mr. Gam-
ey’s request he prepared the inter-
view, and took down in lead pencil
the notes which he suggested. On
January 28 Mr. Gamey telephoned
about the interview, but he was
busy, and in reply to Mr. Gamey,
said he would be in the office the
next afternoon. Ile dictated to Mr.
Yokome The Globe interview, practi-
cally as published. It was in long-
hand, and Mr. Myers afterwards
typewrote it. On January 29 Nr.
Gamey called and asked if the inter-
view was ready. He gave him the in-
terview and he said it was too
strong, and suggested he would take
it away to alter it. About half-past
6 Gamey returngd with the interview
altered. After reading it he return-
ed it to Mr. Gamey, who took it out
to give Mr. Hammond.

CROSS-EXAMINATION.

Net Relying en Gamey For Support ia
the Heuse.

Mr. Stratton was under dircet ex-
amination for two hours and ten
minutes. His cross-cxamination by
Mr. Blake began at 2.50, with this
question:

Q.—If I did not misunderstand you,
Mr. Stratton, you made the state-
ment that after what took place on
the 10th Sept., read by you on the
11th (the Conservative meeting re-
port), you were not relying on Mr,
tamey for support? A.—I was not.

Witness, continuing, said he had
understood on various occasions that
AMr. Gamey was perhaps not alto-
gether to be relied upon politically,
He had heard of this during two

months before the September inter-

view. He knew he was dealing with
a man of whom he was told to be
careful.

The Talk of Cealition.

He was questioned at some length
about the standing of the parties af-
ter the election, but did not think
there was any serious crisis, even if
there was only a majority of one, for
the Legislature did not meet immedi-
ately. There might have been some
discussion of a coalition by the Min-
isters, but it was not serious. The
matter had been discussed on the
street and in the press. e was ask-
ed when it was decided to give up
the idea of coalition and to ‘‘fight.””
He replied that he supposed the re-
ference was to Mr. Ross’ Newmarket
speech, but he could not rememhor
the date or whether it was after the
Gamey interview in September. He
promised to look up the date of the
first public announcement of the Gov-
ernment’s intention to ‘‘fight.”’

Not Surprised at Sullivan.

He was not surprised when Frank
Sullivan said to him, ‘‘The fellow
Gamey is not going to support the
Government’’—as he never expected
he would. Asked whether he was
not surprised that Sullivan, a clerk,
would so address him, he said that
as they had come to him together on
the 9th Sept.' he was not. Nor was
he alarmed.

Mr. Stratton was closely question-
ed about what became of his person-
al letters, and said that as a rule
they were filed, although a very few
might not. He said he did not keep
any personal books of account, be-
yond his bank and ckeck books.

Mr, Blake asked for their produc-
tion, and Mr. Stratton said he had
no objection whatever to a thorough
private .inspgction, and it_was aerced
