By the death of the Rev. Dr. Burms,
Toronto has lost one of hér most emin-
ent citizens; the province, and indeed
the Dominion, a leading spirit of the
times. A man of broad, sound prin-
eiples, clear judgment and fearless
character; his voice and pen, through
an active lite, were ever employed for
kigh and nobie purpcses. As an educa-
tor, preacher, lecturer and writer, he
bad rew superiors in the Dominion.

While true to the principles and
teachings of the Methodist Caurch, he
ever evinced a fund of ready sympathy
with those who differed from him in
creed, and to our own positive knowl-
edge, and to that of thousands of our
cou-religionists in Canada, to none was
he more friendly and kindly considerate
fn every way than to his Catholic fel-
low-citizens.

He was an Irishman by birth, a Can-
&dlan in his life, and by his earnest
and enthusiastic championing of Ire-
land’s cause, at the time of Parnell’s

reat and effective agitation and par-

amentary policy, he won a warm place
in the hearts of the Irish people and
supporters of Irish home rule in Can-
eda. In his advocacy of the Irish na-
tional cause, he spared not himseif, nor
did he allow religious or other consid-
erations which, of necessity, presented
themselves, to stand between him and
his purpose.

To those who had the privilege of his
friendship or acquaintance he was a

true vision, ripe experience and stead-
fastness.

To the last, Ireland’s cause was with
him a favorite subject of conversatlon.
Speaking casually upon the subject,
just when the tide of war with the
South African republics was at its
height, he gloried in the leadership of
Irish generals, and in the valor of the
Irish troops, and warmily asserted the
possibility of home rule. Ireland had

of goodwill which he predicted and
which came, and, as he expressed it, no
government couid refuse her just and
cherighed demands.

His death, after a short illness, came
@s a shock to the community, but his
memory will be long cherished as a dis-
tinguished citizen, a man of ripe schol-
mrship, a le 1 and earnest divine,
and a warm-hearted Irish patriot.
