U. S. Secretary of the Navy Says
Labor Has Right to Organize.

Kansas City, Oct. 17. — Secretary
of the Navy Moody, addressing a big
Republican meeting in KXansas City,
Kansas, said the President's appeal
to the strikers and coal operators
made in the name of human-
ity and the great people he re-
presented. He disclaimed all legal
and official acts to bring about a
settlement of the controversy. He

| said:

“The coal operators apparently have
resented the interference of the Presi-
dent in the coal strike, but I say to
you that it is too late to complain
of the organizaion of labor. Organ-
ized labor, like organized capital, =3
and the administration
of President Roosevelt stands for or-
ganized labor. We belleve that the
voices of both organizations must be
listened to, and both must work for
public welfare, and they must yield
to the laws of the land.”

Moody declared that if the Presi-
dent had sent federal troops into the
anthracite field he would have been
subject to impeachment.
