Further Investigation brought to light 
hundreds of bones well preserved, one 
skeleton being intact.

Among the treas­
ures unearthed was a slab on which 
were written curious figures represent­
ing men and birds and animals. Erwin 
took several of the relics into Tomb­
stone, and will send others to the 
Smithsonian Institution.—Kansas City 
Star.
