Ottawa, Jan. 8.—Thirty men who 

Left Canada as members of the first 
Canadian contingent are now back in 

x the Dom’ dion under detention as pris- 
oners e war. They were sent back 
from Salisbury camp and placed in the 
various Canadian detention camps for 
safe keeping until the close of the war.

Almost the entire thirty were men 
of German or German-American ori­
gin. A number of them came to Can­
ada from the United States and en­
listed in the tiret force which left this 
country. Before the contingent left 
Canada a number of them had fallen 
under suspicion, and on advice from 
Canada a regular system of observa- 
tion was applied to a considerable 
number of persons in the force.

Behind Wire.
As a result several of them were ar­

rested and are now back in Canada 
behind barbed wire inclosures, or 
clearing land in the north for experi­
mental farms at Hearst or on the 
Nottawan River.

Many applications are being made 
for the release of prisoners of war 
held by Canada, from themselves and 
from their friends. However, there 
are not likely to be many applications 
granted, because none of the men were 
cor ed until after a careful examina- 
tio a each case.

Peculiar Case.
A peculiar case now under consider­

ation is that of Dr. Kohlmann, a Ger­
man, who was living in Toronto when 
the war broke out. The Canadian au­
thorities granted him a permit to leave 
the country and seek employment in 
the United States. He immediately 
bought a ticket for Barcelona, Spain, 
was arrested again on the belief that 
he proposed to go to Germany as an 
officer of the German army. He is en­
titled to special treatment under the 
Hague convention; his case has been 
found a difficult one to deal with.

Captured From Enemy
Allies Make Considerable Advances, But Have To Evacuate

Paris, Jan. 8—2:40 p.m.—The French 

war office gave out an official state­
ment this afternoon as follows:

“The artillery of the enemy showed, 
during all the day of January 7, great 
activity in Belgium and in the vicinity 
of Arras. The French artillery re­
sponded spiritedly and efficaciously.

"Our infantry made some progress 
; near Lombaertzyde. We occupied, at 
a point fifty yards in advance of our

spirited. Our heavy artillery secured 
good results near Blanc Sablon. At this 
point the mine-throwers of the enemy 
inflicted losses on us, but to the after­
noon we checked this fire from the Ger­
mans.

Blew Up Blockhouse,
"In the sector of Rheims, to the west 

of the forest Des Zouaves, we blew up 
a blockhouse and occupied a new trench 
200 yards in advance of our lines.

“The artillery engagement between 
Bethney and Prunay was conducted 
yesterday with great fierceness. The 
Germans left many dead on the field. 
Our losses were not heavy. Between 
Jonchery-Sur-Sulppe and Souain, wo 
time and again reduced to silence the 
artillery of the enemy, demolished his 
trenches and destroyed his breastworks.

One More Effort
A dispatch coming to London from 

Copenhagen declares that Von Hinden- 
burg is expecting heavy reinforcements, 
and that with an army of 1,000,000 men 
he purposes to make the more supreme 
effort to break through to the Polish 
capital. The Russians would appear to 
have had ample time to reinforce them- 
selves and to strengthen their positions 
around Warsaw, and it is the opinion of 
British observers that the trench war­
fare, for which the western theatre of 
tho war has become famous, will be 
waged in the region of the Polish rivere.

May Soon Sweep Hungary.
Austria-Hungary again admits the re­

tirement of her forces in Bukowina, and 
it is from this Russian forward move­
ment before which the Austrians are 
giving way that the most spectacular 
developments of the next fortnight may 
be expected to spring, according to the 
opinion held today by some British ob- 
servers of the war The argument is 
made that once Russia gets good foot- 
holds beyond the mountain passes, some­

Yortmight if the Russians are not check- 
bed, a big stride toward the overrunning 7 of Hungary would have been made. If 
,this is accomplished it will be the first 

considerable invasion of any territory of 
tho Teutonic allies.

Doubt German Denial.
Both British and French newspapers 

continue today to agitate the alleged ar­
rest by the German authorities in Bel 
glum of Cardinal Mercier. The Ger- 
mans have been quick to deny that the 
cardinal has in any way been detained. 
The London papers, nevertheless, still 
give great prominence to the incident 
and publish the pastoral letter of th» 
cardinal, which was said to have 
offence to the Germans, appending tele 
comments gathered far and wide from 
prominent clergymen and others.

It is imperative that men of 
backbone and brains should 
handle the work of the health 
department at this juncture. 
Place-hunters and self-seekers 
should be given a wide berth. 
The new board will have to 
adopt an up-to-date policy for 
the department, and it would be 
well that the medical men of 
the city should be consulted as 
to the best program to be laid 
down The combined ability of 
London’s physicians should be 
invited to the task of giving 
London the best health depart­
ment in Ontario. From this 
statement there should be no 
inference that there hag been 
lack of ability on the boards of 
health in th. past. But there is 
the chance of thorough reorgan­
ization and a new start.

Whether to manage the health 
department as an independent 
service or by amalgamation 
with the Institute of Public 
Health, is a problem of first im­
portance. The latter might be 
a good scheme for the city as 
well as for the institute. But 
whatever plan is adopted it is 
essential that only an expert 
sanitarian should be appointed 
medical health officer for this 
city. As conditions at present 

, exit, the first requisite is the 
selection of a capable and Inde­
pendent board of health Even 
more important, however, for a 
mistake here would render Inef­
ficient and futile the entire work 
of the department, is the secur­
ing of a medical health officer of 
such a calibre as will make Lon- 
don a leader and a centre of the 
public health affairs in Western 
Ontario.
