THE FISHERY DISPUTE.

Rumors RegarJving the Negotiations
at Washington,

Washington, February 28.-~Notwith-
standing statements from Russia and
Canada regarding pending negotiations be-
tween those countries and the United
States for settling disputed questions con-
nected with the Behring Sea and North
Atlaniic fisherie:, the most persistens in-
quiry of the State Department officials here
has fai'ed to elicit any information on the
subject. Assistant SecretarysWharton, Adee.
and Moore and Chief Clerk Brown say
they have no knowledge of any such
negotiations. Secretary Blaine refuses to
talk with newspaper men about the matter,
on the grouund that there is nothing he can

tell them at present. Outside of
the State Department, however, it
is well known that this Government is in

constant communication with the Gov-
ernment of Great Britain, with a view to
the settlement of the Canadian fisheries
question, and is also negotiating with that
Government, and incidentally with the

R1ssian Government for an ac-
knowledgment of the jurisdiction of
the United States in Behring Sea.

Regarding the former question it is under-
stood negotiations have proceeded so far
towards a settlement on a uasis satisfactory
to both Governments tiial the operations
of the modus vivendi allowing American
fishermen license to purchase bait has been
extended indefinitely without docamentary
formalities. The negotiations are con-
du-ted entirely between Secretary Blaine
and Sir Julian Pauncefote. C. H. Tupper
has no diplomatic relations with them.
He is thoroughly familiar with the ques-
tion under consideration, and is aiding the
British minister, but his functions, though
jmportant, are merely advisory.

The trial of Sir Morell Mackenzie’s suit
for libel against the St. James' Gazette was
concluded this afternoon. The jury
awarded Dr. Mackenzie £1,500 damages.
The Second Ballots,
A Berlin despatch says upon second
ballots for the Reichstag returns thus far
show the election of nine Socialists, three
National Liberals, three Radicals and one
Progressist.
Increasing the Cossack Regciments,
The Czar has ordered the increase of the
Cossack regiments in order to anticipate
the action of the other powers of Europe,
which threaten to largely recruit their
lancer regiments.
Supposed to be a Spy.
A man has been arrested at Nice with
compromising papers on his person. He
is reborted to be an officer in the Italian
service, his object being to obtain informa-
tion as to defences on the frontier.
Saturday Half-Holiday.
The retail store-keepers of London are
much exercised by the provisions of Sir
John [Lubbock’s new Bill to make the
Saturday half-hoiiday compulsory, and
not, as hitherto, at the discretion of the
shop-keeper, under a penalty of a fine of
£5. Chemists and barbers, who have
hitherto been exempt from the provisions
of the Bill, are now included in it.
Bulgzaria and Russia.
The Bulgarian Government, proud of its
ability to pav the Russian war tax, claims
that Russia’s acceptation of the same is
equivalent to a recognition of the status
quo ante bellum, and urges the European
powers to hesitate no longer in recognizing
Bulgaria’s position, thus di-arming Russian
intrigues. Rus-ia formerly offered half
this tax to Prince Alexander as a bribe.
Another Dynamite Plot.
There is a rumor to-night in London that
the police have discovered another dyna-
mite plot.

The Labor Conference.
The official programme of the Inter-
national Labor Conference has been issued
at Berlin. The subjects to be discussed
are the regulation of mine work,with refer-
ence to the prohibition of the labor of
women and childven under ground; the
shortening of the shifts in particularly un-
healthy mines; the ensuring of a regular
output of coal by subjecting the working
of the mines to international rules; the
regulation of Sunday labor, and also the
regulation of the labor of children and
females.
Socialism in Austria,
At a meeting at Vienna of the Committee
of the Lower House of the Austrian
Reischrath to-day Count Von Taafe, Aus-
trian Prime Minister, said that in view of
the present quiet character of the Socialist
movement the Government would con-
sider the question of the partial repeal of
the exceptional legislation in regard to
Socialism, provided the Reischrath passed
an anti~Anarchist Bill. The Prime Minis-
ter stated it would be impossible to abolish
the exeeptional legislation entirely, as con~
tinuance in some measure was justitied by
the fear that the movement against which
it was directed would degenerate into
anarchism.
The Claymore-Coriolanus Collision.
The collision between the steamer Clay-
more andjthe ship Coriolanus occurred last
Monday four hundred miles west of Fast-
net. The weather was clear, but a heavy
sea was running. The Coriolanus was
tacking and the Claymore attempt-
ed to cross her bows, but failed,
and the Coriolanus  struck her
amidships, cutting into her engine
room. The ship’s bows were crushed to
the keel, and her bowsprit and foremast
were carried away. The crews of both
vessels became panic stricken and rushed for
the boats, which were immediately lower-
ed. Many left the vessels without boots
or coats. The steamer Queensmore, which
was five miles distant, saw the collision
and hastened to the rescue. She stood by
the Claymore until she sank. The report
that the Coriolanus also sank was errone-
ous, as she was seen by the steamer Britan-
nc on Wednesday.

