At 11 a. m. yesterday the C. P. R.
wires resumed service and particulars be-
gan to come in. The full story is still
untold, ‘however, for, altheugh it is
known that the list of dead has reached
20, it is feared that it will be swelled,
for others are etill missing.

The identity of the French bark which
coliided - with and sank  the steamer
Walla Walla, is known, “ She 1is- the
French bdrk Max, a four-masted- iron
vessel ‘of 1,562 tons, bound from Glas-
zow for San Francisco. A despateh to
the Colonist from Seattle says that
telegrams from Neah Bay give news of
the arrival there of the steam collier
‘Washtenaw, which reports having been
in company with the French bark Max
off Mendocino on January 2. The Max
reported being in collision with a large
passenger sieamer at 4  -o’clock that

Morehouse. 'When the Djspateh reached
Bureka on Friday morning with the sur-
vivors -tugs were immediately sent out
for the missing boats. The tug Ranger
picked up one containing 11 passengers
and three of the crew.

Later a life boat from the wrecked
steamer econtaining seven: passengerf
landed safely in a big fresh water la-
goon 15 miles north of Trinidad. A
stage has been despatched from Trinidad
to return with the survivors. Eight
other passengers who “landed at Big
Lagoon on Friday arrived at Mrinidad
Iate that night, among them - being
iSecond Officer Lapp; who was on watch
at the fime of the collision. A lifeboat,
which left the Walla Walla with 10 per-
sond on board, arrived at Trinidad with
only nine people, the wife of Revenue
Officer Ketzschnur of Taeoma having
died on board and her body was thrown
overboard.

There are still one boat and two life
rafts missing and hopes are entertained
that perhaps a maiority of theé missing
may have been on' them and will be pick-
ed up at sea.

We
rowed hard all that day, but could gain
but little headway  with a strong wind,
choppy sea and lots of rain.

“About ‘8 o’clock we became thirsty

|and hungry and resorted to the hard

tack which was in the bosat. /No one
drank the water, as it was very stale.
Hunger became so great that/one or-
ange ‘was divided among 14. We were
at one time from a half to three-quar-
ters of a mile off the Rauger, but she
failed to sight us and we continued our

passage on toward Mendocino light, hop-

ing to reach that place before dark. As
the heavy sea retarded our progress we
were compelled to lie in the open ocean
all night, but fortunately the sea was
moderately calm and we passed . the
night without any aecident. About day-
break we once more started for shore
and had a hard fight with the breakers.
A woman's red shaw!l was used as a
distress flag. It was hoisted from a pole
and about 10:30 it was sighted by the
tug Ranger, which came out after a
bark. As soon as she sighted us she left
the bark and came to our assistance
and picked us up and brought us in”
