Premier Balfour's’ academic éxpression
of his personal views of the fiscal prob-
lem,. contained "in -the pamphlet on “In-
sular Free ‘I'rade,” advance sheets of
which. were issued last night, came the
long-promised and mueh-demanded gov-
ernment statistics dealing with the sub-
jeet. They were issued today by the
Board of "'rade in the shape of a Blue
‘Book of nearly 500 pages of bewildering
tables of figures showing the various as-
pects of British and foreign trade, and
the industrial conditions. No deductions
were drawn, though the publication
teems with interesting notes uwpon what
are regarded as points of fact. The
references to foreign trade were chiefly
confined to Krench, German and the
United States, ;

iOne of tue most important phases
dealt with in the Blue -Book are im-
ports and exports. The -tables show
that exports from the United Kingdom

000,000 in 1890, to $97,500,000 in 1902,
while the imports rose from 5,000, -
000 to $635,000,000. The total exports
to all foreign - ecountries declined in the
same period $90,000,000, though when
the colonies are inmcladed the ~decline
only amounts- to $5,000,000. The pro-
portion of the United Kingdom: exports,
as .between protected and munprotected
countries, in the markets of the world,
have been_reversed since 1850. Then
it was 56 per ceunt. to the protected
countries and 44 per cent. to the others.
In 1902 the proportion was 42 per cent.
to the protected countries, and -58 per
cent. to the others.

A valuable explanation is given of
the much-quoted excess of imports over
exports, ‘which so often has been held
to. be a sign of British trade -decline.
The Blue Book says that, while the ex-
