All speak 
in glowing terms of the new camp. 
(Charles Ward, Charles Swanson, A. R. 
Gordon and Paul Hogan reached Bul­
lion creek on the morning of November 
Oil: and spent nine days looking over the 
camp. They located discoveries on two 
new creeks and found flattering pros- 
peers on each.

Nugget creek, one of the new creeks, 
i- located about nine miles this side of 
Bullion, where the trail goes down the 
Steep hill (all who were there will re­
member this creek), and about eight 
miles up the creek, where the formation 
and wash are identical with that of 
Bullion and Sheep. There are two pups 
emptying into this creek. The discover­
ers found rim rock near the upper pup, 
built a small fire out of brush (as it is 
above timber line) and thawed out three 
small pans of dirt, which washed out 
(ill cents, including a little nugget worth 
40 or 50 cents. This nugget gave the 
week its name. When they left the 
creek there were nine claims staked. 
Nugget creek looks good for five or six 
miles.

si. R. Gordon and P. F. Hogan locat­
ed a big coal vein on Sheep creek which 
crops out and parallels th» creek for 
over half a mile. Mr. Porter, who 
spent several years in the employ of 
the Canadian government with its geo­
logical surveyors, pronounces it candle 
coal, which is to be found only in coal 
regions. The surface croppings will 
burn readily and _ emit one continuous 
bright blaze while being consumed, 
which is almost a sure indication of 
candle coal.

Galena creek is situated between 
Sheep and Bullion creeks, on the oppo­
site side of Slim’s river, and heads near 
Nugget creek. Good prospects were 
f”und on this creek, but owing to 
the intense cold weather, very little 
prospecting was done, as it was so dif- 
tticuit to wash out the dirt in freezing 
water. A beautiful piece of galéna ore 
was found in the creek wash, hence the 
mime of the creek. The formation of 
'this creek is identical with that of the 
others, the high mountains come down 
"u either side similar to those on Bul­
lion. Tii is creek looks good for six on 
«-'■von miles, as far lip as the discoverers 
went. When they left the camp there 
were twelve or fourteen claims staked 
on this creek.

I p 'to the present time there have 
heen more than 300 prospectors iu the 
Bullion creek camp, and not one can 
he found who is not highly pleased 
with the camp, and nearly all intend to 
tel urn on the snow and prepare for 
tin- summer’s work.

A well-known and thoroughly reliable 
■prospector said to the White Horse cor­
respondent of the Skagway Alaskan: 
"No doubt this will prove to be the 
greatest poor man’s camp ever discov- 
1 red in the Yukon or Alaska, as bedrock 
m not over from two to ten feet deep 
"n any of the creeks found aud the grav­
el is certainly rich.”
