Where We Luse Half a Million Yearly.

Some members of the Fire and Light Com-
mittee seem disposed to sidetrack Engineer
Keating’s recommendation favoring the es-
tablishment of a municipal electric light
sarvice. These gentlemen will fiad out be-
fore long that it is going to be a more diffi-
cult job than they imagine to thus dispose of
the Engineer’s, proposition. There are too
many advantages to be gained by the city’s
operating its own lighting plaat to allow the
work to be done any longer under the con-
tract system. Kew questions have ever been
before the citizens of Toronto which have
been so universally endorsed by them as this
proposal of the Engineer’s. A plebiscite on
the question would disclose a vote of four to
one in favor of the city’s operating its own
plant. Future attempts will no doubt be made
tosidetrack the project, but we predict, with a
good deal of confidence, that it will be the
aldermen who appose the scheme that will
be sidetracked and not the project itself.

The direct saving that will be effected by
the adoption of Mr. Keating’s proposal is of
minor importance compared with the bene-
fits that will accrve to us indirectly. We

pal | have already shown that we are losing &

quarter of a million jollars a year by allow-
ing the Consumers’ ‘Gas Company to supply
lgastous In regard to gas we have no
competitior-whatever.  We are absolutely
at the mercy of a ten per cent. monopoly.
And we are in no better position in regard
to our supply of electric current. Nominally
we have competition in electricity, but the
competition is'in name merely. The two
companies have conspired to exact from the
public as much;as can be forced out of them.
1t is this very street lighting contract, too,
that has robbed us of the benefit of this com-
petition. The two companies have arranged
their business in this way: When the Iuncan-
descent Compauy put in their plant in this
city they adopted a system that is now al-
most obsolete for. incandescent lighting.
For this kind of illumination the alternating
system is akead of any other. A practical
electrician informs us that an alternating
plant in Toronto would furnish light to
private users at balf a cent a light per hour.
When the questign of awardiug a contract
for lighting the streets came up three years
ago the Toronto Electric Light Company let
their rivals koow that it would not be in the
interests of the latter to oppose them in getting
the contract. The Toronto Company, 1 fact,
threatened to introduce the altsrnating sys-
tem and supply incandescent lights at a rate
that the other company weuld not be able to
meet on account of their antiquated plant.
An understanding was readily arrived at be-
tween the two, and so we find to-day
that Toronto is virtually in the handsof a
monopoly, as far as its electric supoly is con-
cerned. They bave tied us up even tighter
than has the Gas Company. Having a con-
tract of over $100,000 a year from the city
the Toronto Elgctric Light Company is satis-
fied and makes no effort to~ disturb the In-
candescent Compady in the monopoly which
it enjoys. The latter company, on the other
hand, is perfectly resigned to the situation
provided. The rival company does not put
in a new plant to compete against their in-
ferior system. Aud what is the result of it
allf We pay $25 a year too much on every
street light, and we are paying far too much
for our incandascent. lights, Thereis only
the one company from whom the public can
get any incandescent light to-day, and over
the prices, which that company may charge
the city has no control whatever, not even
the provision as to redustion of rates that is
thought to apply to the Consumers’ Gas Comn-
pany. This $100,000 contract for lighting our
streots is the bone which enables the two
rival companies to work in harmony and
grow fat upon the public at their leisure.
Take that bone away and the two come.
panies will be forced into competition.

The public will then get cheap arc lighting,

cheap incandescent lighting. and’as a conses
quence cheap gas. The assuming of this
business by the city means fuily balf a
million dollars yearly in the pocicets of the
citizéns of Toronto. Tais is a guestion that
cannot be sidetracked, and the chairman of
the Fire and Light Committee will before
long become aware of the fact.

The Proposed Island Waterworks,

The proposal te allow a private company
the privilege of establishing a water service
on the Island haviog been “voted down; and
very properly so, it becomes the duty of the
city to construct a waterworks system over
on the sandbar It is not ouly the conveni-
ence and health of the Island residents that
we have to consider in this matter. «During
u large part of every warm day in summer
there are anywhére from one o
ten or twenty thouand peopble on
thé Island. It is the convenience of
this large number of citizans especially
that demands the immediate attention
of the aldermen.. Fuere oughtto be at least
& dozen fountains distributed at favorable
poiats on the Island accessible to citizeas at
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all times, The figures recently submitted
by the Engineer are extravagant. A system
that will aoswer all requirements for 10
Years to come can be constgncted, we are io-
formed, for less than $25,000. In oonsider-
ing this question the aldermen should bear
in mind that the expenditure will produce a
revenue sufficient to pay-interest and sink-
ing fund, Our representatives should have
little hesitation in ordering the work to be
undertaken. .

