Tke Dry Sunday In Sew York Means Ruin
to Many.

New York, July 19.—The continued 
vigorous enforcement of the excise law 
is beginning to tell severely on the 
brewers, and every succeeding “ dry ’’ 
Sunday adds to their losses.

Suppression of the trafllc in what is 
by far the most profitable day of the 
week has caused many large breweries 
to reduce their working force.

A great danger menaces the brewers 
In the prospective failures of saloons 
which depend for existence on the Sun­
day trade. Thousands of suqh saloons 
are practically owned by the breweries, 
who fit them up and supply them with 
beer on credit. Already several such 
failures have occurred.
