/On Feeding Poultry.

There is always something to be learned 
by reading the experience of practical per­
sons. It is not best to adopt all one hears 
about poultry management. Just cull out 
such as you think is suited to your circum­
stances and try it. An exchange gives the 
following :

Poultry should be used regularly and 
systematically. Different methods of feed­
ing should be adopted for different purposes. 
It requires one course of feeding for eggs, 
another for fattening, and still another for 
the moulting season. Certain flavors may 
be given to the flesh or eggs by the feed. 
Those who were so unfortunate as to live 
in the grasshopper district a few years since 
when they were so plenty, will tell you 
that both eggs and their fowls were strong, 
dark-colored, and wholly vafit to eat, all 
owing to the grasshopper diet. Onions fed 
in quantities will flavor the eggs in a way 
which, unless you are fond of onions, you 
will not like. If you feed your hens on the 
filth of the barns yard and allow them to 
get their water in the same way, you ore 
one of the many who furnish the strong- 
tasting, unhealthy egg for the markets, 
which some of us get occasionally. The 
buyer most frequently attributes this bad 
taste to age, and heaps his curses upon the 
innocent head of the grocer or provision 
dealer rather than yours, where it rightly 
belongs. For whatever purpose you feed 
the food it should be wholesome and clean.

For egg, that food should be given which 
best aids in forming the egg. The shell is 
a carbonate of 1 ime, and must be formed 
from the food. Old plaster, lime, gran­
ulated bone and crushed oyster-shells are 
good for this purpose. Granulated bone is 
probably the best of these. If the fowls 
have a large range they will gather for 
themselves most of this material, but if 
they are confined it must be provided. 
Phosphate of lime enters largely into the 
composition of the balance of the egg. This 
food is supplied by wheat, oats, barley 
buckwheat, etc., wheat being the best. 
There should be a liberal supply of meat 
and green food. I have always made wheat 
the principal grain food for laying hens, 
changing by an occasional feed of other 
grains. In the winter season I generally 
feed cooked potatoes, or a mush, made of 
one-half shorts and one-half corn and oats, 
ground for morning feed and whole grain at 
night. Cabbage, hung up where the birds 
canqot reach it except by jumping, is good 
to give them to work at during the day ; 
also scatter some whole grain in about six 
inches of straw' or other litter on the floor. 
This gives a much needed exercise, and if 
they are net over-fed in the morning they 
will take it. It is well enough to keep them 
a little hungry through the day, as they 
work more, but at night they should have 
all they can eat up clean. The nights are 
long and cold, and a good feed is necessary 
to sustain warmth.

The poultryman must avoid getting his 
hens too fat. They will not lay well in that 
condition, besides being subject to other 
ills. When they refuse to scratch reduce 
the feed until they get back to work. Meat 
in some form (lean is the best) should be 
given about twice a week. In the summer 
time, when the fowls are not confined, they 
will forage their green food and a good por­
tion of other food. Feeding must then be 
reduced in accordance with the range. 
They should still have some wheat and 
meat. The morning feed may be small, 
and at night what they will eat.

When fowls are to be fattened for the 
market a different food should be given. 
Corn is the best grain for producing fat. 
The fowls should be confined and fed enough 
to keep him quiet. For flesh you want to 
avoid work. Corn or corn meal should be 
the basis, with some variety of other foods. 
Fowls should always be provided with fine 
sharpe gravel, which is necessary to grind 
their food. If this is not to be had in some 
form, disease will result.

It will heal immediately and 
not get sore.

To take the rust out of steel, rub the 
steel with sweet oil ; in a day or two rub 
with finely powdered unslakcd lime until 
the rust all disappears, then oil again, roll 
in w oollen and put in a dry place, especially 
if it be table cutlery.

Relief for Cold in Head.—A tea­
spoonful of camphor in a wide-mouthed 
bottle, well covered with boiling water, 
produces a warm vapor which can be in­
haled for the relief of acute head colds. 
Ten minutes’ use, three times a day, will 
suffice.

I have seen the favors showered upon 
the girls and the boys made to give up to 
them every time.

Remember that the elements of character 
which are fostered in childhood and youth 
will be apparent through all their lives. 
Then let brothers and sisters early be 
taught to be kind and polite to each other. 
If differences arise, as they often will, let 
the wise parent consider the matter and 
place the blame where it belongs, aud not 
be in haste to censure the boy, when quite 
as likely the girl is in fault.

