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not laid out iu ail the loealities, and he followed
a blazed path tbrough the woods; the ministers
of those days preached for one, and only one,
reason-the good of the people. Mr. Bethune
was devoted to hie work as a minister, and much
good was accomplished by him ini those early
days. To Rev. William and Annie (Fleming)
Bethune was born a family of twelve ehildren:
Dr. Alexander; William F., of County Went-
worth, Ont.; Cbristina, the wÎfe of Rev. James
Black, of Hlamilton; Isabella, deceased, who
married John Gowans; Miss Jennie; Dr. Henry,

of Walpole township; Annie, the widow of Wil-
liam Parker; Mins Maggie; James and David,
twins, both deceased; Jessie, Mrs. Kennedy; anod
Elizabeth Aun, the wife of Rev. James Brown,
of Searboro.

To. Mr. and Mrs. Kennedy were boru two
sons: Hugh Caineron, who is with the Canadien
Pacifie Railway Company, and William B., lu
the Bank of Hamilton. In 1895 Mrs. Kennedy
settled in Toronto, and in 1900 purchased her
home at No. 78 Harvard avenue. She and her
sons are mnembers of the Presbyterian ChurcILi
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
