of nature.  The services have been comducted
eaitly ¢ we bave hadas undoe excitement--many
thauglt them too guwiet 3 shill convaction seeins o
have beeu deep, awd T trust tune vl show that ot
will be permanent.

Althongh 1t 15 highly matifymg to see such a
p ~voiful awakening in.the varions neighborhaods
adjonnng the Chapel, such unison of feehng among
Cliistiaus, and so many profess thewr willingness
1o leave the world j one of the most striking fea-
tures in the listory of the meetiny is ~the interest-
1y eircumstances attending the individual histories
of tnany who have, I trust, passed from darkness
to tight,  One youth, of whom I hope well, was
brought up under most unhappy influences, his
father having been poisoned by his own mother;
he was left, consequently, at at emly age, worse
than an orphan.  Another noted for his open wick-
eduess and coarse brutality ig now, I trust, the
lion turned into alamb. A third, who, in the atti-
tude of devotion, laoghed in ny face, and whom
[ never expected 10 see associating with God’s
people, in a-few moments stepped from his geat to
confess his Saviour before men; Lis disposition,
convarsation, and conduct, seem to have uudergone
a thorough-change ; 1 can hail hin as a brother in
Chnst. ~ Another, on the morning afler his convie-
tions bad resolved themselves into decision, brought
a large pile of cards aud consumed them to ashes.
A fifth, educated 1n a most soul-destroying heresy,
and confessedly immeised in fo'ly and vice, is, 1
have every reasun to rest assured, tho subject of
sound-and intelligent conversion. His case was
very interesting ; night after night ho labored un-
der the most powesful convictions, and though un-
willing to-yield to thens, still could not withdraw
“rom the means of grace ; his pre-conceived opin-
wps, clashing with the conclusion to which s
conviction would naturaliy-lead 3 his agony of soul
was deep: endeavoring to persnade himsolf that
his seelings were merely the result of 2n over-
wrought iinagination ; still he was obliged to con-
fess those emotious were-excited by the power of
the Word of God. 1 was much :\(Tc('(e(‘: by his
intense feeling,—to yield 10 his convictions was
vittually to condemn and unchvistianize those who
were very dews to him, and to covfess his visws
through life to have been erroneous. With deep

¢cling he asked me if I imagiued that no one
holding those views could be saved. I endeauvored
19 adduee passages from the word of God to. sup-
port his theory 5 but it was o sandy foundation, and
the overwhelming flood of conviciion which deluged
his soul, swept away in its.resistless fury that un-
sound basiy, and he is now, I tmst, gronnded on
the rock Christ Jesus. A sixth has been for seven
years steeped.in infamy and vice.  When but ten
years of age, he comméuced gambling, since
which-time he has passed throngh scencs which
‘begaur description. ‘The parmtion of some facts
in-which he played au active part) was truly hor-
fying, I-date notstir the pool of morul filth in!
