Seventeen yeirs ago a few eurnest hearted
woinen of New York city were led to take
steps towards forming an associntion for
the advancement of their sisters. They issu-
ed a circular, which they sent out to ol the
women of the country who by voice, or pen,
or practical work, had conquered an honor-
able pluce in any of theleading reforms, such
as Mes. Mary A. Livermore, Prof. Mariu
Mitchell, Mrs. Kate Newell Doggett, Mrs.
Julin, Ward Howe, &e.  The cireular
agked for an exgpression of opiniva as to the
propricty and wisdom of convening a *Wo-
man's Congress” for the purpose of organiza.
tion. The response was so very favorable
that a convention was called, aud an wssori-
ation formed, Mrs. Mary A, Livermore he.
ing elected firgt president. The constitution
set forth that the motto of the Association
Sshadl b Prath, Justice and Lonor,,” and its
object, “'to consider amd present practical

methods for sceuring o womea  higher
intellectuad, woral, and  physicial - con-

ditions, with a view to the mprovemert
of all  domestic aml goeial relidions.”
Once  a year the  Assocration meeta
inconvention, when appropriste  papers,
dealing with the objects of the society and
prepaved by the most gifted women of our
times, wre rewm] and dlisenssed.  MHitherto
these apnual gatherings, owing to the dis.
tinguished abilities ol the Jadies who take
part in the proceedings, have been occasions
of great interest; so mueh so that in nearly
cvery city, after the dispersien of the Con-
gress, societies  and  clabs ~edueational,
humanitarian,  and  philanthropic,  bave
sprang up,and areaccomplishing iauchgool,
The swiety has selected Toronto for its
next place of mnceting and has lixed the
date for Oct. 13th 1890, An apportanity
will thus be offeved - Lz cltizens
tario Lo learn more particnlarly o
inge the aims and methods of aa o
whose object i3 soabindantly praise-wortivy,
and which is destned to plity o wen
in lifting the worid into a higher wad hetter
place.

About Children’s Fezt.

Tt is the purt of the wise mother, to care-
fully wateh the fect of hev Httle ones daring
their tender yenrs. **Keep the head cooland
the feet warm,” s a faithful admonition, es-
precially wlapteil to the children, Withomany
woolenstockings should be avoided altogeth.
er, espeeindly when they cauwse itcehing or
sweating of the feet.  Perspivation will e
absorbad by the wool, making of the stoch .
ing v cold, clanmimy mass, more to e dreat.
ed Ui the most tempting “mud puddle.”
tauip such childven with tiem, substuntial
cottan hose, providing woolenaunklels orleg-
wings, if thought best, and theiv feet will be
warm and dey, exeept for outward wetiing,

When this happens, whether in child or
awdnlt, the wet garments should be pronpt-
Iy removed, the feet bathed-if possibile
wilth lukewarm water -l vigoronsly rub.
1Ll dry.  Wheve this is premptly done,
shoes and stockings beingput on, there
is Jittle danger of serions results.  Care in
keeping the feet warm and dry is very much
bevter than mullling the throat and neck.
Tao often it happens that « thick muller is
Laid aside, e child steps into o draught
of air,the perspivation is checked, and
deadly lung or throat troubles follow ;
whereng, had the throat been bat lightly
covered, the strong circulation of the blond
naturndly keeping it abundantly wara, with
the extrn attention devoted to the feet and
lower limbs, where the circulation is least
vigorous, there woulld have been no danger
of colds or more dangerous maladies.

While the child’s foot is inunature, with
yielding bones and tender museles, it is of
greatestimportance that eare e exercised in
all that pertains to the shoes, if serious
trauble in later life would beavoided.

Celery for family nse may be stored in
hoxes or baskets by taking care that the
roots are closely packed in moist carth and
kepe so.

f steamed meat s Jeft in the liguor to
cuol off, it will be found to have absarbed
back much of the goodness of the soup dnd
will be so miueh the move nutritious as food.

The simplest and cheapest way to cool a
room when the hot wiather is full upon vy is
1o wet a cloth of any size, the lurger the
Detler, and suspend it in the plwe you want
cool,  Let the room be weil ventiliated, and
the temperature will sink frow ten to twelve
degrees in less than an hour.

To clean the heads of children Lake half an
ounce of honey, half an ounce of flowers of
sulphur, an ounce of vinegr, and twoounees
sweet oil. Make the whole into u linament
and rub o litte of it on the head repeated-
Iy. Give nowrishing food to the children,
and keep them scrupulously clean.

In preparing barley water for invalids put
o quart of cold water into o sancepan, throw
into it n teacupful of pearl Imr\cy 3 let it
come slowly 1o boil, and then boil'it gently
for tew winutes.
