Loxpow, November 17.—All the members
of the Eaglish Cabinet were present this
afternoon atthe Council held to consider the
state of afluirs in Ireland.

known that the condition of Ireland was the
sabject of ministerial deliberations, and it was
well anderstood that there were serious dif-
ferences among members of the Cabinet as to
what should be done. Rigkily or wroogly—
and in this case weo believe rightly—the
bLirwmiogham Ministers, Bright and Chamber~
Iain, were credited with a resolution to re-
sist to the utmost—we may say to the last,
the adoption any measures savoring of coer-
cion.”

The Lnndon correspondent of the Man-
cheater Guardian denies that differonces exist
in thbe Capinet, and aays Mr. Bright is most
anxious that coercion should Le aveided, but
puts complete trust in tho discretion of Mr.
Gladstone and Mr. Forster. It is understood
that Hr. Forster has, within the last tew davs.,
reuew d the pledge that if coercion is neces.
zary it shall not be introduced witbout reme.
dial measures. Ur. Bright, whose absence on
Wondxy excited comment, will attend to-day's
Cabinet Council upon the question whether
the poliey of relying solely on ordinary law
in Irsland was to be maintained.

Ireland. A despatch from Craghwell states
that a box containing six rifles, belonging to
» merchant of Loughrea, which arrived from
Limerick, wag robbed on Tuesday night. On
the same night according to a despatch trom
Tralee, a party of men with blackened faces
and long beards virited houses at Cacdal, near
Ghnstle Island taking guns wherever they found
them.

Additional troops bave been orlered to
Ballivrobe. Some of those there have been
directed to buin readiness to proceed by
forced marches to Gulway. These orders
it is suppnsed, have been issued in conse-
quence of the recent importation of arms to
Ireland.

Truth says :—Newspapers howl for the sus-
pengion of ordinary law in 1avor of excep-
tional coercion—so did Italian papers whea
brigandage was rife in a large portion of Italy.
“Anyone * Qavour ald, ¥can govern in a state
of siege.” It may possibly become neceasary
to govern Ireland in thia fxshion, but resort
should not be bad thereto until every other
means has been tried and failed,—until the
grevious wroogs of the Irish have been met
with legislation.

News from Ireland continues to be alarm-
ing. The condition of the wnhappy land,
iustend of improving, seems to grow worse
every day. ltls now teared on all sides that
the peasantry throughout the country are
srming, and are only waitiag for n favoralle
opportanity to defy the authority of the
Goverament. Alarming rumors arve con-
tinually pouring in from all parts of the
island.

The special correspundent of the Loudon
Duily News wrote to that paper from Castle-

bar as follows :—

Tho marked—I had almost written osten-
tatious—atsence of weapons at the meeting
of the last two Sundays has attiacted great
attention. Fron perfoctly trustworthy infor-
mation I gather that appearances are in this
matter more thnn usually deceittul. It isim-
possible to doubt that the large population ot
this county is armed to the teeth, Since
the expiration of the Peace Preservation Act
the purcuase of firearms has been in :ersant.
At the stores in Westport where crrbines are
sold more have been disposed of in the last
five montbs than in the ten brevious years,
and revolvers are also in great demand. The
favorite weapon of the peasantry, on account
of its low price and other good gualities, is
the old £nfi¢ld rifle boughtout of the Govern-
ment stores, shortened and rebored to get rid
of the rifling. The work of refashioniog the
saperannuated rifles and adapting them for
slugs and buckshot bas, I hear, been per~
formed for the most part in America, whence
the guns have been reimported into this
country in large quantities, It is beliezed
that the suppression of arms on the occasion
of large gatherings is duc to the jndgment
of popular leaders, who are naturally averre
to any display which would afford the Goverp-
ment a pretext for dissrming the people
There is, however, no doubt that the people
of the district a1e more completely armed
than at any previous period of Irish history,
A ten-shilling gun license enablas any idle
person to walk about anywhere with a
gun on his shoulder, but this privilege is
rarely exercised. Two morning ago four men
passed in front of the Railway Hotel at West-
port with guns on their shoulder, but such
ogcurrences are very rare, the only individuals
who carry weapons ostentatiously being land.
lords, agents and the Royal Irish Constabulary
affording them ¢ protection.” This protection
is always granted when asked for, but many
landlord have an almost inviocinle re
pugnance to go everywhere attended by
s«rmed police. lord Ardilaun, I henr, has or-
gauized a little bodyguard of his own people,
in' preference to being followed about by the
tall, derk figures naw frequent everywhers in
the county Mayo from Achill to Newport,
from Ballina to Bullinrobe and from Clare-
morris to Westport.

It appeirs that about & year
ago a widow naumed Demprey and ber five
chiidren, residing at Kiyebez, near Loughres,

were evicked from a farm. It was
afterwards taked by a man uamed Koonedy,
but the house in which the widow

lived was levelled, Last Sunduy night a
unumber of men pathered upen the furin and
built a cosy cotiage of the ruins. By six
o'clock in the morning the house was fiuish-
ed. Subsequently a meeting was beld, at
which « Mr. O'Halloran took the chair, and
occupled a place beside tbe chairman on the
platform. Maoy thoussnd farmers attended
trom Loughbrea and Portumna, aud seversl
ounds were present. Br. O'Sullivan, Secre-
tury of the Land:League, was also preseunt. Mr.
Kennedy, who up to this time had been re-
ferred to In the neighburhood as a «grabber”
camo torward and announced that he bad
surrendered the Dempsey farm, aud by doing
8o had forfeited over £160. It is stated that
the men who had been arrested include the
chairman of this meeting and fourothers who
hed holped in the building of the cuttuge.
The men bave been Judped fu G lway gaol,
aud an application to aimit them to buil wan
refused. The report furth -r states that the
widow and her children had not heen turned
out up tothe present time, It is wot known
upon whose intormution the arrests were
made.

These gentlemen:would, I hear,
bave resigned thelr portfolios if Mr. Gladstone
had ngt taken their side. It has consequently
been' declded by the Cabinét’ to do nothing
whatsosver nfter the meeting of Parliament,
which has boen smmoned for the first week

in January, a month carller than usual.

SCOTCH NEWS.

A shocking tragedy occurred in Glasgow on
3lst October. A woman named Brown,
whife in a state of fronzy, brought on, it is
supposed, by over-iudulgence in drink, threw
her two children vut of the window of her
bouse in Ciyde street, Anderson. She was
prevented from jumping over herself, and
wag taken to tho Western Police Office. Oue
«f the children, a girl of five, died nlmost ima-
medintedly, and the other, a boy aged two
years, died in the afternoon.

Lord Lee heard evidence in an action for
declaration of marriage raised by Mary [ine or
Mackay, Enipburzh, against a conimercial
truveller named Mckay. In the courseof tho
case i document wag produced signed by both
vartics declaring thomselves to be inrried,
and seversl letters were put fnto procees in
which defender called pursuer his guardian
angel nnd his darling wife.
