Mgr. Longevin on completing tne
fifteenth year of his episcopate, has isfued an
interesting statement of the progress which
the Church has made in the diocess of
Rimouski within the period. There ware
only 75 students in the Seminary of Rlmnouski
in 1867, now there ars 140. Duriog the
fifteen years that Institution' has furnished
twenty-thres priests, twelve advocates,
oleven doctors, five surveyors, two civil
engineers, a motary and architect, besides
contributing largely to the ranks of commer-
cial men. There are now 330 schools apainst
180 in 1867, and 95,000 Catholics and 54,000
communicants, against 60,000 and 38,000 re-
spectively. Thirty parishes have been
added to the thirty-two existing then. Cal-
onization bas made remarkable progress In
the County of Temiscouata. There are 85
priests, while in 1867 there were only 44.
The conversions to Catholicism are reported
to heve numbered 153.

DEATH OF A RELIGIOUS FOUNDER.

The news of the death of the Nev. Father
Ltionne Champagneur, will be received with
deep regret, especially in religious circles.
The respected deceased was a prominent
membper of the order of the Friars de Saint
Viateur. If was he who introduced the order
into Canade and brought over fiom France the
first kathars and Brothers to establish the order
in this country. The Mother Honse was built
at Joliette, where they have charge of a first-
class collegs; they have aiso anothar one at
Rigaud. 'Theu object of the order 18 to teach;
they render a considerable amounnt of service
in this direction, as the Brothers go through
the most impoverished parts of the country
to give ibstruction. They have now to
lament the death of Lheir founder, who during
life proved himeelf to be a holy and useful
ormament of the order.
