It will, therefore, be Your
Lordship’a duty, prodently, but effectually,
kadvise and exhort the clsrgy and lsity not
lotranagress the bounds of Chrlstian charity
nd justice while they are striving for a
rmedy for their distreesed conditlon.

The sacond report from London confined
the condsmnation to the Plan of Campaign
and boycotting. It is composed after the
style of the Balfonr arguments In defence of
coercion, “ A rent agreed on by mutual con-
gent oannot, without vlolation of a contract,
be diminished at the mere will of the ten-
anta,” ste.

Arohbigshop Walsh is in Rome, and he
would have told the Holy Office and the Holy
Father that Irish rents are not fixed by
mutual consent, but by the arbitrary will of
the landlord, and the tenant, in a land where
varied industrles have been destroyed by
Eoglish lawe, has no alternative bat the poor-
bouse or the emigrant ship.

The Irish leaders or edftora who have pro-
teated against this doonment ought to have
waited tiil the Papal rescript came frem the
Irish Bishops. The Pilot’s correspondent
says in plain words that the *' plan of cam-
paign” has not been condemned. ¢ The
principle of the ¢ plan of campaign’ remains
untouched.”

There is no reason to fear that Eogland has
indueced the Vatican to leave the domsin of
morals and enter that of politics to help out
Irish or English landlords. The wonder is,
why these lies ara told. Sarely, if the open
agitation of tha Irish people were suppressed,
and saubstituted by a secret conspiracy, with,
as Michael Davitt says, a blunderbues in-
atead of a resolucion, it would not be for the
interests of the landlorda,

and obedience to the spiritual authority veated
fn your bonored person.

It is only in the Catholic Church that such

unity and harmony can or do exiat. If we seek
the explanation thereof, we find in thab solid
and sole principla of church suthority, which,
lea~ing us untrammelled in our rights as men
and citizens, binds u= togetber in one common
faith, hope and charity, and in a reapectful,
loving and generous obedience to those who are
appointed by God to be our guides in things
epiritual. The Catholic, who allows earthly
censiderations, wordly intereate, or national sen-
timent, to take precedencs of rellgious duty, is
only a Catholic 1n name, because he rejecta the
teaching of Him who founded our holy religion :
**Seek ye first the kingdom of God and his jus-
tice.” (3t. Matthew ch. vi, 88.)
. Yes, my Lord, as we assemble here this even-
ing to éreeh you our loved Archbishop,—ochil-
dren of Canada and of old France, of Ireland,
Fingland, and Scotland, of Italy, Germany, and
the other lands which have representatives
present,~—the unity of our minds and hearts and
wills, begets » harmony oo less trus and real
than that produced by these mnstruments which
have struck no discordant note.

This, I repeat, is your joy, that we are one—
you our Shepberd, we the members of your
flock, are one. We are one in faith. Wa be-
lieve what you believe, hecsnse we know that
you hold the faith from Leo, the lineal ancoeszor
of him to whom Chriet raid : *Thon art Peter,
and upon this rock I will buifd My Church, and
the gates of hell shall not prevail against it.”
(St. Matthew, ch, xvi, 18). “I have prayed
for thee that thy faith fail not, and then being
converted confirm thy brethren.” (St. Luke,

