The FPwrisoner Found Guilty of
Wiltul Marder.

A.Strong Chain of Circumstantial Evidence
Blowly Unravelled—The Sary Unanimonus

—The Prisoner Sentenced té6 be Hung on
November Mith.

The trial of R, Birchall, for the murder of
I, G. Beuwell, was resumed at Woodstnck,
Ont., oo Tuesday last before bir. Justice
MoMahon,

The clothes of bhe decessed were produced in
court, and the pext step waa the di:rcharge by
the Grand Jury of Mr. Birchall from the
charge of being an accessory,

Churles Benwell, brother of the deceased, de-

ecribed his bruthera appesarance, hsndwriting, :
and 1dentified a p-ncil case, found as hie, the -
bat, n dental plate and other "

keye, a ring,
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Wi M. Davies, town eogineer, was examin-{igas,

ed as to the plans which he had prepared of the
awamp and the rond leadiog from Eastwood to
1. Starting ot Mastweod and going aleng the
Governor's road and taking » hine through the
woorls, the diatance from Eastwood to the scens
of the murder would be 4 ann 61 100 miles.

Patrick Maguire, kaid b lived near ghe scene
of the trage dy ; was in the swamp cu the 17th
1obrunry ; remeamnbered the day on eccount of
a ball at Princeton being un that day ; wes
within 12 or 14 feet of the epot where DBepwell
was fuund ; mush have reen the body if 1¢ had
been there then ; the trees had been burned out
wear a year ago. M oguirs was subijected to a
cluge ¢ros ¢ saoiontion by Mr. Biackstock., He
had nut beeu acked before to fix the date by
Detoctive Murray or otherr,  Ho bad spoken
litle to Aiss Fallen about the case, bmt not
sbout Dakes Lall,

Jor. Eldrige was one of tho two brothers who
found the hody of Lenwsll un Februsry 21at
iert. He declared the ciroumstasces cinutely
under cross examination. There was a slight
coveripg of snow or the body; his bruther
Greorge was with him ; sow o tracks ; Hf there
had been recent tracks they could have heen
seen ; the suow had not been disturbed aronnd
the body in eny way. The witness tuld how
the budy hud been removed and how next day
he and his brother bad found the cigar case,
t:older and glasses, Thero war snow over the
glasses and cigar holider when found.

Cross-exsmived—When found lenwell’s shirt
front had the cleap wtilf appearance of being
recently loundried, the body locked as 1f iv bad
been deposited there by soine perevn,

Constable Woteon, of Princeton, t; which
village the body was removed for burial, waa
colled. Ho got a preliminary raking over by
both the Judge and the defendant's counsel for
hgving beew 1o coust during the testimony of
the other witnesses, though all the witnerses
for the Crown had been ordered to retire. This
rastled him somewhat from the stars snd his
testimony on the whole was not so clesr and
strong as ib night have been., He testided to
6oing with the Kldridge boys and Masgistrate

rosby to get the body frcm the ewamp, Hia
teatimcny, however, was malnly devoted to &
descriptivo of Birchali’s vieit to Princeton to
identify the body. He stated tbat Birchall and
hia wife arrived op the night of the Wednesday
after the boly was found. Birckall came to
him and made arrangemens to have the bedy
exhumed the pext day, that he mighs, it pos-
sible, ideptify ib. That night Mr. and Mre.
Birchsll drove over to Paris-and remained over
pight. Birchall returuned in the morning slone
and he and witnese went to the aide of the grave
which bad been opened. On the ceffin lid be-
iog raistd, Birchall leaned over and looked at
the body ineide. He seemed much affected and
wiped away tears from hie eyea. He declared
that he would give o good deal of money to have
the murderer irzced, snd placed the mabdter
shen and there in the hands of the witness to be
investigated. Witnees drove over to Poris with
the prisoner, and when they go' there, Detec-
tive Murr.¥, who was workirg up the caes for
the Provincial Goverpment, drove in and wit-
pess introduced him to DBirchall, Murray
wanbed the pridaner to como ap stairs to talk
over the case, but Birchall declined to talk
about the matter save in the presence of a con-
sbable,

This point was not deslt with subisequently
by counsel, wbich is & strange thing. As 1b
stands pow % might be held that Birchall was
afraid to have ap interview with Murray. or
that, baving placed tbe matter, as far as he was
concerned, in the hands of a coustable, he
would not act witbout bim. The conatable ad-
mitted that Birchsll’s grief at the sight of his
dead friema's face seemed genuine, and he feld
sorry for the man, Thers was a long examin-
ation over she condition of the shirt front, cuffs
and collar belopging to vhe deceased, The
Orown’s theory in many respects harmonizes
with the ides that thers waa soft weather on the
day of the murder, folli wed by rain, sleat and
then roow, bub it has been the effort of the
couneel for the defence to prove thab the con-
dition of the linen proved conolusively that
it could not have been aoted upon bty rain
or aleet stormse, He shought the atiffneas due
to frost though it mighd bave been stazch, He
thought there had been a rain storm a few
days before which followed by froap would ac-
connt for the stiffoess, ‘The shirt collar he
admibtted did not lock sa though thers had been
rain upon it. -
