the ¢ State”® and the ¢ IFamily.” What
ground the Irish Canadwen intends to take on
this vital question, whether we shall have to hail
bim ag an ally in the boly cause of ¢ Freedom of

Fortunately in this country there are, and can
be no “ national interests™ or national considera-
tions of any kind, which should prescribe, either
to Irishmen or to Scotchmen, one course of po-
licy in preference to another.

Tt is therefore as ridiculous to talk
of an ¢ Irish questior” or of an “ Irish interest”
in this Canada of ours, where our lot is actually
cast, as 1t would be to talk of a * Scotch ques-
tion” or of 2 « Welsh iaterest” as distinet from
the interests of other races.

Og the other hand it 1s equally true, that there
are, and ever must be, so long as Protestantism
exists, many political questions upon whieh Catho-
lies and Protestants, irrespective of all ethuuio-
gical considerations, may be expected 1o take
difterent sides; and thus it is that there are, and
still must be, ©* Cathohc questions”—and * Ca-
tholic interests™ as opposed to * Protestant ques-
tions™ and “ Protestant interests ;™ and that the
political action of the publcist will still be to a
considerable extent, determined or modified by
his pecuijar religious opinions. fthnologically
