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sots, ammunition and explosives, minesweepers, and aireraft from new pro-
duction. Some of the most important items included in this year's pro-
gremme are minesweepers and coastal escort vessels, Harvard Mc 2 end T33
Mk 3 alreraft, and 90 MM AA guns and fire control equipment. Canada also
contributes to the NATO Common Infrastructure Progremmes and NATO Military
Budget in accordance with agreed cost sgharing formulae.

In accordance with the North Atlantic Council's aim of equipping
all NATO forces with the most modern weapons, Canada's Mutual Aid Programme

will continue to emphasize transfers of equipment of current types.
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
