This is a time for faith, courage and calm determination.
rushchov must not be permitted to under-estimate the determination
f the West to preserve the freedom of the people of West Berlin,
r to lull himself into the belief that the West is divided,
decadent, and lacking in common purpose and dedication. He
fust be made aware that he will not be allowed to devour one

f freedom's outposts.

The Western alliance will have to avoid the pitfalls of
eakness or unreasonable rigidity, and must maintain calm Judgment

he West must seek for agreement, but without appeasement or
acrifice of the’pledged word. It must be tenacious in opposition

een revealed by President Kennedy, Prime Minister Macmillan as
Tecently as Saturday, and by the British Foreign Secretary, Lord
Home, a few days ago, when he used these words: :
