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MEMBER NATIONS HAVE RESPONDED RECENTLY TO APPEALS BY THE
SECRETARY GENERAL TO TRY TO RESOLVE THIS PROBLEM, TO MY MIND
THIS CLEARLY INDICATES A VERY LOW PRIORITY BEING GIVEN TO THE
ORGANIZATION BY ITS OWN MEMBERS. WE CANNOT BUT WONDER TO WHAT
EXTENT THE MEMBER NATIONS FULLY BELIEVE IN AND SUPPORT THE
ORGANIZATION WHICH THEY SO OFTEN URGE US TO JOIN. NEVERTHELESS,
I CAN ASSURE YOU THAT THE GOVERNMENT OF CANADA WILL CONTINUE TO
COOPERATE WITH AND TO SUPPORT THE ORGANIZATION TO THE FULLEST
EXTENT POSSIBLE. WE ALSO HOPE THAT IT WILL ACHIEVE THAT
REVITALIZATION THAT MANY OF ITS MEMBERS

DESIRE TO MAKE IT MORE RELEVANT AND MEANINGFUL AS AN INSTRUMENT
