In view of the uncertainty of the situation I
took the opportunity to suggest that when
space is available in the recognized official
gailery the departrnental officiais shouid use it
rather than other gaileries for the exercise of
their officiai responsibilities.

MR. HALES-ANSWER TO QUESTION ON

Mr. A. D. Hales (Wellington South): Mr.
Speaker, I rise on a question of privilege. In
view of the fact that ail of us in this house
expect fuil, complete and correct answers to
our questions, be they oral or written, 1
shouid iike to bring to the attention o! the
house, the Prime Minister and his parliamen-
tary secretary that I asked a written question
to which 1 received an answer on Monday.
Part of the question was:

Who are the auditors for the Company of Young
Canadians and what yearly audit iees have been
paid?

The answer to that part o! my question
was

The Auditor General. No fees are charged.

That is cornpletely wrong because, as 1 re-
cail, the act did flot stipulate that the Auditor
General wouid be the auditor, but that the
Governor in Council would appoint an auditor
for this organization. To the best of my
knowledge no auditor has yet been appointed.
I have brought this situation to the attention
of the house because I feel we should receive
full and correct answers.

Hon. E. J. Benson (Minister of National
Revenue and President of the Treasury
Board): Mr. Speaker, in order to clarify this
matter-and I arn very sorry if my hon.
friend thinks he has been misled in any
way-let me say that during the current year
payrnents on behaif of the Cornpany of Young
Canadians have been made through the
cornptroiler of the treasury. As a resuit ail
these expenditures corne under the scrutiny
of the Auditor General. In succeeding years it
wiil be necessary for the cabinet to appoint
an auditor as provided in the legisiation. In
respect of the current year the answer given
is quite correct.
