NATURAL GAS-EXTENSION 0F PIPELINE TO ATLANTIC
CANADA

Mr. J. P. Nowlan (Annapolis ValIey-Hants): Madam
Speaker, my question is addressed to tbe Prime Minister. In
view of tbe announcement by tbe Minister of Energy yesterday
that the Q and M pipeline would go only as far as Quebec, can
tbe rigbt hon. gentleman please tell the House, and especially
tbe people of Atlantic Canada, what factors have cbanged
since bis speech on energy before the Board of Trade in
Halifax on January 25, 1980, wben he promised, among other
things, to "take immediate action for tbe construction of a
natural gas pipeline to Quebec City and the maritimes",
without making any mention of delay because of environmen-
taI studies, proven reserves off Atlantic Canada or federal
assistance?

Since, in the Prime Minister's own immortal words, "like
the railways of the 1880s, energy pipelines in tbe 1980s have
the potential to be a steel link uniting the nation", my question
to the right hon. gentleman is this: how can you link a nation
when you stop at Quebec?

Hon. Marc Lalonde (Minister of Energy, Mines and
Resources): I would suggest that tbe hon. member go back to,
the drawing board and check wbat the Prime Minister said in
Halifax. I suggest. also. that it is quite inappropriate to try to,

put on the record a quotation wbicb is not correct. If tbe bon.
gentleman wants to get the right quote, we wiIl answer bis
question.
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
