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Mr. Eugéne Bellemare (Carleton—Gloucester): Mr.
Speaker, I find that answer very interesting.

Mr. Epp: We do, too.

Mr. Bellemare: My second question is again for the
Prime Minister and is about another Canadian security
organization. The Communications Security Establish-
ment collects foreign intelligence on matters such as the
storming of Iranian embassies around the world last
April 5. Surely the Communications Security Establish-
ment had prior knowledge of these similar incidents.
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Can the Prime Minister assure Canadians that the
CSE did in fact have this information and transmitted it
to either CSIS or the RCMP?

Hon. Perrin Beatty (Minister of Communications): Mr.
Speaker, I find the hon. member’s question very interest-
ing as well, as he finds my answer interesting.

As I indicated earlier, the Security Intelligence Review
Committee is looking fully at all matters related to the
Iranian embassy incident. The Solicitor General will be
back on Wednesday. He would make any answer that is
appropriate at that time.

If the hon. member has anything other than allega-
tions to make, if he has any evidence as such, he should
turn it over to the committee which is non-partisan and
which will certainly look at it very closely.
