That is 2
fact, and a fact that does not augur
well for the future of this city., The
public spirit that banded the mer-
chants and citizens of Toronto to-
gether in the days of George Laildlaw
has been dormant well-nigh 20 yeara.
We do not recognize the potency of
public epirit in  the . building up of
cities. -Chicago’s wonderful develop-
ment is owing as much to the public
spirit as to 'the private enterprise of
her people. True it is, this city' is
noted for the activity and zeal o_t a
large part of its population, but this
activity and zeal is concerned with
such movements as tend to divide the
people rather than unite them, and to
create a feeling of ill-will and mutual
antipathy. One-half the city is always
on the watch to see in 'what way 'it
can prevent the other half from going
wrong. We keep up an eternal ‘racket
over moral and semi-religious mat-
. There is always some species
of restrictive legislation before the peo-
ple for discussion or approval, One
set of individuals think the millennium
will be at hand if they can get a law
passed to prevent their fellow citizens
from partaking of beverages that have
been drunk ever since mankind has
occupied this  planet. . Another set
think their mission in this worid con-
sists in preventing drivers from deliv-
ering milk and motormen from cater-
ing to the wants of the community on
Sunday. Instead  of discussing and
