“London, March 20.—During the course of
the discussion of the vote on colonial ac-
count, -in the House of Commons to-day,
the Becretary of State for the Colonies, Mr.
Joseph Chawmberlain, replied to various co-
lonial questions raised.

With regard to the Reld contract with
Newfoundland, be said that to have disal-
lowed or delayed it would have been a tre
mendous interference upon the part of the
Imperial Government with a self-governiug
colony, and either course would have
brought the colony into bankruptey, for
which he would have been held responsible.

Continuing, Mr. Chamberlain remarked
that although he shared largely in the opin-
fon in regard to the financial unsounduess

- of the contract, possibly he might be wis-

taken, and the Government of the colony

might be right. Its Government, however,
bua made the painful admission that it was
fncapableé of erfticiently carrying out large
operations which were handed oyer to tue
contractor, whom he begieved to be coin-
petent and honorable.
The West Indies. "

Speaking of the West Indies, Mr. Cham-
beriain sald he thought it was impossible
1o give these islands representatiou iu the
Government. It would be absurd, he add-
ed, to universally enfranchise tone negro.
The experience with the Port of Spain
(Irinidad) Municipal Council, the Colonial
Minister pointed out, had not encouragcd
extension in that direction, and the prevail-
fug system, under the control of the Co-
lonial Office, was the best which could be
adopted under the present circumstances.

The Transvaal Question.

Touching the "Yvansvaal question, Mr.
Chamberiuin said that uot one of President

ruger’s promises to remedy grievances
had beew fultilled. Touching upon the
speech dellvered by President hruger at
Heideiberg on Friday last, during which
the President emphasized the necessity of

State retaining tiae dynamite monopoly, |

because the South ‘African Republle, being |
an inland State, might be cut off from sup-
plies of explosives in the event of troubie
with any of the powers, and during which
he also announced his intention to modify
the mining law and to reduce the period en-
titling an applicant to full burghership from
14 to 9 years’' residence, Mr. Chamberlain

sald the promises were all illusory.

Mr. Chamblerlain then claimed that the
proposed change in the franchise was not
of the slightest value; that dynamite will
still be a monopoly, and fhat there had
been no ‘advance toward remedying other
grievances, !

A Suggestion to Krnger, |

Mr. Chamberlain asserted that if Presi-|
dent Kruger would give the Johannesburz-
ers a real munieipality, with control of
their own edueational system and civil po-
lice, as he cculd do without the slightest
derogation to the interests and dignity of
the ‘transvaal, he would remove nine out of
ten Ultlanders’ grievances. Great Britain,
Mr. Chamberlain then pointed out, could
only intervene in the event of a breach of
the London convention, or if the comity of
nations was not observed. As the pari-|
mount power in South Africa, Great Britain
conld make friendly suggestions, but he|
(Mr. Chamberlain) did not believe for a|

moment ‘that they would be successful now,
and, therefore, it wowd be undiguified to|,

wake them. i
A Real Danger.

Mr. Chamberlain concluded with saying:|
“As long as the present conditions co_ntmue"
they constitute a real danger. We are|
watching the situation most carefully, but|
thus far there has been nothing to Jusmyl
an ultimatum, and, failing compliance, war, |
which seems to have been suggested by a
previous speaker.””

MR. STANHOPE WANTED TO KNOW

‘About the Skooting of an English-
man at Manila, But He
Has to Walit,

London, March 20.—In the House of Com-
mons to-day the Hon. Philip James Stan-
hope, Liberal, president of the National
Reform Union, asked if Her Majesty's Gov-
ernment had received a report of the la-
mentable occurrence at Manila, when a
British subject named Simpson had unfortu-
nately been killed? Whether the Govern-
ment was aware that Simpson’s family was
partially dependent upon hiia, and whether
the Government would endeavor to obtain
pecuoniary compensation for his family, by
friendly representations to the Government
of the United States? 3

The Parliamentary Secretary of the For-
eign Office, Right Hon. William St. John
Brodrick, replied that the mail despatches
with details of the affair could not be re-
ceived before April, and that with insaffi-
clent information on the subject it was use-
less to make representations to the United
States Government for compensation.
Simpson was connected with the Andrews
cotton mill, and was accidentally nh«‘»t dur-
ing the battle of Manila, en Feb. 23. He
was looking out of the window of a mill
and, owing to his white clothing, was mis-
taken for a Filipino.

As fo Arbitration. -

Replying to apother question of Mr. Stan- |
hf‘lvf‘r’)s)u:u» whether, in view of the posi-
tion Great Britain had taken up for the
promotion of arbitration, as shown by the
Alalama, Behring Sea and Venezuelan atv
bitrations, and the proposals for an .\n'_'l::-
American treaty of arbitration, Her Maj-
esty's Government would take the initiative
in submitting to the peace conference 2
scheme for permanent arbitration. the Par-

MINERS THREATEN A CONFLICT

Unless the Canadian Government
Belafel Its Aggressive
Tendencies,

Washington, March 20.—Some important
statements concerning the Alagkan boun-
dary line situation are given in official cor-
réspondence now on file in the State and In-
terior Departments, which has never before
been made public. The controversy Dbe-
tween the miners on either side of theé line
has within the past week led up #® & num-
ber of casualtles. Governor Brady of Alas-

ka, as long ago as the latter part of Feby

ruary, called attention to the threatening
condition of affairs. On Feb. 1 Governor
Brady, who was here, had a conference
with both Secretary Bliss, who was then
Just  leaving the Cabluet, and BSecretary
Hay, in which he-urged that the aggres-
sive acts of the Canadlans be promptly
aet. He submitted a formal note of warn-
ing of the impending trouble, and the pos-
sibility of bloodshed. The note yias con-
u‘ldered 4t the next Cabinet meeting on
Feb, 28,  The archives show that the Gov-
ernor submitted a formai communication to
the Necretary of the Interior, lu which he
speaks of the bitter feciing along the line
toat made the prescnce or troops, In his
opinion, Imperdtive.
Canadians Slow Aggression.

