70 shells being fired before /dark, when the
firing ceased. A shell from the Philadel-
phia, which was sighted for 2500 yards un-
fortunately exploded after it had gone only
1100 yards. It knocked over am outbu'lding
of the American consulate and damaged the
verandah of the main bullding. One of the
sailors was wounded in the leg.
