MUNITION FACTORIES HAVE
CUT OUTPUT IN TWO

Many Employes Laid Off and Only
Skilled Mechanics Retained.

The various munition factories in
the' city have responded to'thé ordeér
of the imperial munitions board to
cut their oufput in two, and as a re-
sult have lajd off many “of their em-
ployes. 'The only persons now assur-
ed of steady employment in this line
of occupation are the skilled mechanjc
and the highly efficient workman.
Practically all the munition factories
have laid off or given some other form
of employment to their shell and fuse
makers.

The Fairbanks-Morse has closed its
women department entirely. About
800 workers in all have been laid off,
more than half of them being women.
There are still about 1500 men at
work, It is sta that ‘mechanics and
skilled workers would not suffer,
their services being still - required,
The others were advised to return to
their former employment of seek
some new form of work.

The Russell Company released 500
men recently but 2000 women workers
are still employed.. The night shifts
are being eliminated in, most factories
and the hours reduced. In releasing
women workers tlie Russell Company
hds exercised care that the .needy
should be retained rather than the
woman of leisure,

The Massey-Harris Cﬁmpany does
not employ women and the 150 men
released recently haye been given the
opportunity of engaging in some other
form of work in their factories. About
160 men are still retained on mun/|-
tion work.

The A. B. Ormsby Co. has 100 men
at work on munitions, and has done
away with the night shift. The Allis-
Chalmers Company is practically the
only company which is taking on new
workers, and is doing so in order to
complete an unfilled contract.
