OPEN SUNDAY BAR

Hotelmen Must Exercise Dis-
cretion in Sabbath Sales
of Soft Drinks.

COMMISSION’S WARNING

Loose Conduct Will Place the
Offender in Unfavorable

Light.

The Ontario License Board will be
inclined to view with disfavor ex-
cessive sale of soft drinks in standard
Potels on Sunday. ce-Chairman
Dingman_ said ryolumlay that yvhilg
the board nad pot laid down any re-
gulations with regard to the #time
when bars might romain open, they
would be inclined to think that, un-
less the hotelmen exercised discretion
in the matter of sales on Sunday,

that the hotelmen were going further
thun public opinion warranted.

The board was not discussing the
question from the grouad of Sunday
observance That would probably fal
in the jurisdiction of other authori-
ties. The board’s warning 1is taken
to indicate that the hotelman who al-,
lows his bar to be run wide open on
Sunday will place himself in an un-
favorable light with the board.

; Granting Licenses.

When asked as to the contention of
City Solicitor Johnsion that the
municipalifty had no right to grant
liecnses 'to hotels which have becn re-
fused standard- licenses by ‘the board,
Mr. Dingman pointed to the standard
license clauses in the act, which pro-
vide that “the keeper of a standard
hotel shall be entitled to sell all non-
intoxicating drinks and Dbeverages,
cigars, cigarets and tobacco and to
conduct an ice cream or gecneral res-
taurant or cafe without further or
cther licenze,” and that “the keeper
of any hotel, inn or house of public
entertainment - not so0 licensed as
aforesaid ‘shall not sell or traffic in
any of the articles mentioned in the
preceding r=ection.”

Mr, Dingman was of opinion that
the latter clause prohibited the city
from granting a license, which would
cverride tnis provision.

According to the strict letter of the
'Jaw, which specifically excludes from
the class »f “dwelling house” where
Hqnor may lawfully be kept and
house used “zs a boarding house or
as a ledging house where. there are
more than three lodgers other than
members of the family,” it would ap-

flask dn case of accident or sickness
in #uch a house.

However, it is generally understood
that the intention of the act is to
preclude the serving of liquor at table
in hauses where mea's are given %0
others than members of the family.

Fair.

~Featured by a total of 1600 ex-
hibits, the largest - number in its
history, and manifestation of the
greatest interest both by members and
by patrons of the association, the
fifteenth annual Broadview Boys'
Fall Fair was informally opened for
three days before an attendance of
approximately 1000. people at the
Broadview branch of the Y. M, C. A,
‘last night under th eauspices of the
board of thirty directors.

The fair is the largest event of its
kind in North America, and probably
in the world, and annually attracts
the attention of Y.M.C.A. officials,
members and persons interested in re-
ligilous movements all over the
country. .

This year the fair includes exhibits
from 500 boys, and entries from the
T. Eaton Company, as exhibition by
the Graphic Art Society, the Can-
adian Kodak Co. the provincial gov-
ernment.

Planned and Arranged by Boys.

The annual fair is planned and ar-
ranged by the boys working under the
direction of the thinty directors, who
are about 18 years old. The event is
supervised by H, W. Kingerley.

Following the speech by Mr. Rees
last night an oratorical contest in which
sixteen entries participated, was held.
Thruout the three days’ event there
will . be contests of various kinds,
athletic competitions and the judging
of the exhibits for the award of prizes,
‘which will be distributed a week later,
h‘he boys setured by prize money thru
direct appeal to Toronto business men,
and other persons interested in as-
soclation work.

The exhibits - include 16 ponies,
about 232 chickens and roosters, ap-
proximately 300 pigeons, dogs. rab-
bits, guinea pigs, goats, mice and rats;
the domestic science exhibit consists
of pastries made by the boys and there
are also vegetables and flowers. An
unusually interesting division of the
exhibition is that containing the aero-
planes (hand-worked) some which fly
from 300 to 6500 feet on their own
power, rising to a height of about 50
feet, submarines, derricks, steamships
and other miniature exhibits. The
manual training exhibits also show
evidence of remarkable skill

The directors head the various de-
partments into which the fair has
been divided, have decorated thé
booths and selected the judges, who
have already begun their work, ' One
‘hundred’ and ‘fifty. boys besides those
who are exhibiting were organized to
promote the fair, and arouse interest
among the adults of the city in the
event.

Will Explain Advantages.

In connection with the fair a booth
has been set aside for the use of the
association officials, who will take
advantage of the opportunity to speak
to the parents during their visit at
the association building of the need
of obtaining’ membership for their
sons. Books and literature on the train-
ing and educating of boys will be
distributed for perusal.

Each evening there will be a
directors’ luncheon. Harry Ryrie will
speaks before the meeting of the direc-
tors tonight, and H, C. Hocken will
speak at the Saturday night luncheon.

OAT PRICES DECLINE

Expectafion of Heavy Exports
Creates Renewal of .

Strength.

CHICAGO, Scpt, 21.—Wheat rices
rallled today, largely on account of Buro-
pean buying, which developed after a
decline to more or lése lower quotations
at Liverpool, The close was firm, at
$1.503 for December and $1.53%, with
the market as a whole %ec to 1gc up, as
compared with yesterday’s finish. ‘Corn
closed %c down to %c up; oats at a loss
of %ec to %e, and provisions ranging
from 12%e¢ decline to a rise of 10c.

Depression ruled in the wheat pit un-
til suspicion was aroused that Liverpool
quotations had been lowered to facilitate
European buying in the United States.
European advices gave a different rea-
son, namely, that increased shipments
were expected from Australia and Argen-
tina. There were reports also of rains
in Argentina, where of late a serious
drought has prevailed. As soon, how-
ever, as gossip. spread that the break in
Liverpool quotations was artificial. and
mainly for effect on this side of the At-
lantic, the market herc began to harden.

Sudden dryipg-up of wheat offerings
resulted, and estimates were current that
fully 70. per cent. of Europeai purchases
in the last few days had been of wheat
grown in the United States.
