Rev. Dr. Ribourg, preaching at Saint

abled men, where the mother le resi­
dent with her children, two or more 
of whom are under fourteen years of 
age, and has not adequate means to 
care for them without assistance un­
der the act. The persons receiving the 
allowance must be resident In Ontario, 
British subjects, and be proper per­
sons to have the care and custody of 
children.

and religious problems. What we must 
do to solve this gigantic Probiem Is 
to get down to its roots, to strike bed­
rock. The trouble is that we ar* so 
prone to use words, knowing nothing 
of their meaning, and even then using 
them In their most restricted, most 
limited sense.’’

The speaker then went on to point 
out that Jesus of Nazareth, the great­
est friend of the needy and suffering, 
was Himself the greatest of capital­
ists, in that He held within Himself 
powers which, If so ordered, could 
move mountains or carry out gigantic 
enterprises In finance, science or any 
of the other major sectors of life’» 
fabric. "We are all capitalists,” said 
the speaker, "not in mere coin, for this 
is the least of all worthy assets of any 
individual, any nation, any race; no, 
we are capitalists In .the greater 
things of life. What about your 
brains? What about your Industry? 
What about your artistry? What 
about your love of music, your ap­
preciation of the beautiful? Are not 
these the greatest of all assets, and 
as such do they not make all of us 
capitalists in the best sense of the | 
term? None of us has the right to 
call himself a toiler and oppose the 
capitalist. Remember the wise old 
sayings of Paul, who lived in the era 
of the slaves. Slaves there were, ill- 
conditioned, but they knew many les­
sons we could well afford to consider. 
Be loyal to your country, be true to 
your employer, be true to yourself.

“And remember this: If you are not 
a toilér, you are an idler. And, if you 
are an idler, you are a pest, and as a 
pest you are a menace to society. 
Therefore, it ill becomes any of us to 
rear his head and say he 1» not going 
to work for a boss, that he Is not go­
ing to work for anyone else. We are 
all working for someone else, no mat­
ter whether we are so-called capital­
ists or not.

’’Yes, we are all capitalists. Sta­
tistics show that In the United States

I {Brotherhood Plea.
Preaching from St. John's Gospel, 

chapter 9, verse 4, in Danfortlh Method­
ist Church last evening, Rev. John J. 
Coulter, pastor, gave an able exposi­
tion of the great labor problem before 
a crowded congregation.

"The very term, Labor Day, suggests 
some measure of class distinction,” 
paid the preacher in his opening re­
marks. “In very primitive society 
there is almost no such distinction. An 
English revolutionary song of several 
centuries ago conveys 
"When Adam delved _and Eve span, 
who was then the gentleman?'

“But the Individuality of men asserts 
itself,” said the preacher. "Intelli­
gence and untiring effort brings about 
the Inevitable result, and one man has 
more money than another. Probably 
the man with money still works, but 
not now with so much mantial labor. 
When unfair advantage comes Into the 
hands of the man with money, and 
he uses hds advantage against the man 
who works for him, then the fires of 
the labor question are kindled ”

“It must be remarked,” Mr. Coulter 
said, "that sometimes, on the other 
hand, there are unfair suspicions and 
jealousy of the man who has by in­
telligent, honest effort made financial 
success. The Christian church cannot 
ignore these issues, but her supreme 
task is to bring in the spirit of brother­
hood, by wülch alone such problems 
are solved."

The preacher made humorous refer­
ence to the late Prof. Osier, who, it 
was stated, advised the chloroforming 
of men at the age of 60. It was, kow- 
ever, a reminder of how soon a man’s 
ability to work begins to diminish. He 
concluded with the suggestions: Our 
work is to be judged by the spirit in 
which it is done, and also by the effect 
of our life work on human welfare.

'"The crucial question," concluded 
the preacher, "is what did your life 
contribute to human comfort and up­
lift?”
