URGES FREE CLINICS 
FOR DOGS AND CATS

Humane League Delegate The Vienna correspondent of Thi 
Journal of the American Medical As­
sociation writes that the swimming sea­
son in Austria revealed that the bath­
ing beaches are a source of infection 
resülting in the appearance of sont, 
untoward conditions complained of last 
year.

Closûre of the contaminated pond 
was strongly advised, to prevent thi 
spread of the conjuctivitis. Similar oc= 
currences have been reported from 
Germany and France during this and 
the previous swimming season.”

PENAL REFORMERS

COST OF LIVING REDUCED.

Increase In England Over Pre-war
Average Only Half That of 1920.

Cost of living In England, according 
to the latest monthly bulletin of the 
Ministry of Labor, showed the smallest 
percentage advance over the pre-war 
average that has been reported in any 
mpnth since 1917. As compared With. 
July 1914, the average percentage in­
crease in food, rent, clothing, fuel and 
light combined, was last month 79 per 
cent., as compared with 81 per cent, the 

th before, with 99 per cent, at the 
close of 1921, with 169 per cent, in De­
cember, 1920.

The postwar maximum was 176 per 
cent, in November, 1920. At the sign­
ing of the armistice, the cost of living 
was computed 120 to 125 per cent, 
above the prewar average.
