Canada’s Hope For Nationhood
Depends Upon Result of War

Sir I'Iafry Hamilton John

son Says Dominion is as

Much Concerned in Outcome as Britain—Spirited
Address to Ottawa Canadian Club

“Turkey committed suicide today. The
Turkish Empire has fallen.” This was
the terse way in which Sir Henry Ham-
ilton Johnston expressed his opinion of
Turkey’s action in entering the war, in
his speech at the Canadian Club lunch-
eon at the Chateau Laurier last Friday.
He gave the assurance that there was
no need to worry over Turkey or the re-
bellion in South Africa. Sir Henry is a
distinguished member of the British con-
sular service, and in view of the many
years he spent in Africa in an official
capacity he was well able to deal with
the colonial problems of Great Britain.
His views, which if expressed in some
quarters would earn him an official
frown, were voiced in a straightforward
and honest manner and often won ap-
plause from the large audience.

He told how "amicably and loyally
the German and British interests worked
side by side in Africa. At that time
he could not conceive that Germany had
an interest in South Africa. He had been
sent out by the British government to
forestall, if possible, any German inten-
tions in East Africa. By means of treat-
ies and planting flags he secured the
greater part of what is known as the
East African Protectorate, but he had
to give Mount Kilimanjara and a bit
of coast to the German government.
While working in union with the Ger-
mans in Uganda, much was accomplish
ed, but notably the complete closing of
the slave trade. Everything within rea-
son had been done for the Germans, but
they could not uncover the coast .of
northern France.

He could not conceive any government
mad enough to stand aside in view of
how Belgium had suffered. He did not
think people in Canada realized the seri-
ousness of the war. Many Canadians
were taking the situation too tranquilly;
they thought that Canada would only
be remotely effected by the result of the
war. They did not realize how serious-
ly menaced Britain would be if the Ger-
mans got even so far as Dunkirk. Bri-
tain was compelled to place a cordon of
ships right across the northern exit of
the North Sea because the Germans had
already got through and laid mines on
the northern coast of Ireland. So that if
the Germans succeeded in getting on the
northwest coast of England and reached
Dunkirk or Calais and closed the Eng-
‘lish channel, London could only be fed
through western ports.

Egypt is Safe.

“It is futile to talk of what Turkey
can do,” he said, “and equally useless to
worry about South Africa. Egypt is so
well safeguarded as to be unassailable.
These two situations are mere flea bites.
They have been caused in an effort to
distract the attention of Great Britain
and her daughters from the main issue.
The big struggle will be fought out in
Belgium and the north of France, and
Canada is as much concerned as Bri-
tain. Supposing Germany dealt a
smashing blow to Britain. What about
Canada? There would be no invasion
by the Germans; that is ridiculous; but
away would go your hope of nationhood.
If you have grit enough to become a
nation, as a perpetual friend of the
United States, not as its ward, then your
fight is now being fought in Belgium.

If only India was recaBt so that its
government was different. to the hide-
bound permanent officials there would
be a greater amount of liberty for the
people, and all these Indian, South Af-
rican and Canadian troubles would dis-
appear. If a reasonable section of people
had a reasonable voice in the policy of
government there would be no demand
of the natives of India for further fields
of expansion.

After the War,

After the war Great Britain would
have to set a good example to the world.
They must keep open all possessions so
that Germany could trade and colonize
on the same terms as other subjects. It
would be fatuous to drive the whole
German nation to despair. There will
be an indemnity so huge that Germany
will have to pay it off in installments,
but she must never again be allowed to
colonize in regions outside the actual
limits of German speaking Germany.
Further to ensure prosperity the Brit-
ish Empire must rid herself of its pre-
Jjudice to skin color.

“I don’t believe there will be any dis-
aster for our country, and I don’t think
the Germans will get to Calais. Before
very long we will see the last German
defeat from the soil of Belgium and
France. But that would only be the be-
ginning of the end. We must destroy the
great works at Essen, and we have got
to get at the Kiel Canal. If Germany
colonizes Belgium there would be a nev-
er ending struggle with Great Britain,
and perhaps we would fall, worn out. In
that case Canada will not complete her
nationhood, but would become amn ap-
pendage of the United States.”

LIVING ON NOTHING A DAY.

(From Beck’s Weekly, Montreal.)

There are 100,000 foreigners in Mon-
treal. Some of these—many in fact—
are living on literally nothing a day.

They are earning nothing, having
been out of work for months, they have
nothing, and they cannot buy.

Of the hundred thousand, sofle 15,000
are Italians. In the district around St.
Timothee street, there are more than
5,000; in the vicinity of Latour street
about 2,000; in St. Henri, cote St. Paul,
and Ville Emard are another 2,000; in
“Littly Italy,” above Mount Royal av-
Amenue and between Park avenue and
Ambherst street, the population of Ital-
ians is between 85,000 and 6;000.

It costs an Italian laborer $8 to $8.50
a month for sleeping accommodationy
For $8.50 he has a bed to himself; for
half a dollar less he shares a bed. In
every case he has from one to two other
men in the room with him.

“No work—no money—got no food,”
was the plaintive statement of an Italian
ex-city laborer. He lived with his wife
and five children in an evil-looking
scarcely lighted and unventilated abode.
He had five boarders, all of whom had
been out of work for months.

This Italian meant that he was literal-
ly facing starvation. There was no- food
in the house and the grocery store had
stopped credit. -
