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Schooner Almeda on Fire in the
Harbour.

Shortly after 2 o’clock this- morning
officer George Baxter saw a schooner on
fire in the stream, just off North wharf.
Summoning officer Thorne. he procured
a boat and with a couple of sailors put
off for the fire. He found that it was
the schooner Almeda, Capt. Jamieson,
loaded with tanbark for Salem, Mass.
The crew were engaged fighting the fire
and the police officers boarded the ves-
sel and assisted in throwing overboard
some of the cargo and putting out the
fire.

The damage is not very extensive. A
small portion of the deckload was de-
stroyed and some of the rigging.

The fire caught from the pipe leading
out of the cabin, which is nearly two feet
below the deckload, and tbe sparks from
the pipe set fire to the tanbark.

YESTERDAY AFTERNOON.

Wm. Logue was sworn. He testified :
I was about the mill on Tuesday morning
last about half an hour before the ex-
plosion. Heard the safety valve lifting
and also heard a terrible gush of steam
coming out. Never heard the steam
coming out with such force before. I
left the milland was about a hundred
feet away when the explosion occurred.

To the foreman—I was not warned by
any person to get away from the boilers.

The foreman here stated that it was
reporled that Allingham had warned him
to stand away.

T visited
the South Bay mill about 3 o’clock on
the day of the explosion. I examined
the portions of the boilers that were lefg
and also the piece that was thrown up
onthe bank. I found the Ilengitud-
inal seam in the boiler that
6rst exploded very much de-
preciated. I also found that there wasa
sufficiency of water in each of the boilers.
I further found that there was not toe
much waler in the boilers. The reason
I think there wasa sufficiency of water
in the boilers is from the appearance of
the boilers immediately after the ex-
plosion. The inside of the boilers pre-
seuted the same appearance that boilers
do atter they have been emptied. The
outside of the boilers from the line of
the brick work on the other presented
the same appearance as boilersdo which
we are called upon to repair or clean.
In other words, the soot was on the
boilers, as it is ordinarily found, which
could not be the case if the boilers had
been overheated to any extent. It was
clear to me that there had been a weak-
ness in the longitudinal seam and plates
of the boiler. The weak seam was in

TODAY'S PROCEEDSN 8.

The enquiry into the mill explosion
at South Bay was resumed at 10 o'clock
this morning in the South Bay post
office.

George Costly was first called and
testified:

Iwas employed om the morning
of the explosion wheeling wood to the
furnace and was-engaged in this work
during the hour that the mill was shut
down.

About three quarters of an hour be-
fore the explosion Mr. Dugan opened the
draft of the furnace. The fire was not
burning good: I heard a tremendous
noise, made by the safety valve and saw
steam coming from it. 1 had often heard
a similar noise before but it was not so
loud. I never knew of any trouble aris-
ing from the safety valves and did not
hear any body say there was danger.

To Mr. Barnhill :—I never saw the
glasses show the boilers less than half full.
I saw Mr. Allingham on the boilers after
the mill started the second time. There
was a good fire just before the explosion
but it was no hotter than usual. I never
knew the engineer or his assistant to be
guilty of any negligence in regard to
their doties,

Lankford McFrederick wasnext called
and hesaid:—I was a fireman at the mill.
Some time before the explosion I held a
match for engineer Allan whilst he ex-
amined the steam gage and can positively
swear that the water was not less than
an inch and a half from the top.

The jury adjourned shortly after 12
o’clock for dinner.
