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THE CIVIC ELECTIONS.

From present indications there is
likely to be contests in nearly all the
wards; and there will be anywhere from
two to six candidates for the mayoratly in

“In selecting the aldermen, the
electors cannot be too careful to choose
men who are able to bring at least intel-
ligence to the consideration of civic
matters and who are besides willing to
devote their time without stint to the
committee work of the council. Under
our present system of civic govern-
ment the most important questions
of civic management and economy
are decided, not in the open
council where the public and press have
the privilege of hearing the pros and
cons discussed, but in the committee
rooms where the doors are locked
against the public and none but the se-
lect are admitted. Large expenditures are
ordered by these committees and in
many cases all that the public will ever
know about them is a three line para-
graph in some report authorizing the
expenditure and a line in the report of
the treasury hoard ordering the payment
of the bill. It is and always
has been notorious that the most import-
ant questions involving the largest ex-
penditures are settied by the committees.
The policy of “you scratch my back and
1’11 scratch yours” governs the expendi-
ture of thousands of dollais every year
and it is putting it mildly to say
that much of the money annually
spent in this way is needless or extrava-
gant. It is only human for a man who
iselected by a certain ward to get all the
public money he can spent in his own
district,and to accomplish this the alder-
men often combine and the result is a
general raid on the city treasury. One
has only to glance at the condition of the
principal city accounts to see how de-
trimental this policy is to the general
welfare of the city. Other questions far
less important, and in which the public
have very little interest cause endless
discussion in the common council and
hours are wasted in oratorical wind, the
effect of which is lost on the members of
the council, who have already made up
their minds and never. get beyond the
doors of the council chamber. ‘What
we want in the council are men ofsound
judgment and some knowledge of the
laws which govern them.

It it time now that the union bill was
amended and some of its unnecessary
provisions altered. It is time also that
surplus officials were dismissed and the
expendituras of the different departments
brought within their income. Over ex-
penditure in every department ought to
be stopped and the chamberlain inst-
ructed not to pay out a dollar on an ac-
count when there is only fifty cents to
the credit of that account. To some ex-
tent this would prevent  reck-
less expenditure and in the
end lessen taxation,for if an extravagant
board were obliged to increase the
taxes to pay their bills they would be
more careful in their handling of the
taxpayer's money. As it is worked now
an over expenditure may go on for years
and only the few who peruse the
city accounts know anything
about it. It is nonsense to say that
because the chamberlain has money to
his credit in the bank he should con-
tinue to pay bills out of this balance for
accounts that are already largely over-
drawn. Every year the aldermen make
an estimate of their requirements for
certain works but they might as
well save their time, as mno pre-
tense is made of keeping the
expenditures within the specified a-
mount. Take the ferry for example. It
has been gong behind for years, a fact
well known to every member of the board,
but no action was taken to make good

_the deficit, until it reached over $8.000.
)mhig is only one instance of civic mis-
management.

From this brief statement the rate
payers who have the interest of the city
at heart will see the necessity of select-
ing men of intelligence and sound judg-
ment together with the courage to grap-
ple with the subject and the persever-
ance to conquer the various obstacles
they will meet with inthe solation of the
more difficult problems of civic govern-
ment.

THE LEGISLATIVE COUNCIL.

The Legislative Council has been filled
up by the appointment of six new mem-
bers, Messrs George F. Baird, James L
Fellows, Richard Bellamy, F. J. Mc-
Manus, Henry R. Emmerson, and Allen
Ritchie. A billisto beintroduced during
the present session, for the purpose of

abolishing the Legislative Council and
vesting its powers in the elective branch
of the Legislature, and it is stated at
Fredericton, that this bill will pass the
Counc:l. If so, the new members
must be pledged to vote for the
abolition of the council and itis to be
hoped they will all keep their pledges,
and not change their minds on this sub-
ject, as was the cuse with one or two
members formerly appointed to that
body. If there is one thing on which
the people of New Brunswick are virtu-
ally of one mind 1t is that the council is
a wholly useless body which serves no
other purpose but to waste $10,000 of the
money of the people every year, for that
is what the legislative council costs.
There was & time when an adherence to
old ideas on the subject caused people to
believe that a second legislative branch
was necessary but this idea is mow
exploded as a result of practical
experience. The province of Ontario has
for almost a quarter of a century con-
trived to do its legislative work with but
one house and the province of Manitoba
followed the example of Ontario and
that with success. The legislation of
Ontario has been quite as well considered
as our own and the administration of
the affairs of that province has been dis-
tinguished by prudence and economy.
The people of Ontario at no period since
confederation have felt the need of a
gecond branch and New Brunmswick
might have done equally well without a
second branch during all these years.
If at confederation we had been con-
tent with a single chamber the
Province would now have been richer
by $250,000 than it is today for that is
what the Legislative council has cost us
in direct ontlay since confederation.
Let the Legislative council then be
abolished and Mr. Blair will find that in
carrying out this policy he has done the
most popular thing in the whole history
of his government.