London, February 28. —In the House of
Commons to-day, Mr. Labouchere spoke

Lord Salisbury
stated that a warrant to take him into
custody would be issued, but he caused
this decision to become known to Somer-
set’'s commanding officer, through whom
this information was conveyed to Somerset.
Thereupon Somerset fled. Somerset was
not only allowed to resign and leave the
army honorably, but he is still a magis-
trate for two counties. (Laughter.) More-
over, he did not hide himself.
He went to Pera openly, and asked for a
place at the court of the Sultan. Two
men are now in prison for their part in
these scandalous occurrences ; but they
are poor and obscure. heir highly
placed confederate is unmolested. The
Government took care that the warrant for
his appreunension should not be issued till
he was out of the country (Cheers.) Mr.
Labouchere said his charge was plain
enough. It was that Lord Salisbury and
others criminally conspired to de-
feat the ends of justice. Therefore,
he asked that the Committee in-
quire into his allegations.  (Laughter and
and cheers.) He trusted that the Govern-
ment, whatever their defence, would not
put up a lawyer with a brief in his hand
to defend them by special pleading and
evasive chicanery. Mr. Labouchere then
withdrew his motion.

Attorney General Webster said he be-
lieved the House would agree there was
not a shadow of foundation for these dis-
graceful charges. Tt was absurd to sup-
pose that Lord Salisbury or the Treasury
officials could tave any interest to retard

the prosecution of the case. The pro-
cedure, in fact, took the usual course.
When the evidence was all in it
was first collated with a view to a case

~.zainst Somerset. The opivion of. the
Lord Chancellor was then taken, and his

opinion was that the evidence was in-
sufficient to justify prosecution.  Subse-

quently additional evidence was obtained,
and this rendered the issue of a warrant
advisable, but he had authority to state
that Sir Dighton Probyn, after his inter-!
view with Lord Salisbury on this subject,
neither saw nor communicated with
Somerset directly or indirectly.  Neither
had Lord Salisbury any knowledge of
Somerset’s movements to avoid the service
of the warrant. Mr. Labouchere’s story
that Lord Salisbury informed Sir Dighton
Probyn that & warrant was about to be
issued was mere gossip.

Mr. Labouchere, interrupting. offered to
write the name of his informant on a slip
of paper and put the slip of paper into the
hand of Sir R. Webster, leaving to Sir
Richard the choice of disclosing or not
disclosing the name to the House.

Sir Richard Webster said Mr. Labou-
chere could adopt what course he chose.
He himself had direct authority to contra-
dict the allegation that Lord Salisbury
had spoken to any one regarding the
issue of the warrant.

Mr. Labouchere said he could not accept
Sir Richard Webster’s assurance, nor did
he believe Lord Salisbury’s, whose denials
were obviously untrue.

The Chairman here requested the gentle-
man to withdraw the words calling into
question the veracity of the Premier.

Mr Labouchere declined to withdraw
the words, and the Speaker named Lim for
suspension, and called upon the House to
adjudge upon the conduct of the member.

Conference of City Authorities with
the Railway Presidents in Regcard
to Esplanade Improvement—A1d-
dress of the Equal Rights Execu-
Uve=The Princeton Yystery.

of several million dollars. One is a steel
viaduct, and the other provides for the
construction of overhead bridges at the
railway crossings to the wharves. E.

j Gurney, Chairman of the meeting, said

the city must have the co-operation of the
. T. R. to seek legislation. Sir Joreph
Hickson said the city had virtually asked
the G. T. R. to get out of Toronto. He
asked themn not to do that. They had
accommodation now, and the city asked
them to find it elsewhere He did not
think the G. T. R. should be askad to pay
anything toward the cost of the improve-
ment. Mr. Van Horne, who some time
ago made a suggestion to erect overhead
bridges instead of a steel viaduct, said he
had nothing to add. At this period of the
conference the press and the public were
asked to retire, and it was continued in
privat: session. The conference ended in
the accomplishment of nothine.  Sir Jos.
Hickson and Mr. Van Horne showed the
Citizens’ Committee that if they aaopted
the scheme to erect a viaduct “along the
city front it would cost the city over a
quarter of a million dollars to compensate
the railways for the damage that would
result. The two railway heads stated
their position in the matter of the es-
planade improvement, and said they
would not rceede from their position unless
compelled to do <o by the Dominion Gov-
ernment.  They also stated that they
would not again meet the city authorities
on the question.

The council of the Equal Rights Associa-
tion of Ontario has issued an address to the
people of the Province, signed by Prindi-
pal Caven, Chairman, and E. Douglas
Armour, Honorary Secretary, which
says:—‘‘“True friends of Confederation are
they who would obviate the bitier con-
tention, which measures like the Jesuits
Estates’ Act will inevitably breed. Not
they would allow false principles unhin-
dered to work permanent discord and con-
fusion.” Onthe Separate schools in Ontario
the address says that public money
should not be given for sectarian purposes.
The word sectarian is not used here in any
offensive sense, but as designating teach-
ing which is peculiar to some religious
persuasion. All Provinces should have
liberty to establish or retain or
abolish Separate schools as they should
see cause. All should be placed on
exactly the same footing, and should Que-
bec, in the exercise of her liberty, deter-
mine to continue her Public schools as
Catholic schools, it is clear that equity
towards the minority would not permit of
diss’ntient schools.