WILL BE EXIENDED TO ORKVILLE

And Later the Mimico Electrie Xoad May
Be Continued, Through to Hamilton—
_Sehool Inspector Fotheringham,

Yesterday’s session of the County Council
was priocipally taken up in talking and
listening to complaints against Inspector
Fotheringham. :

A communication was presented from the
treasurer, J. K. Macdonald, which contain-
ed the estimate for the genéral expenditure
for the year, also an estimate in counnection
with the Industrial Home. Both of these
estimates called for a larger levy than has
been found ne ry for some years past,

The increase is necessitated through the
heavy expenditure ‘in c¢ouomection with
bridges and roads, which' aggregates the
large sum of $17,000. The amount that is
proposed to be levied for this purpose is
$37,530.21, which will necessitate a call for a
mill and a quarter in the dollar,

The increase in the levy for- the Indastrial
Home arises from the new heating appara-
tus. The report recommended thata rate of
three-tenths of a mill be  levied, which will
produce $9007.23. /

A communieation ‘was received from the
Toronto and Mimico Electric Railway Com-
pany, asking the privilege to operate the
road over the  new iron bridge which crosses
the Etobicoke River. The letter further
stated that 1t is the intention of the company
to extend the line to Oakville, and probably
to Hamilton. Referred to Committee on
County Property. ‘
Comiplaints Against a School Inspector,

The council went into committee of the
whole, with Mr. High in the chair,
on the petition signed by over. 250
ratgpayers, asking for ' the removal
of D. Fotheringham, schopbl inspector for
South York, charging him with eaforcing
unjust demands, withholding school grants
and with partial and unjust discrimination.
A deputation .composed of Messrs. J. C.
Clark, A./Quantz and Ex-Reeve Duncan ap-
peared in‘support of the petitioners.

Mr. Fotheringham appeared in his own
bebhalf. He stated that the tr of differ-
entschools in his jurisdiction had systemati-
ocally violated the law, and he had suspended
the grants in consequence. For over seven
years he had urged the trustees to improve
the sanitary condition of their schools, but
no attention had been paid to the matters
and he was compelled to réport them to the
Minister of Education. °

After spending about five hours on the
matter it was decided, on motion of Messrs.
Lucas and Sylvester, that the petition be re-
ferred to a special commig:o composed of
the Warden and Messrs,~Bryang. Chester,
Arnold, Goulding, Lawrence, Scott, Bull,
Wallace, Jerman and Johnston, to investi-
‘ﬁw and report at next meeting of the coun-
ci

éounty Solicitor C. C. Robinson got an in-
crease of $200 per year to his salary. He now
receives $300 per year.

A motion was passed thanking the Warden
for the kind treatment received at his hands
and placing on record the appreciation of
the members of the generasity of the War-
den for the manner in which he eantertaine d
the members the day previous.

The Warden made a suitable reply.

On motion of Messrs. Evans and Bryans
it was decided that the Commissioners of
County Property be directed to examine the
Lake Shore-road transferred by the county
to the city, and if they, find that the agree-
ment as to maintenance has not been car-
ried out they take such steps in the matter
as they think best.

Honor Well Bestowed.

The soloists, especially Miss Juch, were
enthusiastically cheered, and it was notice-
able that the gubernatorial party often led
the applause. The Earl and Countess of
Aberdeen are enthusiasts of oratorio, and
their marked approval from their elevated
dais in the first gallery was emulated by
others not such recognizaed connoisseurs. In
fact, long drawn out as the program of this

Then Mr. Hart A. Massey, whose pale
countenance was brightened with an amiable
smile, was accompapied to the platform in
front of the instrumentalists by Mr. George
Musson and other members of the Festival
Committee.

Mr. Musson explained that by reason of
illness the donor of that magnificent ball
could not take the part in its inauguration
he had desired. Hence he had appointed Mr,
George H. Watson, Q.C., to represent him as
gpokesman on that interesting occasion.

This duty Mr. Watson most efficiently per-
formed, and iy a clear, ringing voice he read
the speech which Mr. Massey had prepared.

This was of considerable length. It re-
viewed the origin of the hall, explained its
objects; described fits dimensions, enumer-
ated its contractors, specified its trustees and
generously praised one and all connected
with the enterprise,

His Final Wish,

In conclusion, Mr. Massey expressed the
hope that the trustees would have the fullest
confldence of the public, and that the people
of Toronto and surrounding country will

The Music,

The overture was performed by the or-
chestra in a manner which gave ample evi-
dence of what was to be expected from them
in the rest of the work.

Heart” and *‘Behold” ; and lastly, “He that
Dwelleth in Heaven,” rendered in exquisite
style.

Dr, Dufft's Baritone,

Of Dr. Carl E. Dufft, the baritgne, naught
but the highest mead of praise is due. He
did noble work in all his numbeis, but par.
ticularly distinguished himself in
the aria *“Why do the Nations
so Furiously Rage Together,” and in
the recitative and air immediately before
the final chorus with trumpet obligato by
our own Herbert Clark, who thus first an-
nounced his presence to an expectant audi-
ence and played a pure and even tone that
lingered pleasantly in the memory long
afterwards.

Mrs. Carl Alves, the 'contralts, is
a stranger to Torontogmusic-lovers, and cap-
tured the'bearts as well as  the ears of ber
audience. Her voice is rich, delightfully
mellow and full of the deepest expression.
In “He Shall Feed His - Flock” she sang
magnificently, calling forth 'rounds of well-
deserved applause.

Miss Emma Juch is so well-known in Tor-