If the boys’ work is such that their 
clothing and boots are too much soiled for 
comfort of mother aud sisters, teach them 
neatness and self respect by having a second 
best suit and slippers at hand when the 
day’s work is done, that they may look as 
tidy as their sisters and be fit companions 
for them in the merry game, reading or 
whatever amusement the girls can join 
them in. Be sure you give them this time. 
Because your boy is smart, do not exact a 
man’s work from him. I have more than 
once heard the remark, “ I had just as soon 
have that boy as a man to help me. He 
can do as much.” This is all wrong. If 
you allow him to do a man’s work in boy­
hood, he will quite likely do a boy’s work 
in manhood, because his forces have been 
expended. Let him have work enough. to 
teach him habits of industry, bnt give him 
plenty of time for recreation. When his 
day’s work is done (if he is a farmer’s boy 
or lives in the country) let him roam the 
fields aud woods as his own sweet will shall 
dictate. What boy does not like to climb 
trees, swing from them and gather all their 
secrets ? Heknows the birds by their song. 
The smaller animals are his study and his 
friends. He is a study, an unsolved pro­
blem. Do all in your power to help him to 
vigorous, robust health and then can his 
mind the more easily be turned in the right 
channels. Everything depends upon the 
way the boy is managed.

BURNED MONEY BBD1BMED.

“ You would be astonished to see how 
little in the way of remains is required, 
when passed under the hands of the treas­
ury experts, to secure the identification 
and redemption of burned paper money. 
A few bits, so hopelessly charred as to 
seem to the ordinary eye hut a small ac­
cumulation of ashes, may be redeemable for 
thousands of dollars in bright new bills at 
the teller’s desk. All that is reqaired to 
sufficient evidence that the originals of the 
notes have been really destroyed. Morsels 
no bigger than your finger nails are every 
diy redeemed for the face value of the 
bills they represent. As to this it is 
largely a matter of chance. If the morsel 
were merely a corner it would not be likely 
to suffice for the identification of the note.

“ Supposing that the case is that of a 
bank note, it to absolutely necessary that 
the bank should be determined, else pay­
ment cannot be made. But let the bit 
presented show the name of the bank, its 
number, or even a portion of one of the 
officers’ signature, and it does. Until very 
recently portions of notes sent in have been 
redeemed on the discount principle—nine- 
tenths of a ten dollar bill bringing $9, and 
so on—but now the law is that the smallest 
portion is redeemable at full face value if 
only it is accompanied by satisfactory affi­
davits as to the loss of the remainder. 
Some few attempts have been made to 
swindle the treasury in this way by false 
affidavits, but the department believes that 
it has always discerned them.—Boston 
Herald.

880Points in Sheep Buying.

There is doubtless more desire on the 
part of farmers everywhere to purchase 
sheep than there was two or three years 
ago. Relatively to other stock they pay 
better now than then. But those going 
into the business without much experience 
can hardly be too careful in buying. Old 
sheep, if thin in flesh, are worth only what 
their pelts will fetch. Younger sheep, 
strong and lively, are a good purchase 
where they are to be kept on hay and straw, 
and turned out to pasture next spring. 
But these thin sheep of any age are not pro­
fitable for winter fattening. Only sheep 
that are in good condition, almost fat 
enough for the butcher, will bear grain 
feeding and even they should be fed very 
lightly, not over half a pound per day at 
first. The fatter the sheep or lamb, the 
the more flesh and wool it will put on from 
an equal amount of grain feeding. The fat­
ness of the animal indicates good digestion. 
A sheep thin in flesh has always had its 
digestion injured, and a sheep with a poor 
stomach is as poor an animal to keep as a 
horse with poor feet. When farmers sell 
their flocks they often sell the whole, good 
and poor, together. They might as sensi­
bly run the ‘cullings in with good apples 
when taking them to market to sell. At the 
large sheep markets the dealer assorts the 
sheep, picking out the best for a high price 
to these who fatten. The farmer who goes 
to one of these markets thinking that any 
sheep rightly handled will pay is sure to 
lose. He may buy culls at a very low price, 
but these are worth more to kill just as 
they are for their pelts, and convert their 
carcass into manure or 'soap-grease. It is 
certain that such sheep on dry feed will not 
live until spring, and the pelt would not 
be worth more then than it is earlier in the 
season.