Woere you to rise and question us on every
article of our faith, you would not hear one ds-
cordant voice in reply. Wera yon to risa and
anv : Do you belheve ia the Unity of God and
the Trinity of Peracus, in the Incarnation and
Redemption of the Saviour, in the Holy Ghost,
the Holy Oatholic Chnrch, the ecmmunion of
saints, the forgiveness of sins, the resurrection
of the body and life everlasting ? every Cathalic
in this vass edifice would giva but ons and the
aplf-same answer—I balieve. Do you beliave in
Heaven, Hell, I’urgatory. Seven Sacrsmentas,
Baptism, Gounfirmation, Hucharist, Penance,
Extreme Unction, Holy Orders and Matri-
mony, and that these sacraments are
not mere idle signe and ceremonies, but
institutions of the Blessed Lord for the
conferring of divine grace? Again, would
thess pumernus voices unite in the one
harmonious replg. I beliave, Do yon believe
that the Pope, addressing a decree to the whole
Church, on matters of faith, morality or gen-
eral discipline, is infallible ? T believe. And
if to seb forth the unity of our faith on o
doctrine which at the prasent woment ia exer-
cising the minds of our non-Catholic bretbern,
you wera to ask : Do you believe that, sincs
there is only one person in_ Christ, and
that person divine, Mary, His Mother,
is the Mother of God? I beliave.
Do yon believe that Mary the Virgia and the
Mother ia & goddess to whom divine hoaors
have been or may be paid? No, no, no ! Such
an assertion would be blasphemy. God alone is
to be adored, Do you believe that she iz equal
to God in anythiog? Again, avd most em-
phatically, no! Do you bslieve tha%, though
a creature, she is the brightest, and purest, and
most perfect of all the creatures who have evor
come forth from the land of God—most
blessed among all the women of earth?
I believe just o3 the Archangel Gabriel
sent from heaven believed, and, with
God's own authovity, asserted (St, Luke,
Ch. I, 28). Do you believe that any status or
image of Mary may be set up as an idol to be
adored? Ewmphatically, “No!” Do you be-
lieve that such a_status, though having no 1n-
herent power or virtue, may serve to_re_mmd us
of the life and virtuaes of this most privileged of
God’s creatures — that the prayers we offer,
wot to the statue, but to ber whom
the sbtatue - represents, msay obtain for us
blessings and graces far more effectually than
do the prayera which we, as sinners, offer for
one ancther, thabt such astatue, when God ®o
wills, may become the occasion and the instru-
ment for the public manifestation of His mira-
calous power ! I beligve, just as I believe that
the dead man was by the touch of the corpas of
the prophet Elesius brought to life; (4 Kings,
COh.” XIII:21)—iust as I believe that the
shadow of Peter falling on the sick, cured them
of their infirmities ; {Acta Ch. V : 15, 16)—just
ag I believe that the cloths which bad b-t
touched the body of St. Paul, cast oubdevilsasd
cured all diseases. (Acts ch, XIX,, 11, 12
Surely a statune or ralic of Mary, whom Geo
honorad above prophet and apostle, may, by the
will and power of the Almighty, become the in-
strument oi his merciea to men a8 well aa did &
corpss, & shadow, o hangkerchief of his less
wonthy servants, Do you believe that to insult
the statue of Mary is to insult the Mother of
God, whom God has honored more than
all men united ocan houoy ber?

IRELAND AND THE HOLY SEE.
To the Hditor of THn TRUE WiTNEas:

MY Dzar 8re,~I have read with pleasur
and joy your two nohle articles, appearing in
Satu-1ay’s aud Monday’s PosT, concerning the
Pap | decrse condemning the Plan of Cam-
paig , and for them you ment the heartz
thaoks and the everlasting affection of the Iris
pe?le, and 1o particular our Irish Canadians,

Never, icdeed, in the history of our country
haa such a crisis arisen, Here we are, the ever
trus, ever faithful, ever suffering, yet ever loyal
children of St. Patrick to the Holy See. Here
we are, &fter all our long years of agony aad
sacrifica, on the verge of victory, and here we
a1e met with m slap in the face from the very
czntre that we have always been loyal to.

But, sir, allow me to review a few historical
instances where the foreign power, forzign to us
1n every cssential civil element, stepped in—a
power in tempora affairs we do not and pever
have admiited.