Among other things, Governor Brady sald
in'his tetter :  “*Cue Canadians, from our
way of looking at matters, have coustautly

own a spirit ot aggress<ion, so far as the
boundary line is coucerned. This is shown
in three instances. I'here Is a point upon
the Stikine River which for years has been
regarded as upou tbhe boundary line, Thou-
#ands of miners have passed up and down
the river, merchants npave done immense
buwiness, and this was always recognized
as the boundary line. An American citizen
is operating a quartz ledge six miles below
the recognized boundary., The Canadian
officlals have gone down six miles below
him, thus making a gap of 12 miles. They
compel him to pay dudes on his supplies,
which he carries In tO operate this ledge.
Last year, in February, an order went ont
to the customs official of the Mounted Po-
lice to move from the recognizéd stations
of the boundary lines to the summit of the
passes. Our people had no neotification of
such intention, but they made the move,
and some of our eitizens avere at that time
in favor of going up and compelling thein
10 move back by foree, but when [ was
sounded upon it, of course, 1 peremptorily
forbade any such act, .

Danger of Conflict Imminent.

Am-
ong other things he says: “In the whole
streteh of the coast boundary line between
P'rince of Wales’ Island and Mount St.
Iilias, there are but two loealities in which
a boundary has been provisionally estab-
lished, pending the ventual determination
of the entire question of that front, namely,
on the Stikine River and at the passes
north of Dyea and Skaguay.'

The Pan-Handle Boundary.

Continuing, Secretary Hay says: ““I'he lo-
eation of the so-called I’enhandle boandary
line between Alaska and the British North-
western Territory is now under negotiation
without agreement so far. Until the two
GGovernments shall reaeh an accord as to the
defipitive boundary it would appear that the
point provisionally located on the Stikine
River should be respected by both Govern-
ments as 4 modus vivendi without prejudice
as to the final fixing of the line. A very
full report of the Canadian engineer, Mr.
J. H. Hunter, should, it is thought, suffice
to determine whether there has since been
such encroachment upon the jurisdiction of
the Tnited States as Is alleged in Gov.
Brady's letter.”

EIGHTY-POUND RAILS PUT DOWN.

s

Bridges and Trestles Henewed and
New Ties Laid for Hune
dreds of Miles,

Montreal, March 20,—(Special.)—Few peo-
ple realize the amount of reconstruction
that has taken place along the Grand Trunk
system durieg the past year, under the able
supervision of Mr, F. H, MecGuigan, general
superintendent, No less than X miles of
steel ralls of the standard 80 lbs. were Juid
on the Grand Trunk during 1808, and most
of these were placed on the main lue in
Ontario and Qucbec. The 80-1b, rails just
referred to replaced others from 65 to 70
Ibs., and 240 miles of the latter were re-
dnid on lines carrying lighter traffic, so it
will be seen that ulmost 000 miles of Grand
Trunk track have been greatly streugth-
ened and improved during last year,

Vi'here were also a fraction over 66 miles
of new side-track, b4 of these being at sta-
tions, ete., and 12 for the use of manufac-
turing establishments in ditterent parts of
the country. o

Many New Bridges.

Another important feature was thesgreat
number of new bridges placed in posstion
during the year. No less than 85 Hgat iron,
steel and wooden bridges were repuced by
new steel bridges ot tne very besc moders
aescription, their total lengtn being 21,2506
feet, or 116 feet over four miles,

T'he number of running feet included in
this wonderful achievement includes, of
course, the 25 spans, equal to 6502 feet of
the new Victoria, but it does not fncinde
the Niagara bridge, which was completed
in 1807, The record for the year also shows
that 35 wooden pile bridges and trestles,
possessing a totar length of 2361 feet, as
well as 10 wooden overhead wagon bridges,
the whole being 1108 feet long, were com-
pletely rebuilt, most of these veing on the
branch !ines,

Heavy Consumption of Ties.

The Grand Trunk lald during 1808 no
less than 1,750,833 cross-ties, being an in-
crease of half a million over 1897, this he-
ing explained by the management's desire
to strengthen the main lines by all possible
means, and properly prepare them for the
very much heavier locomotives and traffic
which tliey will have to support in the uear
future,

For Instance, the ties on parts of the road
have been laid at the rate of 3000 a mile,
where 2650 used to suffice. As much as 312
miles of ballasting—262 in gravel and 50 in
cinders—have to be placed to the credit of
the Grand Trunk for 1808, while 61 wooden,
stone and pipe culverts were also renewed
in stone during the year. Sixteen stations,

twelve motive power bulldings were erected,
while sixty stations, nine freight sheds and
nine motive power structures were remod-
elled, painted and repaired. KEleven of the
sixteen new stations were bullt fn Ontario
and Quebee, one in Maine a
State of Michigan, - :

In this answer
the husband denfed tnat Mrs. Wellington
had been here loug enough to entitle her to
a divorce in the Nebraska courts.