OUR BENCH.

The supreme bench of New Brunswick
consists of six judges, a chief justice, a
judge in equity and four puisne judges.
The Chief Justice has been on the bench
for more than a quarter of a century, Mr.
Justice Wetmore has been a judge for
more than twenty years while Judge
Palmer has been on the bench elefen’
years and Judge King ten years. The
other'two judges J. J. Fraser and W. H.
Tuck have been on the bench for a less
period than ten yéars. Asa bench the
Supreme Conrt of New Bronswick is ef-
ficient and does its work well but
like all other human institutions
it suffers from causes over which man
bas no control. Three of the judges are
now upwards of seventy years of age,the
Chief Justice being in his seventy fourth
year. One of the three is now in very
indifferant health and it 18 doubtful
whether he ‘will ever take his seat on the
bench again. Another judge, not one of
the seniors, is now in the South for the
benefit of his health which has been
greatly impaired by a serious illness last
winter. The work of the other judges has
necessarily been increased in conse-
quence of these deductions from its
strength, and although no arrears have
accumulated they have only been
prevenied by the efforts of the
judges who are stillable to dotheir work.
It is said that at no very distant period,
one of the judges who is now entitled to
his retiring allowance will resign his
seat on the bench and this will create a
vacancy which will probably befilled by
the appointment of a St. John lawyer.
Nor would it be & matter of surprise if
there should be two other New Bruns-
wick judgeships vacant within the next
two years.

OUR PROVINCIAL FINANCES.

Y¥or a year or two past the prov ince
has not been as free handed in a finan-
cial sense as was desirable, a result not
of any misgovernment or waste but
merely arising from our necessities.
We have been subsidizing railwaysto a
large extent and consequently have had
to pay i d public

onan i 1
debt. We have had to build many new
and expensive bridges and they have
cost & good deal of money. We have
erected large and expensive public
buildings but we are now B8O well
equipped in this respect that mo
more expenditure of this kind will
be necessary for a long time to come.
By abolishing the legislative council we
will save $10,000 a year, and we ought to
get $40,000 a year more in the shape of
Dominion subsidy as a result of the cen-
sus which will take place in April. An
addition of $50,000 to our income would
make our financial condition easy, and
even $40,000 which is the least we ought
to expect would place us in an excellent
financial condition. With due economy
there is no reason why New Brunswick
should ever be forced to resort to direct
taxation or should be financially em-
barrassed.

SOME FRIENDS OF THE CHILDREN.

It is little wonder that at one time the
sun was worshipped as the fountain of
life as well as of light. Without a suf-
ficiency of sunlight and the free air of
heaven there is hardly a single member
of the animal or vegetable kingdom
but that is sure to deteriorate. Plants
grown in darkened rooms invariably
seek any chink through which the light
penetrates, and in seeking it grow weak
and die. In the dense woods, the trees
stretch skyward in search of light
and air, and in the search

and die where one survives. Children
deprived of a sufficiency of sunlight and
air, such as make the meadows and
orchards glad, can never be expected to
develop into physically and mentally
healthful men and women. = As the pop-
ulations of cities and towns grow
more dense, the necessity of breathing
places for the young becomes more ap-
parent, and in places like London, Leeds,
Liverpool, New York and Boston many
of the children of the poor are provided
with = occasional holidays in the
country by the charity of the rich.
But an occasional holiday falls far
short of the requirements of the case.
Good, healthy sunlight and good, healthy
air, in infrequent homeopathic doses,
fail to meet the necessities of the chil-
dren. The doses cannot well be too
large, nor their administration too often.
But while enjoying the sunlight and the
uncontaminated air, it is essential that
the children should have abundant
opportunity for the free exercise of their
Jungs and limbs. Recognizing the
necessities of the case, some of the good
people of Brooklyn have set on foot a
movement, which, if carried ount, will
provide the children of that city with
playgrounds where sunlight, pure air,and
opportunities for healthful exercise will
be afforded to all. The Brooklyn society
for the promotion of parks and play-
grounds was incorporated a few months
since, and similar societies have been
organized in New York and several
other American cities. The Eagle says:

The society is the result of a realiza-

tion of the scanty means of recreation

hundreds expend all their vitality -

for the children of the poor in our popul-
ous cities and towns. The narrow and
dirty streets, dilapidated dwellings, and
over crowded and illy ventilated tene-
ments are a menace to the health of the
young. The scheme for alleviating these
evils somewhat has already met with a
cordial reception. The Brooklyn soeiety
intends to test practically the wisdom or
unwisdom of the plan,and with this end
in view a committee is now looking for
an available site. Inorder to work to
good advantage a plot 100 ft. square must
be obtained, which will be subjected to
various improvements. The whole
would of necessity have to be paved with
asphalt, in order that the place may be
perfectly dry and capable of being used
throughout the year. At first it is_pro-
posed only to admit children under 6
years of age. No rude games are to be
allowed. and the boys and girls will have

pleasures. If the plan succeeds and the
patrons increase each child will only be
allowed to remain two hours at a time,
and as far as possible those of about the
same age will be thrown together. Once
the enterprise has been set on foot the
society feels confident that such grounds
will rapidly multiply.

The scheme is a grand one and shonld
it meet the expectations of its promoters,
its effect on the mental and physical
bealth of the rising generation in Brook-
lyn will doubtless be very marked.

In Toronto, where they are without
such play grounds for the children as
are about to be provided in Brooklyn,
they have a home for sick children, in
which Mr. J. Ross Robinson has ever
manifested a substantial interest, and in
aid of which he has recently supplemen-
ted his former gifts by a contribution of
$10,000. This places the institution on
such a footing that it is thought after a
short time it will not be necessary to re-
fuse admission to any sick children
whose parents reside in that city. The
people of Toronto may well feel proud of
this institution and the men by whose
benevolence it is sustained.

STILL FOR ANNEXATION.

The Globe last evening in an article
referring to the retirement of Mr. Blake
has the following extraordinary state-
ment:—

Mr. Edward Blake practically aban-
dons politics in a despairing mood. The
policy of Sir John A. Macdonald drives
the country towards annexation. The
proposed policy of the Liberals seems
algo to tend thitherward. Mr. Blake
does not appear to fear annexalion, but
he thinkd that the people should
take note in, which direction they are
going, Bnd should not be led to suppose
that-they are going one way when in
reality they are going another. Mr.
Blake’s retirement from public life will
be a loss to the country.

Here ig a confession from the leading
Liberal organ in St. Jobn that the pro-
posed policy of the Liberals i. e. unre-
stricted reciprocity, tends toward an-
nexation. After this what shall we say
of the declarations of loyally made by
the Liberal convention and by Liberal
platform speakers. Unrestricted reci-
procity tends towards annexation. The
GazerTE and every other Conservative
paper in Canada declared this to be the
case and now the truth is frankly admit-
ted by the Globe, although it was vigor-
ously denied while the campaign was in
progress. Loyal Liberal electors, ana
there are plenty of them in Canada, will
now see the abyss into which the policy
of their chiefs was leading them.

As to the statement that the policy of
Sir John A. Macdonald drives  the
country towards annexation, it is hardly
necessary to contradict it. The people
of the United States do not so regard Sir
John's policy and they must be admitted
to be pretty good judges of its probable
effects. On the contrary they look upon
xir John’s policy with disfavor as tend-
ing to build up British power on this
continent and to make. Canada com-
mercially independent of the United
States.

NOTE lﬂ_D_C—O!lEIT.

In the New Brunswick counties \in
which the Liberalsset up candidates the
majorities in favor of the government
exceeded the majorities against the gov-
ernment by upwards of 6000 votes. In
Restigouche and Gloucester the candi-
dates were all Conservatives 8o it is to
be presumed that not more than one
third of the electors of these counties
would have voted for a Liberal candi-
date. The Conservatives therefore have
a majority of close upon 10,000 votes in

this province.
-

The Telegraph had a great deal to say
about the constituences that were carried
by the government by small majorities
at the election of 1887. How does the
Telegraph like the majorities of 18917 Its
desire for large majorities ought to be
satisfied by the majorities against Messrs.
Ellis, Weldon and Rankine in the two
St. John constituencies. The Conserva-
tive majorities in New Brunswick at the
last electi n were nearly all very large.
Only the Grit majorities were small
and one of them, it is more than sus-
pected, was no majority at all.

We do not observe the name of Mr. J.
E. B. McCready; editor of the Telegraph,
among the newly appointed members of
the Legislative council, although it is
understood that he was an applicant for
the position, as he was for the register-
ship of Kings County. Mr. McCready’s
services to the government are evidently
not as highly valued by others as they
are by himself, and 8o no offices or
appointments come his way. Owing to
the want of spirit displayed in times
past by newspaper men, editors are not
of much account with the politicians at
the present time, but circumstances may
cause the ideas of the politicians to
change rather suddenly.