Which to the mother of the chick—the 
hen that lays the egg or the hen that 
hatches it ? This to a question just decided 
by Justice McMahon of Park ville, a small 
but interesting suburb of Brooklyn. It to 
the first case of the kind known to have 
been brought into court, and by reason of 
its unique importance the trial has occupied 
much of the time of the presiding justice. 
The facts are that a Farmer McCaughn and 
Farmer Gormley are next door neighbors, 
and their henneries adjoin each other. 
Farmer McCaughn owns choice game birds, 
but the fowls belonging to bis neighbor are 
of the ordinary farmyard standard. It was 
testified to that one of Farmer McCaughn’e 
hens scrambled over the fence, and indis­
creetly, if not wickedly aud feloniously, 
did lay two eggs, at divers times, on Fanner 
Gormley’s premises. The triumphant note 
which heralded this maternal achievement 
did not suggest to Farmer Gormley the pro­
priety of picking up the eggs and deliver­
ing tjiem into the possession of the owner 
of the hen. On the contrary, he promptly 
put them under a sitting hen owned by 
himself, and in due course of time they were 
hatched.

So soon as their feathers and little red 
combs began to grow Farmer McCaughn 
observed that these dubious chickens were 
full-blooded game birds, like those of hto 
own hennery, and he made a demand for 
them. Farmer Gormley denied the claim 
of ownership with emphasis and disdain. 
Then Farmer McCaughn summoned hto 
chicken-raising neighbor before the court 
for trial and issue was joined. The ques­
tion was not between hen and hen, but be­
tween farmer and farmer, or, rather, It was 
a question as to whose hen was the mother 
of the chickens. Now ordinary common 
sense would suggest that as the hatching of 
chickens is a mere mechanical 
chiefly dependent upoq caloric, as science 
has demonstrated most thoroughly, it to 
not characteristic, or necessarily even sug­
gestive, of motherhood. The sitting hen 
to unquestionably an efficient incubator, and 
so, too, would be a rooster, if you could get 
him to sit long enough ; but who would 
presume to say that a rooster could become 
a mother, even if he could hatch a dozen 
broods ? Justice McMahon has decided that 
Farmer Gormley must surrender the two 
chickens to Farmer McCaughn, or pay te 
him the full amount of their value. But to 
not Farmer Gormley entitled to pay for 
the labor and services of his hen in hatch­
ing the eggs? The decision of the justice to 
righteous as to the main point of issue, but 
he seems to have overlooked the fundamen­
tal propriety of a counter claim. We ad­
vise Farmer Gormley to appeal.—New 
York Tribune.

How to Care for Silver.

To know how to take care of silver is a 
very important thing when one has any 
silver to take care of. A good deal of valu­
able ware is reduced to a condition where 
it is fit only to be melted by improper 
cleaning and careless handling. Silver ar­
ticles, when not in use, should be kept in a 
dry place, and if likely to remain a long 
time the silver should be perfectly clean 
and the bags closely wrapped in stout paper. 
For daily care of silver it is beet to use hot 
water, c&stile soap and a soft brush and 
chamois leather. In using plate powder to 
restore the brilliancy one should always go 
to a reliable silversmith for a good article, 
as much of the powder indiscriminately sold 
to no better than a fine saw or a lot of 
quartzsand to wear off the surface of metal. 
Gilding ought to be rubbed as little as pos­
sible, and silver etched, decorated with 
colored alloys or oxidized, can be kept in 
condition by rubbing with a damp linen 
cloth with a very little plate powder.— 
Chicago Herald.

—Now to the time to spread the manure 

on the land that is to be ploughed for oats 
or com in the Spring. If the land to al­
ready ploughed it may be spread on top 
and harrowed in before planting. It to a 
mistaken idea of many that the ammonia 
evaporates if the manure is left in a thin 
layer on the surface during the Winter. 
There is no loss at all while it is frozen, but 
there might be a great loss if it lay in a 
pile and heated. It is easier and less ex­
pensive to draw and spread the manure 
when there is snow on the ground and 
plenty of time to do it, than to wait until 
Spring when the fields are soft and every­
thing must be done with a rush. There 
will be but little loss from washing if it is 
spread on the fields during the Winter, but 
not as much loss as if piled up under the 
eaves of the bam, or on a side hill and 
Spring rain allow to run through it. Bet­
ter crops will generally be secured from land 
on which the manure is spread during the 
Fall and Winter than when spread in Spring 
just before ploughing. Try putting the 
manure on part- of your corn land this 
Winter and part in the Spring, and watch 
the results in the crop.—Farmer and Home.