Since the day the blessed Patrick landed on
the shores of the “‘Isle of Dastiny,” sitce the
hour when ip bis vision hegaw in the far future
the agony and persecution his children were to
go throuph—during all those long centuries,
where, in any instance, was the amallest defec-
tion from the loyalty and obedience to the See
of St. Peter? No, never did they deny that
faith ; never did weblauch under the heel of the
mymidons of England;, never bartered for a
megs of pottage the glorious faith of Chriat.
We kept that faith. Our brave sous
and  virtmous danghters brought ib to
the New World in the fever stricken ship,
carried it far o'er the Western plains
snd in the canyons of the snowy Sierras
and scattered it over the islands of the soa and
the continents of the world. And for doing all
thie, we are yet to be_ '‘the drawers of water
snd the bewers of wood to the nations.” But to
the historical facts, Ibis only history repeat:
ing itaelf. Hiatorians may be, and are, divided
over the genuineness of the Bull granting
Ir-land to Henry the 2nd, Anyway, be this as
it may, and dispute as they will, it was for long
centucies the belief that an English Pope gave
to his sovereign ths * Jsland of Ireland.”
Was this just? Had he ths power ?
Why, sir, I am almost certain the staunch-
oxt uftmmontnne will deny this power in this
19th century, See, again, sir, the rescript of
Monsignor Quarantoti, granting a vsto to the
English Government in Ireland regarding the
election of bishopa, See in this decree of
Church discipline a power certainly the Church
has, and uges often, as in the present day in
France and Italy, but look ab it with regard to
Treland and soe the terrible consequences that
would ensus : inabead of the noble successor of
the sainted Lawrence, a Castle Bishop, instead
of the brave and lion-hearted prelate,who wislds
the crozier and wears the mitre of Cormac of
the kings, an Anglo-Irish prelate something
of the atyle of the celebrated Myles McGrath,
ready %o suit his fmith to the circumstances of
the age. But did the priests and people of Ire-
land submit to this ? Well it is known they did
not. Again, afew years ago a national tesbi-
monial was got up for Charles S. Parnell, that
noble Protestant, God bless his name ! and we
find another rescript signed by Cardinal
Simeoni come all fm bot haste from
Rome, ordering the Irish people not to
subscribe ! ordering them not fo subseribe /
Why was thia? Where 18 their power? What
right and by what law could they sbop & man
giving his mite to one who, by his services in
his country’s cause, made him the’ sdmired of
the world? Did they mean to boycott bim, and
uae the very means they now condemn? They

If snyother but His Eminence, and out of
reapect of his sacerdotal dignity and the high
position he mo doubt worthily attained to—if
any other had done this, the insult would have
heen resented in a far different way.

THE POPE'S RESCRIPT.

THE GOVERNMENT MAKR A STATRMENT — IMPOR-
TANT MEETING IN DUBLIN TO QONSIDLKR THR
DECRERE.

Loxnon, May 7.—In the House of Commons
to-day Sir James Ferguson, Under Foreign Sec-
retary, atated thab no unofficial communication
had passed between the Government und the
Pope with referenco to the latter’s rescript de-
nonacing boycottivg and the plan of campaign
in Ireland. Ho alro stated that the Govera-
ment had not bronght to bear any influence to
bring about the issue of she rescript.

Referring to the Samon question, he aaid that
the Government had no reason to complain of
King Malietoa’s failure to keep his ngreementa.
Germany did not ask the assent of the Brisish
and American Governments to the deportation
of King Malieton, and the position of England
and America upon the subject was unchanged.

DusLIN, May 7.—The Freeman's Journal says
that at the request of the Cathalic members of
Parliament the Lord Mayor ot Dublin convened
a mesting to-day for the anpose of discussin
the Pope's rescript.  Resclutions were adopte
traversing the statements by which the Tope
justifies the rescript, and aseuring the Pope of
unalterable attachment to him in his apiritual
capacity, by firmly and respectfully, but em-
phatically refusing %o recognize his right to in-
terfere in Irish politics.

OPINION OF THE IRINH BISHOPR WANTED,
Roug, May 7.—In view of the altitude of the
leaderz of the National League, the Pope has
instructed Ontdinal Simeoni to direct Mpgr.
